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Social Security News -
(EDITOR’ .S NOTE; fhls is aiv 
other in a series of articies on 
the new social security law that

The new amendments extend 
Medicare protection to persons 
in receipt of social security or 
railroad retirement disability 
benefits for at least 24 conse­
cutive months and who are still 
disabled. This provision be­
comes effective w iói the later of: 
( I )  July 1973. or (2) the 25th 
consecutive month of an indi­
vidual’ s entitlement to disability 
benefits; Medicare protection 
will end with the month follow­
ing the month in which a nntice 
of termination of disability bene-

fits is mailed to the beneficiary, 
no matter what the month in which 
the disability is held to have 
ended.

Medicare coverage is extended 
to persons who are either In­
sured or entitled to monthly bene­
fits and to their spouses and 
dependent chiltben, if hemodialy­
sis or renal tranplantation is 
needed due to chronic renal (kid- 
ney) disease. Eligibility for such 
coverage begins with the 3rd 
month after the month in which a 
course of renal hemodialysis be­
gins and lasts through the 12th 
month after the month in which an 
individual had a transplant or dia­
lysis terminates. This provision 
will be effective July 1, 1973.

Persons eligible for Medicare, 
either for supplemental medical 
insurance or for both hospital 
and supplemental medical insur­
ance, may choose to have their 
covered health care provided by 
a Health Maintenance Organiza­
tion (HMO), a prepaid group 
health or other capitation plan 
that meets prescrib«^ standards. 
This becomes effective July 
1. 1973.

At first gla>~ce, it might appear that farm prices are 
"up, up, and away". Although prices to farmers do show 
increases, production costs are also rising so the net result is 
not as rosy for agricultural producers as it could be 
Remember, too, income in rural areas is still about a fourth 
under the rest of the ecorvomy.

The Texas Crop arxi Livestock Reporting Service notes 
that Texas farmers received price irKreases for almost every 
comrrtodity recently. Only calves and sheep are above 
effective parity, however.

Calf prices at $47 40 per hundredweight are S i . 60 pet 
hundred pounds above parity. Sheep at $12.30 per 
hundredweight are S I .20 per hundred pounds above parity. 
Beef cattle at S34 are $4 20 under effective parity. Hogs at 
$29 50 are more than S2 under effective parity.

Crop prices show an even greater parity discrepancy. 
Cotton at 2 1 2  cents per pound compared with an effective 
parity price of 57 20 cents per pound. Grain sorghum at 
$2.79 IS t>elow effective parity by 65 cents per hundred 
pounds.

Egg prices at 50 cents per dozen are up eight cents 
from a month ago, but still almost eight cents below parity.

The ir>dex of all farm products was 20 (joints above 
last month and 13 percent above a year ago

Farm production index prices paid by farmers was up 
seven percent from a year ago.

A 22 PERCENT decline in sheep on feed is noted in 
Texas. Dry lot sheep feeders with a lot capacity of 2,000 
head or more had 90,000 sheep and lambs on feed for 
slaughter on Jan. 1. This is 22 percent under a month ago, 
but five percent above the number on feed this time last 
year.

Current intentions to market are Jarwiary 50,000, 
February 32,000; and March 8,000. Marketings during 
December were 58,000 head

CO M M ERCIA L slaughtering plants in Texas produced 
1 9 4 ,0 0 0  pounds of meat during November, which 
represents a decline of six percent from the previous 
month, but nine percent above the total produced in 1971.

Nationwide, production of red meat was one percent 
above a year earlier

R IC E  allotment for Texas for 1973 is 516,132 acres. 
Nationwide, the rice allotment was increased 10 percent. A 
referendum will be held among producers Jan. 22 to 26 to 
determine if marketing quotas will be in effect. Two-thirds 
or more of the rice growers voting in the referendum must 
approve the quotas to make them effective.

T E X A S  livestock interests will be represented during 
the annual Mexican National Livestock and Industry 
Exposition in Mexico City Jan 20 to 28. More than 
1,000,000 visitors are expected to attend the activities.

Texas will have three exhibit spaces at the exposition. 
A total of 14 breed associatiorts in the state wilt be 
reprewntad The Houston Livestock Show and the Sen 
Antonio Livestock Show will also be involvad. The Mohair 
CourKil o l America will be in charge o f a display of taxtHes.
