Mayors Oppose Higher Electric Rates
Mayors representing a number 

of Texas cities placed themselves 
on record Wedmsday as opposing 
two matters which would result 
in higher electric rates for many 
Texas electric consumers.

The mayors of 21 cities unan­
imously adopted the position at 
a meeting in Austin Wednesday' 
of the association of "30 Mayors 
for Economical Electric Rates."

The effect of a bill before the 
Texas House of Representatives 
and a hearing before the Rail­
road Commission would be to void 
agreements and contracts with 
public utility natural gas sup­
pliers.

Lo-Vaca Gathering Co., a sub­
sidiary of Coastal States Gas Pro­
ducing Co., has applied to the 
Railroad Commission to set a- 
side contracts the gas supplier 
now has which are proving to 
be unprofitable.

The mayors are protesting that 
this application is not inthe public 
interest and that the Railroad 
Commission docs not have the 
authority nor jurisdiction to act 
on such a matter.

H. B. 1530 would enable the 
Texas Railroad Commission to 
set aside natural gas contracts 
between suppliers and buyers if 
the gas company feels it is not 
making enough money.

A state district court has ruled 
in the past that the RailroadCom- 
mission could revise prices after 
it determined that a modification 
of the contract is required by the 
public interest. H. B. 1530 would 
put the court opinion in the state 
statutes and remove the doubt 
about jurisdiction that now exists.

“ We feel we are acting in the 
public Interest of our cities and 
our citizens in asking the Rail­
road Commission to dismiss the 
application and also in opposing 
H.B. 1530," Campbell said.

“ We are (ietermined that we 
will have sufficient electrical 
power for our cities, but we are 
also very concerned about keep­
ing the rates and charges (or this 
service at the very minimum ne­
cessary level to our citizens,”  
he said.

Any change in gas contracts 
now would mean a substancial 
Increase in the cost of electri­
cal power.

The House took two big steps 
this week. First, we noted not 
to roll back the price of either 
meat or other products. I think 
this was a sound decision. You 
cannot maintain needed oro- 
duction if you roll the price of 
the finished product back after 
production costs have been incur­
red. What you do achieve is 
simply to break those [noducers 
who cannot make adjustments. 
The result is then you have less 
o f the needed commodity and ulti­
mately you have higher [n-tces 
even though these prices may be 
reflected only In the black mai^ 
ket. If we are going to con­
trol the price of commodities, we 
must at the same time control 
wages and all costs entering into 
the production. We, therefore, 
did vote to continue the Presi­
dent’ s power to control (not to 
ro ll back) prices, wages andpro- 
fits. Detail shave not been agreed 
upon by the Conference Com­
mittee and it will probably be 
the 30th of this month before 
they are. But I think that Con­
gress has established a souid 
principle.

Second, the House voted to con­
tinue the present Highway 
Program without any impairment

of the Highway Trust Fund. Again 
I think this was a sound de­
cision. The Highway Trust iXaid 
is made up of money collected 
from the Federal gasoline tax 
for the sole and specific purpose 
of building Interstate highways. 
W e have not completed the high­
way program although we have 
made great progress. I think we 
should do so before we talk of 
using this highway money for 
rapid transist systems or any 
other purpose. I think to use this 
money for purposes other than 
for which it was collected would 
be to jeopardize every govern­
mental trust fund Including social 
security and other retirement re­
serves. If Congress can take 
money held in trust for a spe­
cific purpose and then, before 
that purpose is achived, can 
transfer it to some other use- 
no matter how desirable -  it 
can, of course, do the same thing 
w ith the monies now in the various 
retirement funds and thus jeopar­
dize the retirement of all our 
elderly people.
