Guldthwaite’s fifteenth Annual 
bivitatiunaJ Kodeo, which is spon­
sored by the local KFA Chapter, 
opens tonight and will be staged 
Thursday, Friday and Saturday 
nights, June 21, 22, and 23.

Thursday afternoon (today) a 
big street parade will get under­
way at S o’clock. The parade 
will begin at the elementary 
school grounds. All schools in­
vited to participate in tlio rodeo 
are urged to have as many horse­
back riders in the parade 
as possible.

FFA Advisor and \ocational 
Agriculture Teacher, Thurman 

Head, and Jim McCoy, President 
of the Mills County Rodeo Asso­
ciation, promise three nites of 
exciting action for rodeo fans.

Fach night the performance 
will get underway at 8 p.m. in 
the FFA Kodeo Arena, north of 
the elementary school here.

Business firms and civic 
groups are invited to participate 
in the parade with floats and other 
suitable entries, according to 
announcements made by McCoy 
and Head. The members of the 
FFA Cliapter will appreciate the 
•upport of everyone taking part 

in order to heip make this a 
successful rodeo.

Events for the three nights of 
the rodeo include: breakaway
raping, calf riding, goat sacking, 
bull riding, wild horse race, 
calf roping, barrel races and 
ribbon roping.

about 30 days. Since it grows 
fast it uses lots of fertilizer - 
a ton of good coastal will have 
about 30 pounds of nitrogen and 
to pounds of phosphorus. Coas­
tal will take about 120 pounds 
of nitrogen and 40 pounds of 
phorphorus off an acre each year • 
at least this much should be re ­
placed.

Another point to consider is 
that the food stored in the 
roots produces the new leaves 
in the spring. Since the growth 
process takes place in the 
leaves grazing should be delayed 
until it reaches 8 - 1 0  inchea 
in height. Then graze it no 
shorter than 6 inches during 
the grow ing season.

The method of harvest is im­
portant if high production is de­
sired . Since coastal has a 30 
day growth cycle the ideal har­
vest would he to re s t it 21 days 
and graze it 7. This would take 
four pastures. (Xher rotations 
would use two pastures to rest 
14 days and graze 14 days ur 
three pastures to graze 10 day* 
and res t 20 days.

Tractor Safety 
Veiy Essential 
For Farmers

Whenever anyone pushes him­
self to the limit, as many farm­
e rs  will be doing this spring, 
he becomes more accident- 
prone. This means that tractor 
aafeO', always important, has 
added importance this year.

In the United States, tractor 
accidents account for 800 to 
1,000 deaths each year. In addi­
tion, tens of thousands of farm­
e rs  suffer disabling injuries, 
and milUons of dollars are tak­
en in p ro p er^  damage, medical 
costs, Ume off from work, lost 
earning power, and insurance 
costa.

It ia appropriate that tractor 
safety is the theme in the U.S.
Department of Agriculture’s 
year -  round safest campidgn. 
In keeping with this theme, the 
following tips for safer tractor 
operation are offered:

-  Stay clear of ditches, em­
bankments, holes, etc., to avoid 
upseL

-  Keep children and o th e r  
“ passengers”  off and away from 
the tractor.

-  Cut speed when turning, 
crossing slopes, or when on 
rough, slick or muddy surfaces.

-  Stay off hills and slopes too 
steep for safe operation.

-  Engage clutch slowly with 
heavy loads to avoid backward 
tipping and don't overload.

-  Hitch heavy loads only to 
drawbar and use front weights 
to balance tractor, if needed, 
if drawbar is on 3-oint hitch, 
set it no higher than Qxed draw­
bar,

-  Keep power take-off shields 
in place and turn off PTO be­
fore unclogglng. adjusting or 
servicing equipment.

-  .Set wheels as wids «M rl >• 
prarticBl for the Job for better 
stability.

-  When stopped, take tractor 
out of gear, firmly sat ta-akes, 
and/or usa park lock. Take the 
key with you.

“ Poultry, livestock, and nat­
ural fibers produced in Mills 

County have had special season­
al promotions in grocery stores, 
the State Fair, along highways— 
even in Japan," Commissioner 
W hite stated.

