Webworms are becoming a
greater problem each day. Sev-
eral field trips showed the pres-
ence of webworms in an increas-
ing number during the past few
days. Webs produced by the worm
are familiar to most home-
owners.

The adult of the webworm is
a white moth which may have
black to dark brown spots on the
forewings. It has a wingspan of
about 1 inch.

The larvae are pale yellow and
spotted with black. They normally
attain a length of 1 inch when full
grown and are covered with long
black and white hairs.

The insect overwinters as a
pupa in a lightly woven cocoon
in debris on soil or under bark.
In spring, adults emerge and lay
masses of greenish-white eggs
on leaves, Caterpillars hatching
from the eggs feed on leaves in
colonies under webs they cons-
truct, After feeding for a month
to 6 weeks, larvae crawl down
the tree and pupate in loose co-
coons in debris, under loose bark
or in loose soil. Adults appear
during summer and deposit eggs
for the second generation. Larvae
of this generation feedextensibly
until fall, craw! downthe tree and
pupate for winter,
