LCRA Director Pleads 

For Electricity Conservation
This letter was received by 

local city officials last week in 
a continuing effort to help evade 
a power crisis .

“ TO; LCRA Wholesale and Re­
tail Customers

“ From: Charles Herring, Gen­
eral Manager

“ RK: Curtailment of Power

“ 1 have observed recently that 
alth()ugh all o f our customers are 
trying In varying degrees to cur­
tail their use of electricity, in 
some ca.ses there seems to be 
the feeling that curtailment may 
not be as necessary as we have 
suggested to you in the past.

“ We have been able this sum­
m er tn produce enough electricity 
to meet most of our power de­
mands due to the curtailments 
which you have undertaken. We 
have done this at some sacrifice 
to our normal operations. For 
example, our peakload this sum­
mer was 705 thousand kilowatts, 
whereas our steam generating 
plants arc capable of producing 
only approximately 620 thousand 
kilowatts. In order to meel your 
demands the deficit was made up 
through the u.se o f  hydropower 
out o f our lakes, re.sulling in a 
reduction o f the lake level, for 
instance, at Huchanan. o f some 
18 or 19 feet o f head which we 
may m-ed very badly this winter 
to provide supplemental power.

“ We have recently been noti­
fied by the IxvVaca Gathering 
Company, who delivers natural 
gas lo us for Coastal States, that 
in necember they ran assure us 
only of 41 million cubic feet per 
day, whereas we have estimated 
that we will nei‘d 102.9 million 
cubic feet per day. This figures 
out to be a curtailment of 61.9 
per cent in our gas .supply. Based 
on these projections we would be 
required to bum in the neighbor­
hood o f 433,000 gallons o f fuel 
oil per day if we are to keep our 
plants operating at demand capa­
city. In our opinion, it will be 
almost an impossibility to pur­
chase this quantity of oil at any 
price, and equally difficult to get 
it trucked in and fed into our 
boilers. For this reason we have 
been and arc trying to accumulate 
several million gallons of fuel 
oil to try to meet the crisis 
which we will face if the 
projections are a^where near 
correct. We also liavc been noti­
fied to expect curtailments of 
varying amounts from November 
through August, 1974 and beyond, 
(ias curtailments will be a way of 
life for Texas electric utilities 
from now on.

“  At pre.sent we have in storage 
approximately 8.5 million gal­
lons; however, we feel that this

quantity and the additional quan­
tities we may be able to buy may 
not be sufficient to meet our re­
quirements unless we secure full 
cooperation from all o f our cus­
tomers in eliminating all unnece­
ssary uses of electricity. Even 
then, we may fall short o f meeting 
all of the loads on our system. We 
will, of course, do evei^hing that 
we can to avert such a situation, 
but we will need your help and 
understanding.

“ What I am trying to say Is that 
although we have been able to 
meet our curtailed power load 
this summer through a series of 
fortunate circumstances and tre­
mendous lot o f work and planning 
from week to week, both on your 
part and ours, we are going to 
face a very difficult task if we 
have a winter anything like last 
year.

“ I therefore urge you to con­
tinue your present curtailment 
programs and to institute others 
if you can, to the end that all 
the people we serve can be sup­
plied the elctricity they actually 
NEF:D this winter as distiiv- 
guished from what they would 
normally use in ordinary times. 
Your help and sig>port are urgent­
ly requested and needed.

Consfifufional Revision Commission 

Complefes New Proposed Consfifufion
The Constitutional Revision 

Commission has completed the 
text o f the new lon.stitution they 
w ill propose to the Legi.slaturc 
November 1.

The completion of the proposed 
document ended nearly seven 
months o f intensive work b.v the 
37 members qf the Revision C'om-

mission.
The I.«Ki.slature will meet asa 

Constitutional Convention Jan­
uary 8 to consider the Commis­
sion’ s report and propose a new 
Constitution for the state of 
Texas. The Convention’ s reco­
mmendation must be approved by 
the voters at an election.

CHS Marching Band

The Revision Commission was 
directed by Senate Concurrent 
Resolution 1 to study the exist­
ing Constitution, written in 1875, 
and recommend changes to the 
Legislature.

The new document contains a 
number of substantive changes, 
a great many o f them aimed at 
increasing the flexibility and re­
sponsiveness of state govern­
ment.

The present Constitution was 
written in turbulent tim es.Texas 
was emerging from fhe bitter 
period of Reconstruction, recov­
ering from martial law, disen­
franchisement and autocratic 
rule by a Scalawag governor.

in addition. Texans were out­
raged by the corruption in govern­
ment wrought by land specula­
tors, stock manipulators and rail­
road promoters.

The delegates to the 1875 Con­
vention were not in a mood to 
grant their elected officials 
broad powers. Tlie result was a 
very restrictive Constitution, 
wordy and highly statutory in na­
ture.

The 1875 Constitution is ap­
proximately 55,000 words li>ng, 
five times longer than the Inited 
States Constitution and one o f the 
longest state Constitutions.

The length Is partially due to 
the amount of highly detailed 
statutory material and partially 
to the 212amendmentswhichhave 
been added to adapt it to the needs 
of changing times.

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AI STIN, Tex. - - Euture dev­
elopment of major Texas water 
projects will come to a halt un­
less new standards laid dow n by 
the National Water Resources 
Council are reversed, Lt. Gov. 
Bill Hobby says.

Hobby, joined by State Sen. 
Max Sherman of Amarillo, and 
serving as spokesman for four 
Texas water advisory councils, 
urged lYesident Nixon and Texas 
congressmen to alter the regu­
lations.

