The proposed constitutional 

amendments are listed below.
No, 1 The constitutional amend- 

to provide for annual regular 
sessions of the legislature; and 
to provide an annual salary of 
$15,000 and per diem for the 
members of the legislature, 
effective in January, 1975.

No. 2 The constitutional amend­
ment to include within the scope 
of homestead protection the 
real property of a single adult 
person which meets the re­
quirements of homestead prop­
erty, and to provide that a 
family homestead may not be 
abandoned except with the con­
sent of both spouses.

No. 3 The constitutional amend­
ment to extend the $3,000 ad 
valorem tax exemption to the 
homesteads of unmarried 
adults.

No. 4 The constitutional amend­
ment establishing certain re­
quirements relative to the en­
actment of laws creating 
certain conservation and rec­

lamation districts.
No. 5 The constitutional amend­

ment authorizing counties and 
cities bordering on the Gulf of 
Mexico to issue bonds for the 
construction of sea walls and 
breakwaters upon a vote of the 
resident property taxpayers.

No. 6 The constitutional amend­
ment stating that the district 
court concurrently with the 
county court shall have the 
general jurisdiction of a pro­
bate court, and providing the 
jurisdiction thereof, and fur­
ther providing that in any pro­
bate proceeding the district 
court shall also have jurisdic­
tion otherw ise conferred upon 

'  it by law, and further providing 
that the legislature m.iy in­
crease, diminish or^eliminate 
the jurisdiction of the district 
court o r county court in pro­
bate m atters, and further pro­
viding that the legislature shall 
have power to adopt rules 
governing the filing. di.stribu- 
tion and transfer of all such 
ca.ses and proceedings as

between district courts, county 
courts, and other courts having 
jurisdiction thereof, and fur­
ther providing that the legisla­
ture may provide that all 
appeals in such m atters shall 
be to the courts of (civil) 
appeals.

No. 7 The constitutional amend­
ment to provide for an addi­
tional $100 million in bonds or 
obligations of the State of Texas 
for the Veterans’ Land Fund.

No. 8 The constitutional amend­
ment to authorize cities,towns 
and villages to levy such ad 
valorem taxes as are sufficient 
to pay the principal of and 
interest on their general obli­
gations hereafter issued sub­
ject to the restrictions provi­
ded by law.

No. 9 The constitutional amend­
ment authorizing the legis­
lature to exempt from property 
taxes certain property used by 
a nonprofit water supply cor­
poration or a nonprofit supply- 
cooperative.

The federal government as­
sumes responsibility for their 
assistance January 1, under the 
new Supplemental Security In­
come (S.S1) program administered 
by the .Social .Security Admin­
istration.

Medical and social services 
and food stamps for eligible 
persons will remain the respon­
sibility of the state welfare 
agency.

The elderly who get Social 
Security checks will continue to 
receive them along with a second 
check from SSI If they qualify 
under the federal program.

■Most recipients will get higher 
assistance payments under SSI. 
Some, however, will receive less. 
Residents of nursing homes or 
institutions will remain eligible 
for medical assistance.

The State Welfare Department 
will continue to furnish the needy 
with glasses, dentures, hearing 
aids, prescribed drugs, medical 
serv ices and food stamps if they 
qualify.

Eighty-four per cent will re­
ceive more money; two per cent 
will lose assistance altogether; 
reductions can be expected by 
nine per cent and five per cent 
will get about the same amount.

In most cases of loss or re­
duction, benefits will be comp­
ensated through state-adminis­
trated social services programs 
like foster care for the aged 
and homemaker and chore ser­
vices enabling people to remain 
in their own homes rather than 
enter nursing homes.

.SSI recipients can get food 
stamps if their amount of bene­
fits is not greater than the amoiait 
of welfare grants added to the 
amount of the food stamp bonus 
coupons they are eligible for in 
December.

The world is saddened by the 
war in the Middle East. We do 
not know how to adequately ex­
plain the causes for the confron­
tation although we recognise the 
situation is complex with eco­
nomic, political and religious 
over and under tones. There is 
growing apprehension among 
many people as the major pow­
e rs  become slowlybut surely em­
broiled in this pernicious con­
flict.

But whatever the specifics of 
this particular conflict happen to 
be, the noxious principle ^h ind  
the conflict is as old as man­
kind itself. It is the principle: 
" I  am right, therefore you are 
wrong.”  This belief is deeply 
held by both sides in the Middle 
East war. As long as they hold 
to this principle and tenaciously 
refuse to abandon it there can be 
no real hope for mediation or 
compromise.

This principle does not com e. 
cheaply to those who hold it. It 
exacts a rigid price from those 
who would adhere to it. For a 
man to hold to this principle he 
must relinquish reason. He must 
also be blind to truth and jus­
tice. Objectivity can no longer

be his. To hold to this principle 
a person must be willing to in­
flict unnecessarypkin and sorrow 
on others. And finally, in the 
moral economics of the universe, ' 
it becomes iogically unavoidable 
that he too must suffer.

We can see the sadness of the 
situation when this principle is 
applied to the Middle East o r to 
Southeast Asia, o r to Northern 
Ireland but the principle of “ I 
am right, therefore you are 
wrong” can be found much closer 
to home.

It can be seen in the struggle 
between our political parties 
when it becomes morally accept­
able to sm irch and befoul the good 
name of political opponents 
through ‘‘dirty tr ick s,”

In our homes we see examples 
when parents are  dismissed by 
their childrenasbeinghopelessly 
old-fashioned or when parents re­
fuse to listen to their children 
because ‘th a t long hair doesn’t 
let good common sense come 
through. It can tragically be seen 
in the case of a family that is 
split asunder because husband 
and wife refuse to listen to the 
other.

It is particulariy sad when this 
principle is operative in our 
churches so that insteadof C hris­
tians making a united witness to 
the one Lord of us a ll, there is 
division and strife.

How best can we be rid  of this 
pestiferous principle? We can 
destroy it by being vigilant to
