Tentative agreement on China's 
accession to the World Trade 
Organization will provide the U.S.

bales by 2004. The initial tariff 
rate quota is close to the highest 
level of raw cotton ever imported 
into China. China has also 
apparently agreed to end all 
agricultural export subsidies. 

The only apparent downside to 
the deal is the 5 year quota phase-
out that was included. The cotton 
industry along with the U.S. 
Textile industry had pushed for a 
ten-year phase-out period. 

It will be a severe test for the 
U.S. Textile industry as it adjusts 
to the expected increase in textile 
imports from China. It is hoped 
after additional scrutiny that the 
addition of a four-year special 
safeguard provision for textiles will 
provide some relief to the U.S. 
Textile industry.
