Have you wondered about the 
difference In water-bath and 
pressure cooker processing of 
foods In home canning?

The water-bath method U used 
for processing fruits, rhubarb, 
and tomatoes and is tene using 
a pan with a lid and rack. The 
rack is used to hold the Jars 
off the bottom of the cooker. 
The pan is large enough to 
cover the jars with one to two 
inches of water, sc that the 
jars are surrounded with boil­
ing water. The ltd la used to 
help retain the heat. The acid 
In some fruits and vegetables 
helps prevent the growth of some 
bacteria which la the reason the 
water-bath process can be used.

However, low acid fruits and 
vegetables must be canned using 
the pressure cooker. The spores 
(seeds) of some bacteria are 
highly resistant to heat, which 
makei it necessary for them to 
be destroyed by high heat. This 
is accomplished with the 
pressure cooker.

What are foods processed by 
these methods? The water bath 
is used for such foods as peach­
es, plums and tomatoes. I'he 
pressure cooker is used for such 
foods as beets, peas, com, beans 
and okra.

Obviously, this has been disas­
trous to many cattle feeders and, 
if it continues, it will de.stmy 
many cattle prodvicers. I sup­
pose- that cattle production is 
IIh- largest single industry in the 
Kleventh District, but the effects 
of this drop are i«>t confined to 
cattlemen. Obviously. milo 
mai/e. corn and other fetdcixips 
cannot maintain their price when 
cattle and hogs are declining so 
rapidly. Whi-n the price of feed 
grains break, the price of wheat 
is also certain to go down and 
with vvhi-at. pretty well all (ghi-r 
agrirultural prices w ill collapsi-.

Many pisiple feel that with the 
price of fiMid so high that it 
would bi- niee to st-e such a 
break in farm prices, but they 
don't realize that a break of

Livestock Owners Are Urged To 
Be On Lookout For Screwworms

Mission - - Livestock owners 
of the southwestern United States 
should redixible their efforts this 
spring to find, treat and prevent 
screw-worm cases, since the 
livestock parasite is expected to 
reach record numbers due to 
the unusually mild winter just 
ended.

This warning comes from Dr. 
M. E. “ Cotton" Meadows, .Ir., 
director of the .Mission-ba.sed 
screwworm eradication program 
of the I  S. Department of Agri­
culture.

Meadows also cautUvned pro­
ducers to refrain from livestock 
surgery or other manmade 
wounds to prevent screwworm 
infestations.

“ Thirty percent o f all labora­
tory confirmed cases so far in 
1974 have been collected from 
manmade wounds (dehorning, 
branding, docking and the like), 
and every effort should be made 
to prevent wounding animals 
during the screwworm season," 
Meadows said.

The I'SDA veterinarian empha­
sised that the Texas and .South­
western tattle Raisers Associa­
tion also solicits the cooperation 
of all livestock owners in an

all-out effort to eliminate the 
screwworm fly. In a special res­
olution appnvved by the industry 
organization at its recent annual 
meeting in Dallas, all livestock 
ow ncrs of the southw est are urged 
to support the eradication effort 
by:

t. Inspecting their animals fre­
quently.

2. Treating all wounds with an 
approved product.

3. Collecting and submitting 
worm specimens to the .Screw­
worm Ijiboratory at Mission, 
Texas, for identification. IHis- 
itivc cases then can be given 
sterile fly treatment, officials 
reminded.

Screwworm cases are off to 
a fast start this spring, with 23 
new Texas rases con firm «! last 
week from coqnties as far north 
as Brown and Haskell. Others 
reporting first ‘74 rases last 
week were .Atascosa, Hmoka. 
ETio, Jim Iwtgg, Willacy and 
Zavala.

Total case tally for Texas thus 
far in 1974 is 78, while only 
59 were recorded through the 
end of March a year ago. The 
I'.S. total for 1974 now stands 
at 90, with California reporting 
8 and .Arizona, 4.
