AUSTIN  — Gloomy predie- 
tiona of incrcaaing natural 
gaa shortagea during winter 
montha were made to aouth- 
em govemora at their con­
ference here laat week.

Federal Power Commia- 
aioner Don S. Smith reported 
major pipeline operator! ex­
pect natural gaa suppliea to 
fall 9.6 per cent below de­
mand.

Smith forecaat gaa pipe­
line curtailmenta thia winter 
wrill be 81 per cent greater 
than laat year.

To auatain preaent levela 
o f gas consumption would 
require discovery o f “a new 
Alaska every year,”  the fed­
eral agency official told the 
governors.

FPC, according to Smith, 
has taken these steps to re­
lieve impact o f the shortage:

• Entered an order to allow 
2,400 of the 3,900 smaller 
gas producing companies to 
sell interstate gas at 63 cents 
per thousand cubic feet, in­
stead of the 42 cent wellhead 
rate permitted major pro­
ducers.

• J le in s ta ted  emergency 
provisions to allow utilities 
to buy gas through pipelines 
for 60-day periods at market 
rates rather than lower, 
regulated interstate rates.

Texas’ Gov. Dolph Briscoe 
said the action would have 
little effect in Texas, where 
demands will keep prices far 
above the 63 cent rate. 
INFORMATION SOUGHT—  
A  Cleveland firm hired to 
survey tax values in 36 
school districts sought tax 
appraisal and computer con­
tracts with all 1,100 districts 
in the state.

Legislative Property Tax 
Committee Chairman Sen. H.
J. Blanchard o f Lubbock said 
the solicitation seemed “ inap­
propriate”  to him.

LPTC staff members ex­
pressed some concern that 
the firm would be reporting 
to the state on data paid for 
by the district. The firm is 
being paid 8382,000 by the 
state for its data on market 
value of district properties.

Some LPTC membiers also 
complained about slowness in 
getting a recodification of 
property tax laws as a guide 
to legislative improvements. 
CRIME FIGHT MAPPED— 
Atty. Gen. John Hill has 
called for establishment o f a 
statewide grand jury and a 
central information bank as 
weapons in the fight on or­
ganized crime.

A t a law enforcement con­
ference, Hill said state and 
local law officers must co­
operate to combat the in­
creased threat o f major 
crime.

Governor Briscoe, mean­
while, said he plans to pro­
pose to the legislature again 
in 1975 a law to permit wire­
tapping where ordered by a 
court to gather evidence of 
organized crime. 
DEPARTMENT SHAKEN— 
Texas Department of Labor 
and .Standards got its third 
assistant commissioner in a 
week’s time.

Commissioner Jackie W. * 
St. Clair named Kirby Suggs 
o f the Houston regional of­
fice after (1 ) firing Tommy 
W. Smith and (2 ) temporar­
ily elevating Bob Hubbard, 
son of AFL-CIO State Pres­
ident Harry Hubbard, to the 
post. Hubbard resumed his 
position as administrative 
assistant.

A total o f 10 o f the de­
partment’s 40 e m p lo y e e s  
were discharged at the same 
time by St. Clair, who pro­
nounced their job perform­
ances “unsatisfactory.”
AG OPINIONS— The secre­
tary of state may use statis­
tical samplings or other 
reasonable means o f deter­
mining adequacy o f political 
party petitions for places on 
the ballot. Attorney General 
Hill held.

In other recent opinions, 
the attorney general con­
cluded;

• Laboratory reports on 
retail dairy products and 
ground beef are subject to 
disclosure.

• An unlicensed person eu i 
perform professional nursing, 
acts under direct control or 
supervision o f a physician.

• Child abuse case records 
revealing the identity of the 
complainant are e x c e p t e d  
from disclosure requirements.

• A  Senate snb^mmittee 
(consumer affairs) rule per­
mitting executive sessions to 
get testimony or evidence or

confer with counsel conflicts 
with the open meetings law.

• C o u n ty  commissioners 
may sell land belonging to 
the permanent school fund 
and distribute money to 
county school districts, but 
the districts may not pay 
back to the county funds to 
create a vocational school.

• Counties may contract 
for minor children’s custodial 
care.

• City councils must call, 
within 60 days o f a valid pe­
tition, an election under the 
firemen’s and policemen’s 
civil service act. Actual hold­
ing of the election must take 
place within a reasonable 
time.
TEXAS AHEAD —  Texas 
leads the nation in the per­
centage increase o f new 
business corporations.

Secretary of State Mark 
White Jr. reported the num­
ber of business incorpora­
tions increased dramatically 
from 1,669 in May, 1973, to 
2,613 in May, 1974. This is 
a 62 per cent increase for 
Texas, compared with a five 
per cent increase for the 
nation as a whole.

Coupled with the increase, 
however, is a rise in bank­
ruptcies and business failures. 
There were 680 bankruptcy 
petitions filed during 1973 in 
the U.S. District Courts for 
the Western District of Texas 
—and 768 so far this year. 
May recorded an alltime

CROPS IMPROVE LITTLE  
— September crop predictions 
improved slightly over Au­
gust, Agriculture Commis­
sioner John White reported.

Texas cotton production is 
estimated at 3,180,000 bales, 
o ff almost 1.6 million from 
1973. ’The August predictions 
were 3,060,000 bales. Sor­
ghum production (o f f  122 
million bushels) imd soy­
beans (o f f  two million bush­
els) remain little changed. 
Com production also re­
mained largely unchanged at 
69,750,000 bushels (a nine 
million bushel decrease), ’The 
rice crop looks good, with 
producers expected to har­
vest 24,772,000 h u n d r e d -  
weight bags, a five per cent 
i n c r e a s e .  Sugarbeets and 
sugarcane will also improve.

