History Of Soil Conservation Service

Forty years ago, the country
faced tremendous problems
brought about by erosion,
floods, land damage, and violent
dust storms.

On April 27, 1935, a new
agency, the Soil Conservation
Service, was created to com
bat the forces that threatened
to lay waste to millions of
acres of cropland. The Soil
Conservation Service began
working with landowners by
demonstrating means of ero-
sion control, but it became
apparent that really effective
conservation work was done
better when landowners led the
Job themselves.

In 1937, President Roosevelt
recommended that each state
legislature enact laws permit-
ting landowners and land oc-
cupiers to form units to be
called Soil Conservation Dis
tricts. Rallying to the call,
all the states, Puerto Rico,
and the Virgin Islands, enacted
laws permitting formulation of
districts.

Soll and Water Conservation
Districts set out to focus at
tention on land and water prob-
lems on all privately-owned
land, develop annual and long-

Proper Grazing

Use Of Rangeland

The practice of proper range
use is essential In a conser
vation plan if we are to pre
vent erosion, improve range
condition and assure maximun
forage production on the range
land of Mills County and the
Brown-Mills Soll and Water
Conservation District,

Proper grazing use may bx
defined as grazing rangelar
at an intensity which will main
tain adequate cover for so
protection and also maintain or
improve the quantity ard quality
of desirable vegetation,

To attain proper use of grass
es, the intensity of grarzing
should result in 50 percent or
less removal of the annua
growth of the ma jor forage spe
les on all sites or areas that
are significant and important
in each pasture. Simply follow
the rule of taking half and leay
ing half, by welght, of the forage
produced each year, It is also
true that as range conditior
improves, both halves will get
larger.

In determining or juding prop
er use, it is often helpful
choose a key grazing area or
range site and a key plant
species on that site to observe
The intent is that all rangeland
be properly grazed. The use
key areas and key specles have
been found to be an expedient
method of checking or deter
mining whether the vegetation
produced in any one year has
been grazed properly. The fact
that, on poor condition range
land, the plant on which proper
use will be judged is a secon
dary plant, or one of lower de
sirability, does not mean that
the standard for range improve
ment has been lowered. How this
key plant does, If well chosen,
is merely an indexor indication
of the well-being of the entire
plant community. If the key
species (s not the kind desired
as an objective (one that should
be in the potential plant com-
munity), then other management
or mechanical practices may be
needed to Increase or maintain
the better type or primary
plants. More intensive range
practices, such as brush con
trol, range seeding and more

Benefits

Before we can discuss the
benefits of an outdoor class
room, we must first understand
what is meant by an “‘outdoor”’
lassroom. This is a place
vhere a child can become aware
f the environment; where he
an see himself anan individual
acted upon by the environment:
ind where he an learn how
nar an work in harmony
with nature.

'he experience in an out.
door lassroom s  different
from book learning. It gives
depth and real meaning to stud-
ies made in an Indoor class-
room Modern education is
striving to break the old *““four
walls of the classroom and two
covers of the book” system of
classroom teaching. By using
in outdoor classroom as a sup-
plement to book learning, a
teacher can show what he is
teaching about instead of just
describing it from a book. The
old saying of “one picture is
worth a million words"’
pecially true for younger stu
dents that may not have had a
chance to see how running water
causes soll erosion; see simple
things such as honey bees gath-
ering pollen or birds feeding
their young. Things of this na-
ture are no big thing to older
students and adults but to a
seven year old child, it is
something he will never forget.

Outdoor study enriches op-
portunities for all children. A
child who is having a hard
time with traditional indoor
classroom work may excell in
the outdoor classroom. Outdoor
study helps both the low achiev
er and the high achiever as well,

We need to learn and show
children the effects of nature
upon our natural resources such
as air, water, soll and wild

flowers. This is what educators
call *““the teachable moment'’
by taking advantage of the pre
sent situation,

I'here are many features that
can be put into an outdoor
classroom but there are also
many that are found naturally
in these areas. Simple things
such as trees, MNowers, soll,
and water can be used asteach
ing alds,

Students studying history can
be shown what early ploneer
life was like by adding old plo-
neer implements such as turn-
ing plows, planters and other
early equipment to the outdoor
classroom. Many of these could
be obtained at little expense.

