Although the competition
was fierce, the Mills County
application was exceptional
and outstanding by reflect-
ing the work and support of
the local citizens to contri-
bute and participate. This
proves that even the im-
possible dream is a reality
when everyone works togeth-
er.

The Senior Citizens of
Mills County can be proud
pf their accomplishment, and
federal funds were never
better spent.

By mid-March the long-
awaited Mills County Senior
Citizen Center will be in
full operation. This was the
announcement from Herbert
Faulkner, County Judge, on
Friday, January 21, 1977.

The Judge indicated that
Friday morning he had re-
ceived a check in the amount
of $22,000 from the U. S,
Dept. of Health, Education
and Welfare, the grant funds
which had been awarded to
the county last September
under Title V of the Older
Americans Act of 1965.

Is a man an American
citizen just because he
cliams to be? Or is a man
a General in the United States
Army simply because he
says 50?7 Should a man who
claims to be a Doctor of
Medicine be respected as
such purely on the basis of
his claim? Does a man's
claim to be a Kiwanian make
him one? Ridiculous ques-
tions, you say? You are right!

These are foolish ques-
tions because all recognize
that it takes more - much
more - than one's personal
claim to make him an Amer-
ican citizen or a United
States Army General or a
medical doctor or a member
of the Kiwanis Club. Fulfill-
ment of certain standards,
which involve definite and
specific obligations, deter-
mines who is an American
or a General or a doctor or
a Kiwanian.

The principle of employ-
ing standards is accepted
universally except in reli-
gion, Strangely, it is only
in religion that men have
come to feel th.t standards
are meaningless and may
vary according to a man's
wishes,

Take the question “Who
is a Christian?"’ for ex-
ample. Since there are so
many variation: among the
doctrines that inen advance
in the name of Christianity,
it has almost come to pass
that the only definition that
man would 2ccept is this:
“A Christian is one who
says he is a Christian.”

While Christendom may
endorse this broad, tolerant
definition of a Christian,
Jesus would not. He said,
““Not every one that saith
unto me, Lord, Lord, shall
enter the kingdom of heaven;
but he L. doeth the will of
my Father which is in
heaven.'” (Matthew 7:21)
Simply calling upon Christ
Jesus as Lord does not make
one a Christian. Jesus also

asked: “Why call ye me,
Lord, Lord, and do not the
things which | say?"’ (Luke
6:46).

Christ's standard, and it
alone, determines whether
one is truly a Christian. One
may have many Christian
ideals and concepts, and one
may do many Christian deeds
but he still may not be a
Christian in the Bible sense
of the term. Three fundamen-
tal principles constitute the
determinants for making a
Christian:

(1) A CHRISTIAN IS ONE
WHO BELIEVES SOME-
THING - NOT JUST ANY-
THING - BUT ONE WHO
BELIEVES IN THE DIVE
NITY OF CHRIST,

Jesus stated this require-
ment clearly: ‘“‘For if ye
believe not that [ am he, ye
shall die inyour sins."”’ (John
8:24) Christ made it plain
that men must believe that
he is the Messiah, the only
begotten and divine Son of
God. A man may believe truly
in Christ’s goodness and His
great character and still not
believe that necessary to
keep him from dying in his
sins. A Christian, then, be-
lieves that Christ is the
divine Son of God; one who

—

does not believe this is ny
truly a Christian, acco
to the standard of Christ

(2) A CHRISTIAN IS ONE
WHO DOES SOMETHING .
NOT JUST ANYTHING - BUT
ONE WHO DOES THE WILL
OF GOD,

That which one does i
order to become a Christig
is the will of God. The wil|
of God which one does i
becoming a Christian is re
vealed in the gospel (2 Thes.
salonians 1:7-9). The gospel
is something to be obeyed
not just believed (Hebrews
5:8-9). A Christian is one
who has complied with the
terms of the gospel by obey
ing ‘““from the heart that
form of doctrine.” (Romans
6:17) A Christian, then, is
one who does the will of God
as revealed in the gospel
one who does not do the will
of God as revealed in the
gospe! is not truly a Christ
fan, according to the
standard of Christ.

(3) A CHRISTIAN IS ONE
WHO ABIDES IN A RELA
TIONSHIP WITH GOD - NOT
JUST ANY RELATIONSHIP
- BUT ONE WHO ABIDES IN
A DEFINITE ANDSPECIFIC
RELATIONSHIP MADE POS
SIBLE BY CHRIST.

Apart from this relation
ship there is no appraoch o
the Heavenly Father (John
14:6). One enters this spec
ific relationship when he
enters Christ (2 Corinthians
5:17), and one enters Christ
in baptism (Romans 6:3.5;
Galatians 3:27). One must

to the standard of Christ.

Christianity is not some
thing vague, nor philosophi-
cally difficult, nor theologi-
cally mysterious. One be
comes a Christian by believ
ing something definite, doing
something definite and
abiding in a definite rel
tionship with God. In no other
way can we be truly
Christian. .

Let us be clear and firm
in our definition, for the
original standard was set
by Christ Himself.
