NEWS. . .FromThe
County Agent

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The Federal Insecticide,
Fungicide, and Rodenticide
Act (FIFRA) as amended, en-
forced by the Environmental
Protection Agency, includes a-
mong other requirements (1)
the classification of all uses of
pesticides as either restricted
use or general use and (2) cer-
tification of applicators (pri-
vate and commerical) as a req-
uisite to the legal use or su-
pervision of use of restricted-
use pesticides.

The Texas Pesticide Control
Act, although not requiring
certification of private applica-
tors, authorizes the Commis-
sioner of Agriculture to estab-
lish a program to certify pri-
vate applicators, on a volun-
tary basis, who wish to use or
supervise the use of restricted-
use pesticides in compliance
with federal law.

The term ‘‘private applica-
tors’’ means a certified appli-
cator who uses or supervises
the use of any pesticide which
is classified for restricted use
for purposes of producing any
agricultural commodity on
property owned or rented by
him or his employer or, if ap-
plied without compensation
other than trading of personal
services between producers of
agricultural commodities, on
the property of another per-
son.

The program established by
the Texas Department of Ag-
riculture provides three op-
tions for certification of private
applicators to include:

1, Completion of an ap-
proved training program con-
ducted by a qualified institu-
tion or training group,

2) Submission of a complet-
ed questionnaire to the Texas
Department of Agriculture fol-
lowing review of self - study
material, and

3)For emergency situations
a single - product, single - pur-
chase, single use certification
available through the Texas
Department of Agriculture.

Private applicator certifica-

tion training programs will be

scheduled as a means by
which Mills County producers

may qualify for certification as

private applicators. Dates, lo-
cations, and times of the train-

ing program sessions will be

announced in the near future.
An alternative to participa-

tion in a training program, self
study materials are available

at the county Extension office.
To complete the self study op-

tion the person seeking certifi-

cation must submit a complet-

ed questionnaire to the Texas

Department of Agriculture.

The single-product, single -
purchase single- -use certi-
fication for emergency situa-
tions will be available as re-
stricted use pesticides are
marketed.

The full implementation of
the amended Federal Insecti-
cide, Fungicide, and Rodenti-
cide Act is scheduled for Oc-
tober 1977. On this date, bar-
ring any changes in the law,
producers of agricultural com-
modities must be certified ap-
plicators as a requisite to the
use of restricted - use pesti-
cides.
