Management is a necessity

Many people
believe that the half that is
left is wasted, but this is not
the case.

WHEN LEADERSHIP

In recent weeks the writer
was enroute from Goldth-
waite to Lometa. Approxi-
mately six miles out of
Lometa | was meeting a car
when | observed that it was
in trouble. Large clouds of
white smoke or steam were
emitting from the bottom of
the radiator area, and he was
“bobling’’. When we were
approximately 20 feet from
each other, the driver sud-
denly swirled to the right and
headlong into the bar-ditch.

The embankment of two
feet brought his car to a
sudden halt, but no one came
out of it. At once | squinted
into my rear-view mirror and
two cars were some 50 feet
behind and they saw the
situation and turned off the
pavement and the cars
stopped at the same instant.

instant a yellow flame 10 feet
high leaped from under the
driver's seat. This forced
them around the front of the
car to the front door which
was locked but the glass
down.

At that instant, the Highway
Patrol, spearheaded by
Bobby Wilcox, arrived and
took over. The next day, in
Lometa, in conversation with
Thurman Head, | learned the
tall young man was Dr. L. V.
Benningfield, PHD and the
noted quarterback that put
the Rice University football
team on the map in yester-
years, now in the Research
Department of Phillips Pe-
troleum Co., in Bartlesville,
Oklahoma.

His leadership in football
saved a person’s life.

brothers soon started plow-
ing and had the fields ready
to plant for a spring harvest.

There were not many
neighbors in Pleasant Grove
at that time; there were the
Will Berrys, the Nesbits and
Jimmy - Dow,
from Scotland; and there
were the Hortons, the Part-
ridges and several others.

We soon organized a
Methodist church at Mr.
Nesbit's home with Sunday
Scheol. Although my mother
was not able to attend, her
happiest days were Sunday
mornings when she saw us
all leave for Sunday School
and Church.

The most frightening
times for me, as a little girl,
were the mobs and what they
did in our community. They
came to our house soon
our arrival and there was an
understanding between them
and my father—my father
was to attend to his own
business and my brothers
were to keep quiet.

Our first crops were cot-
ton, corn and grain, which
we hauled to Chadwick’s Mill
to be ground. We children
loved the trip there to see the
excitement of the mill in
operation. The cotton was
hauled to Round Rock,
Texas to be ginned.

Our early social life in-
cluded square dances and
Tom Snipes was the fiddier.
We also had play parties
where we played ‘‘Shoot the
Buffalo’ and “‘Snap’’. After
the schoolhouse was built,
we had fruit suppers, fol-
lowed later by box suppers.

When a traveling preacher
came to the community,
people came from far and
near to attend services.

My first school teacher
was Professor Rector. There
was only one desk in the new
school and it was at the front
of the building. I a pupil
wanted to do writing, he or
she moved to the desk from

* their bench.

| was there when Goldth-
waite was created. We
Virdens came off the moun-
tain to the new town in a
wagon, not far from the
Patterson place and traveled
along the railroad track up
through the flat to Sth Street,