This work is done under the 
TAP (Texas Agricultural P ro­
ducts) program, administered by 
the .Marketing Division of the 
Texas Uept. of Agriculture.

Initiated in late 1968, the TAP 
program has had astounding suc­
cess and has drawn unlimited 
modity groups who vote to con­
tribute funds. The Texas De­
partment of Agriculture furn­
ishes the ideas and personnel 
to help in the promotion.

P art of the TAP program is 
a fam iliar sight to Goldthwaite 
residents— the big Food and ht- 
ber van operated by Jess and 
Madaline Moreland. They travel 
the state to tell the story of 
Texas agricultural products. The 
van features slide shows on 
Texas products. The Morelands

also pass out recipes for Texas 
products and information on the 
quality and abundance of Texas 
agriculture.

I'sually a different agricultural 
product is chosen every two 
months for promotion, but often- 
the advertising is extended by 
the ro-sponsoring group. The ef­
fects are felt for many weeks 
after the compaign, Commis­
sioner White explained.

“ Turkey is an example. In 
one grocery chain, sales jumped 
from 1200 pounds to 10,000 
pounds after the TAP campaign. 
Advertising of turkeys at Eas­
te r  and turkey as a summer­
time trea t has added to year- 
round consumption of turkeys,” 
White said. Turkeys will be 
promoted this summer in July 
and August.

NATURAL FIBERS PROMOTED

At the State Fair in Dallas, 
mohair and wool products have 
their own displays in the Food 
and Fiber Pavilion. Both will 
be Included in the November 
and December TAP promotions. 
Posters of natural-fiber fashions 
will be on display in stores, and 
clothing will be featured in 
style shows during the fall.

Commissioner White has urged 
Goldthwaite sheep and goat ra i­
se rs  to hold off marketing their 
breeding stock for slaughter. Mo­
hair production declined in 1972 
by 72,000 pounds in Mills Coun­
ty.

“ I sympathize with sheep and 
goat ra ise rs  who are losing their 
stock to the predators. But if 
we can get this problem solved, 
TAP can open up more wool 
m arkets,” Commissioner White 
stated.

“ The demand for wool and 
mohair have increased in the 
past two years, and TAP pro­
motional personnel are  planning 
to bolster this desire.

“ Mohair Is bringing much 
higher prices, and there is real 
potential in the export field. 
Texas produces over half of the 
world's supply of mohair. We 
should try to keep as many com­
modities as possible in the world 
m arket,”  Commissioner White 
said. “ TAP can sell it if we 
can produce it.”

VARIED APPROACHES 
(Xher products from Goldtb- 

waite will be promoted th ity ea r. 
Eggs are featured in May and 
June in the Texas Star Cook- 
Out. Peanuts will be part of 
the Texas Star Kick-Off in Sept­
em ber and October. Pecans will 
be Included in the Thanksgiving 
and Christmas promotions.

One of the most extensive pro­
gram s is the grain-fed beef pro­
motion. which Is almost year- 
round. The popularity of beef, 
despite rising prices, is account­
able in part to TAP polnt-of- 
purchase appeals In markets.

TAP promotions Include radio 
and television spots, newspapers, 
billboards, polnt-of-sale posters 
and stream ers, mailings with 
statements of financial and uti­
lity companies. About 400 bill­
boards are used on each promo­
tion, and individual mailings a- 

'Vriount to about 1,500,000,
Texas Department of Agricul­

ture employees also go Into a 
bout 14,000 food stores over the 
state to set up special displays, 
posters, stream ers, and recipes 
featuring Texas protkicts.

“ Taste of Texas” seminars 
a re  given at various times to 
bring buyers and sellers toge­
ther at dinners where all-Texas 
foods are served. Most of the 
dinners have been held In the 
state; however, they have also 
been staged as far away as To­
kyo, London, and Edmonton. Can­
ada.

Demonstrations tailed Lamb­
a-ram as and Beef-a-ramas are 
given all over the state of Texas. 
“ Stretching Your Food Dollar” 
is the theme of some of the 
sessions.
EXPORT PROGRAM

The TAP program was ex­
panded in 1972 to include mar­
keting specialists who bring the 
buyer and seller together on 
national and foreign sales of 
livestock and other products.