“ Vniess this policy is rever­
sed,”  said Hobby, ‘ ‘ Texas stands 
to be harmed very substantially.”

The new principles and stan­
dards for planning water and re­
lated land resources are effect­
ive October 25.

While acknowledging that they 
have merit. Hobby said, they 
would destroy "the long-estab­
lished partnership between fed­
eral and state governments for 
development of water resources 
. . .For all practical purposes, 
the thrust of ‘principles and stan­
dards' wipes out the present-day 
mechanics for use and control 
of water, and falls short of prac­
tical substitutes.”

A proposed "discount rate" 
feature, claimed Hobby, pre­
cludes federal participation in 
traditional development of water 
projects. The standards, he main­
tained, would further force Im­
practical planning for projects 
on an instate basis.

In the last five years, more 
than $850 million have been in­
vested by the local, state and 
federal goverrancnts In Texas 
water projects. About a fourth 
of that was federal money.

Refusal by the federal govern­
ment to finance in the future 
“ non-reimbursable features”  
such as fish and wildlife, recrea­
tional benefits and flood control 
provisions would ban parts of 
water projects that "tend to en­
hance the environment,”  said 
Hobby.

DOl BLE-HEADER CONVEV 
TION PLANN'ED - - Legislators 
are being polled on a proposal 
to split next year’ s constitu­
tional convention into two 
sessions • - one from January 
8 to April 6 and the second after 
mid-June.

Sen. Bill Meier of Euless of­
fered the suggestion, contending 
that the convention may be poorly 
attended just before May and 
June primary elections. Many 
legislators, who are delegates to 
the convention, will face oppo­
nents for re-election.

The recess, as proposed by 
Meier, would give legislators 
nearly a month to campaign be­
fore the May primary and another 
month before the June runoff.

Meanwhile, House Speaker 
Price Daniel Jr. urged law­
makers to set a 9&-day flexible 
and extendable timetable for the 
convention and try to finish the 
job of rewriting the constitution 
by early April. He said legisla­
tors can do it by making use of 
the research of the (.institutional 
Revision Commission as a begin­
ning point. Daniel said taxpayers 
will be saved nearly $2 million 
if the convention winds up in 90 
days rather than extending over 
the full 170 days allowed.

plied. Cattle lice will spread 
rapidly from infested animals 
especially when cattle bunch up 
due to cold weather conditionsor 
when the cattle are penned for 
an extended period of time. 
Cooler weather is conducive to 
population increase o f lice.

Cattle should be inspected per­
iodically throughout the winter 
and spring and control measures 
should be applied when the lice  
populations become excessive.

‘  Animals often rub their neck and 
brisket areas on stationary ob­
jects and paw the ground as lice 
feeding increases. I’ atches of 
hair may be lost on the meek and 
tail-head areas giving cattle an 
unthrifty appearance.

Heaviest lice infestations 
usually occurr on cattle during 
the late winter and early spring. 
Heavily infested animals may be 
weakened by blood losses to the 
point they are more susceptible 
to disease with thrift and vigor 
greatly decreased. Lice also keep 
cattle from making maximum 
weight gains and reduce milk 
pro^ction . '

For control o f cattle lice , var­
ious insecticides can be used as 
a spray, dust or dip.

1. Apply a complete fertilizer 
to the lawn in early or mid- 
October at the rate o f  15 to 20 
pounds of S-8-8 or  equivalent per 
1,000 square feet o f area, bi 
areas where cool season grasses 
are used, they are in active, 
growth at this time. The warm' 
season grasses (Bermuda and St. 
Augustine) will be better pre­
pared for the, winter dormant 
season.

2. Take time to observe the 
brilliant colors of many of our 
native plants. Consider includ­
ing several o f these in your land­
scape where adapted and suitable.

3. As October brings the gar^  
enlng season to a close, give 
thought and attention to gardening 
equipment. As you clean tool sand 
implements mark those needing 
repair so you can elgher do it 
yourself or take them to the shop 
during the slow season so it will 
be ready when needed next spring.

4. A bucket or tub of dry sand, 
to which a small amount o f oil 
has been added, provides an ex­
cellent means of cleaning soil 
working tools.

5. Re-pot house plants. Use a 
rich garden soil o r  better yet, 
purchase one of the packaged 
potting soil mixes from your 
nursery or garden center. This 
will help eliminate many insect 
and disease problems.

6. Plant spring flowering bulbs 
and bulb-like plants in late 
Cictober through November. Pre­
cool tulip bulbs for 45 to 60 days 
at 40 degrees F. The vegetable 
drawer in the refrigerator makes 
an excellent chilling area.

7. Check broad-leafed ever­
greens such as Camellias, Gar­
denias, Holly, and Evonymus for 
scale Insects. If present they can 
be controlled by spraying with 
dormant oil, Malathion or Dia- 
zinon. Do not use oil if temper­
atures of 35 degrees or higher 
are predicted within a few days.

8. Dig and store Caladium 
Tubers if they are large and 
healthy.

9. Continue to rake leaves and 
add to compost pile. Moisten all 
leaves thoroughly as they are 
placed in compost bin.

10. Prepare Tulip beds for 
those bulbs being chilled for Nov­
ember planting.

11. Control brown patch dis­
ease on lawns.

12. Flowering annuals to sow In 
October include: Cornflower, 
I.arkspur, California Poppy, 
Sweet Alyssum, Blue Bonnets and 
Drummond Phlox.

13. Prepare pansy and sweet- 
pea beds.

14. Stake mtans to protect 
from fall wind and rain.

15. Collect dried seed pods, 
pine cones, grass plumes, etc. 
for fall and winter bouquets.