SHORT SNORTS
The Texas National Guard 

has been requested to take 
additional steps to increase 
security of federal arms and 
ammunition.

Rep. Dan Kubiak of Rock­
dale reaffirmed his request 
for investigation into cost of 
each step in cattle raising.

All voters in the November 
5 general election must be 
registered by October 6. 
Registrations are valid for 
three years.

Secretary o f State White 
refused to place the Social­
ist Workers Party candidates 
on the November ballot, hold­
ing its petition inadequate.

Rep. Bill Clayton of 
Springlake has added more 
support for House Speaker 
in 1975, claiming well over 
100 of the 150 votes.

Attorney General Hill has 
appealed a federal court or­
der that two major state re­
form schools be closed.

Clothing can be used as a clue 
to personality.

People with certain personality 
characteristics tend to choo.se 
the same kinds of clothing and 
the same colors.

People who are Interested in 
clothes and have lots of them 
are often more sociable than 
those who have few clothes and 
little interest in them.

Warm colors such as red and 
yellow are often chosen by those 
who like entertaining and outdoor 
activities.'

The blues and greens are pre­
ferred by people who like Indoor 
actlvllles more and enjoy being 
alone.

Generally, people who like 
strong, clear colors also like 
other people around them and 
are outgoing.

However, many other things 
besides personality affect cloth­
ing choices.

Planning a picnic lunch both 
nutritious and easy to transport 
can be a real challence.

Like any other meal, the pic­
nic should furnish about one-third 
of the day’ s nutrients, but it also 
has to be easy to carry and need 
little refrigeration.

To be sure the picnic Is nu­

tritionally sound, plan foods from 
each of the Four Baaic Food 
Groups - meat, milk, fruit and 
vegetable, bread and cereal.

How about raisin bread to perk 
up the standard peanut butter and 
jelly sandwich? Wheat bread adds 
a different taste to dried beef 
sandwiches.

Sandwiches provide the essen­
tial bread nutrients and can be 
the traditional white bread or any 
speciality breads, ro lls or bis­
cuits.

Meat group choices need to 
be ones that do well without re­
frigeration - cured or smoked 
ham and meats, peanut butter, 
or spicy-sweet cold baked beans 
make good sandwich fillings.

Cheese fYom the milk groig) 
makes a good sudwich filling 
also, because most cheeses keep 
well without constant re fr ig ­
eration.

Fruits and vegetables that 
come “ nature packaged’ ’ -
apples, oranges, bananas, and
cucumbers, celery and carrots - 
are good additions to the picnic 
lunch. Their peelings can be 
eaten or easily removed.

He are all an are that the time 
has come nhen He must all use 
fertilizers nisely. There are 
Hays that producers ran take 
adtaniaxe o f the efficiency of the 
nutrients supplied for small 
•trains. Nitroften and phosphorus 
are generally needed by small 
grains nith lesser need for 
potassium and miemnutrients.

Phosphorus fertilizatiun is 
very important since the small 
grain plant has a great need 
for this nutrient during seedling 
development. VSithout adequate 
phosphivrus. fener advantageous 
routs are produced. Optimum 
rates of phospNirus nith or near 
the seed tends to increase seed­
ling gruHih and consequently the 
amount of sinter pasture.

Nitrogen is also very impor­
tant. Eor b>pyields, plants should 
never be ailoned to suffer from 
lack of nitrogen. On the other 
hand, excess rates of nitrogen 
should not be used since many

varieties h UI tend to lodge nhen 
high rates are applied.

The rate of phosphorus and 
nitrogen to use it  a difficult 
decision to make. Research 
seems to indicate that 40 to 60 
pounds of P205 nith the seed 
H ill insure adequate amounts of 
the nutrient. Kertllizers nhich 
contain nitrogen should not be 
planted directly nith the seed. 
T'vp-dresslng is generally con­
sidered the best nitrogen applt- 
catiun method.

For specific recommendatums 
on amounts and methods of appli­
cation. producers are encouraged 
to take a soil sample and follun 
recommendations of the soil test­
ing lab to maximize mrtrient 
efficiency.

The most difficult part of an 
undertaking is getting sUrted.

Right to Spank
"The right o f parents to chas­

tise their children it so necetury 
to the government o f families 
and to the good order of society 
that no moralist or Ian giver hat 
ever thought of interfering with 
its existence."

So said the Supreme Court of 
Tennessee a century ago. And it 
is still true today that parents 
have the basic legal right to spank 
Iheir children.

B ui if the right itself it still rec­
ognized, the cx ien i of Ihe right 
hot been steadily narroned.

I or example, it used to be said 
■ hat rvarenls could be as brutal as 
they pleased, so long as their mo­
tive Has "for Ihe child's own 
goxkl." B u i no longer.

Thus, a father Has found guilty 
III awaull and battery for heating 
hiv lO-yearnild daughter n ith  a 
cane, hard enough to leave perma­
nent scars. The court said it « a s  
no excuse lhal he Has trying to 
teach Ihe child gvMKi manners. 
One parent's harsh viens ahoul 
discipline, vnid Ihe ccMirt. couki 
not cMjiHcigh the humanitarian 
standards of Ihe community.

Not only may an olTending par­
ent he ptinished bv the crim inal 
laH. hut in a grim ing number of 
stales he may even have to pay 
damages to Ihe child.

In one case a uom an pum- 
melletl her small stepson so v l- 
CHHisly lh a l he suffered internal 
injuries. W hen a damage suit was 
filed on Ihc boy's behalf Iby a 
guardian), she said it nould be 
"had for fam ily harm ony" to al­
low lawsuits within Ihc fam ily 
circle.