Science students would bene-
fit by an addition of a small
earthen pond which in turn
would attract many different
types of small frogs, turties,
birds, insects and other forms
of animal as well as plant life,
Preferably the pond should be
fairly large but it does not
have to be. ““Ponds’’ as small
as 6 X 10 feet have been used
successfully in small outdoor
classrooms.

Addition of bird baths, bird
feeders, and other methods of
attracting wildlife is simple
and inexpensive but can be used

Grazing And
Good Range

Mangement

Short Duration Grazing A
term which is becoming well
known and often used by ranch
ers in Mills County and the
Brown-Mills Soil and Water
Conservation District.

Just what is short duration
grazing” It is another alterna
tive in the many management
practices that a rancher can
use to improve the condition
and productivity of his range
land. It is a form of rotation
deferred grazing in which sev
eral pastures, from three to
seven or more, are grouped as
a unit, In a one herd system,
all of the livestock that are
normally grazed on all of the
pastures in the unit arfe com
bined into one herd and grazed
on only one pasture in the unit
for a prescribed periodof time.
The remaining pastures in the
unit will be rested from graz
ing. At the end of the first
grazing period, all livestock
will be moved to the second
pasture in the unit for its pre
scribed grazing period and so
on in sequence until all pas
tures in the unit have been
grazed, at which time the en
tire sequence Is repeated.

The length of the grazing
period for each pasture will
depend on the size and forage
productivity of each pasture
in the unit. The grazing period
for each pasture in most sys
tems range from twenty to fifty
to sixty days, hence the term
short duration grazing. The
length of time a pasture rests
between grazing periods should
be at least ninety days, pre
ferably 120 or more. This is
determined by the length of
grazing period for each pas
ture and the number of pas
tures in the grazing system

There are many advantages
in the use of a short duration
grazing system. Pastures of
various sizes can be used in
the grazing system as well as
various numbers of pastures.
Also, labor needs and other op-
erational needs are often re
duced and livestock manage-
ment and grazing distribution
often improved. And by far the
most important result to the
rancher is the eventual im
provement in range condition
and the increase in forage pro-
duction on each acre In his
planned grazing system.

In addition to these benefits
to the rancher are the great
environmental improvements
made by all rangeland in good
condition. For each acre pro-
tected by an adequate plant
community means reduced soll
erosion, less water pollution in
the form of sediment and less
alr pollution by dust. Also on
the plus side are beautification
and a great improvement in
the habitat for most types of

Soll is the weathered sur
face of the earth inwhich plants
grow, It is mostly weathered
minerals, but to be a soll it
must contain organic matter,
alr, water and living things
such as bacteria, roots and
earthworms,

We can, from the soil sur
vey of the Brown-Mills SWCD,
r by observation, tell you your
basic soil type.

You might think of good soll
A8 you think of good cake. A
ake is deep, light, spongy
and moist, If vour soil has a
nice texture, 1S spongy,
crumbles easily, and absorbs
and holds molisture well, it is
probably in good condition.

Soils that have been eroded
or abused are more like a
cake that has falled.

it may have lost much of its
organic matter by erosion or
use. An ideal soll is crumbly,

A too-sandy soll may
dry out too quickly,
Individuals that are aware
of their soil types may use it
to find out such things as: (1)
potential yields under differ
ent levels of management, (2)
how intensively it can be used
without damage, (3) measures
needed to control erosion, (1)
texture, structure, permability,
slope and infiltration, (5) areas
of low potential productivity and

(6) areas best suited for their
desired enterprise.

Surface
moisture and cool weather are
both essential for the infection
cycle to start in the orchard
The disease causes severe loss
of both foliage and fruit when
the infection is intense.

For example, many foods
noticably lose quality and vita
min content when stored at
about 25 degrees F in an “open
at one end’’ household refriger-
ator freezer

Frozen foods undergo slow
changes in storage and will
not retain quality indefinitely.
For best results, says Judy,
store them at 0 degrees F or
below.,

Freezing does not sterilize
the product, but the low tem
perature prevents the growth
of harmful yeasts, molds and
bacteria. Some micro-organ
isms are killed by freezing but
many survive,