Angora goats from Brady were 
sold to the Russian government 
through TAP negotiations. Many 
sheep and goats for slaughter 
have been shipped to Mexico 
through TAP arrangements. Tev 
as  also entered Into export ne­
gotiations last year on a broader 
scale with Japan and European 
countries for all type of pro­
ducts.

“ During the first three years 
of TAP we were just appealing 
to Texans to buy Texas protkicts. 
Now the emphasis is on techni­
ques which actually increase 
sales, here and abroad," Com­
missioner White stated. “ TAP 
is one of the best things that 
has ever happened to the Texas 
agricultural market.”

“ Goldthwaite residents can 
help local farm ers and ranchers 
by buying Texas products. At 
the same time, they are alto 
supporting the whole economy of 
our state. Our population is now 
centered in the cities, but agri­
culture is still the backbone of 
our economy,” Commissioner 
White said.

Caiutruction of waterihed 

dami in Mills County hsv« made 
tremendous headways during 
1972. Six dams in the Brown- 
Mullin Creek Watershed were 
completed, except for regetatlng. 
At present there are three dams 
under construction. TWo dams 
have not been advertized for bids, 
but a contract on conatruction 
of Sites 3 and 4 on Aubrey Muse 
and Clyde Kerby should be a- 
warded In the next few months, 
states Charles Studer, D istrict 
Conservatlontst with the Soil Con­
servation Service atGoldthwalte.

When these two structures are 
built plus the ones now under 
construction, there will be 16 
floodwater retarding structures 
in the County.

The Brown-Mills Soil and 
Water Conservation District and 
Mills County Commissioners 
Court are co-sponsors of the 
watershed program in Mills 
County. In addition, the Ben­
nett Creek Water Control and 
Improvement D istrict Is a co­
sponsor on the Bennett Creek 
Sites.

“ Many Individuals in the

county contributed to making the 
watershed program in the county 
successful,”  su ted  W. G. Bis­
hop, D istrict Director of the 
Brown-Mills SWCD. We hesi­
tate to name any Individuals for 
fear of omitting some one from 
the list.

In Bennett Creek, when things 
became bogged down, J. S. Owens 
was the one we always went to 
to get things started again.

The primary objectives of the

watershed program in Mills Co. 
are  to provide flood protactton 
to the agricultural lands subject 
Brown, .Mullin, Bennett and Buf­
falo Creeks. Proper land use 
and treatment in the interest of 
sail and water conservation.

Wildlife and recreational bene­
fits are Important objectives 
being met by the installation of 
flood prevention works of Im­
provement. Other benefits such 
a t  livestock water are incidental 
to construction of these dams.

Erwin Broekmayer was the low 
bidder on vegetation of Sites 1, 
2, 3, 4, 6 and 7 Brown-Mullin 
Creek Watershed Dams. Here 
Broekmayer blows hay mulch on 
Site 4 located on the Glover Dal­

ton Farm six miles north of 
Goldthwaite. This mulcher cuts 
up the hay and blows it on the 
steep side slopes of the dam to 
hold down gully erosion and keep 
the seeded grass in place.

Plan Pastures To Get 
Even Grass Distribution

Uvastock are lasyt Thsgr re­
peatedly grase convenfent 
areas, close to water, salt, bed- 
grounds, and shads. Only when 
the plaote they prefer are eaten 
down to the polit they can no 
longer get ahead of them troBi 
such places will they go ftirther 
away to seek forage. Sheep and 
goats tend to grase into the wind 
and will often over-uee the and 
of the pasture from which the 
prevailing wind oomee. Cattle 
try to avoid rongh, steep, or 
stony land, while sheep and 
goats nee such areas more read- 
lly. Although deer use '.araL 
open grasslands, they Uke to 
spend much of tM r time In the 
protection of brush, trees, or 
rocky areas.

Because of these grazing 
habits, if there are any over- 
uaed areas la a pasture, they 
are around places of animal 
cyneentratton. Often it happens 
thM part of the pasture is 
severely over-used, while an­
other part of a pasture Is 
actually under -  used, because 
of poor distrlhutton of grazing. 
Light, or non-use of a part of 
a pasture, will not make up for 
too heavy -  use of another part.

SonM problems of grazing 
dUtrlbutlon cannot be complete­
ly corrected, but many can be. 
Developing watering facilities 
in parts of a pasture, which 
have bean undsr-used, helps 
take the grazing pressure from 
areas too -heavilyused.Cross- 
fbneing to reduce pasture size 
can help, if pastures are too 
largo, or if they Inchtda two or 
more kinds of land, which ani­
mals do aot use to the same de­
gree.

Whenever practical, croas- 
fences should follow the bound­
ary between differefd kinds of 
grassland, or range sites. Salt 
and minerals should be placed 
at a dUtance from water or on 
sites aidmals normally do not 
g ra n  enough. Thia helpa to 
entice them into such areas 
and, thereby, to pull them away 
Dnm parts of the pastui e arhlch 
have bean used too much. Prt>- 
tain supplements fM during win­
ter months should never be plac­
ed In areas where livestock na- 
tarally conceiarate -  for to do 
so arlll only encourage still 
heavier use of fbrage plants on 
such areas.

Even under die most ideal 
sttnadons, there may be small 
“ sacriflee areas” around wa- 
tar where graziag use will be 
heavy, as well as under -  used 
areas where animals do not 
graae anoich. It is to the ad- 
vaatage of the Hveatockproduc-

. A look at the rainfall records 
for Mills County since 1923 shows 
that for the 40 year average we 
get 27.8 inches per year. But 
the records also show that 36 
percent of the time our rainfall 
is below the average.

March has the smallest avei> 
age, 1.60 inches, but January 
with 1.66 and I'ebniary with 1.61 
a re  not much better.

May has the largest average 
with 3.94 inches and April had 
3.21 inches. September, 3.02 and 
October, 3.01, having better than 
a 3 inch average.

Only one time since 1923 has 
May had less than an inch and 
that was .47 in 1972 - remember 
that?

April and May average having 
more than 2 inches 75 percent 
and 80 percent of the time re s ­
pectively.

Since we have about 20,000 
ac res  of coastal bermuda in the 
county , lets look at some produc­
tion possibilitiet.

Our “ growing season" rain­
fall average is 20.9 inches.

Well fertilized coastal will pro­
duce a ton of g rass per acre 
on about 4 Inches of moisture.

a base herd of something less 
than a cow per acre for the 
growing season. This would de­
pend on several other factors, 
some of which are the amount 
of winter grazing available, the

amount of hay on hand, the a- 
moiait of fertilized applied and 
how much rotation can be done.

Ihe  Soil Conservation Service 
personnel are available to work 
on grazing plans in detail with 
farm ers and ranchers.

Soil Map Now Available 
From Local SCS Office

A multl-coiored general soil
map of Texas has now been
published and is available for 
sale to the public, a local con­
servation official said this
week.

Charles Studer, d is tric t con­
servationist for the U. ^  Soil 
Conservation Service at Goldth- 
waite, said the beautiful 36-by- 
45-lnch map can be seen in his 
office. It shows soil information 
compiled from years of detailed 
soil survey work by the Soil 
Conservation Service in cooper­
ation with the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station.

Studer said the map lists  basic 
soli Inforniation which should 
be useful to teachers, planners, 
conservatiomst, contractors, en­
gineers, developers, realtors, 
farm ers, ranchers, researchers, 
and others.

The map gives color delin­
eations of the 73 major soil 
associations (containing 161 
separate soil series) in the 
state and their extent. It also 
lis ts  special limitations of the 
soils that affect their use.

Inset maps show rainfall, tem­
perature, and length growing 
season across the state. Cur­
ren t and potential urban and rural 
uses by soil associations are also 
listed.

Published cooperatively by the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station and the Soil Conservation 
Service, the map is available in 
two sheets or printed front and 
back. Printed front and back, 
the map costs $3.00. Printed 
on two separate sheets, the map 
costs $4.00.

For mounting on a wall, Stu­
der recommended the two-sheet 
style. For folding and filing, 
he said the map printed on both 
sides might be the best.

The map may be purchased 
from the Department of Agri­
cultural Communications, Texas 
ASM University, College Station, 
Texas 77843.
