Peak (Santo Sabado • Holy 
Saturday), elevation 1687 
feet, approximately 2 ‘/t 
miles from this point, was so 
named by the early Spaniard 
Priests who were estab­
lishing Missions and trying 
to civilize the Indians, largely 
the Apache, Comanche and 
Lipans. Mission San Saba 
was established in 1757.

At one time a large 
segment of the sUte from 
San Antonio to Goldthwaite 
was known as ‘The San Saba 
Country'. Beyond the Peak 
the Colorado River makes a 
gigantic bend, which is today 
known as 'The Big Valley 
Country’.

The early-day Fort Phan­
tom Hill Road from Austin to 
Fort Phantom Hill, near 
Abilene, ran to the west of 
the Peak. The Peak is about 
midway on a direct line and 
made an excellent landmark.

It would be 
no problem at all to fill this page with examples 
of the sales of military-oriented items to Com­
munist nations, transactions which are ap­
proved by Washington and, in many cases, 
financed or backed with taxpayers* money.

What kind of sales are we talking about? 
Computers, machine tools, sophisticated 
gnnders for ball-bearings used in missile equip­
ment, and everything needed to build and equip 
the largest truck factory in the world, located 
on the Kama River near Moscow. All of this 
growing aid and trade to the Communists is 
justified as smart politics ia this age of détente. 
Not even the spectacle of Soviet-equipped 
Cuban troops invading Angola has been enough 
to expose such self-defeating folly/

Joint U.S.-Soviet M ilitary?
On June 13, the Army TVmes published a 

photo showing a number of high-ranking of­
ficers as they observed U.S. troops engaged in 
combat training. Among the observers were 
Colonel Nickolaw E. Calin from Communiât 
Rumania, Colonel Nikola I. Krivlev from Com­
munist Bulgaria, Colonel Lasxlo Laezhani from 
Communist Hungary, Colonel Bohumil Vacha 
from Communist Czecho-Slovakia, and Lieu­
tenant General Georgiy A. Mikhaylov from the 
Soviet Union. An editorial in the Time$ ques­
tioned the wisdom of the visit which Pentagon 
spokesmen said was aimed at "improving and 
establishing lines of communication between 
our military and theirs.**

Then, as reported in the October 1 issue of 
the San Jose (Cal.) Mercury-Sewt. six mem­
bers of the Soviet Armed Forces, led by Lieu­
tenant General Pavel Donulovich Gudz, were 
given royal-carpet treatment at our Fort Ord 
Army installation and at the Naval Poet Grad­
uate School at Monterey. In an interview. Gen­
eral Gudz said that he foresaw joint U.S.-So­
viet cooperation to solve military problems.

Who might the enemy be if the United 
States and the Soviet Union join hands? 
Andrew Young has predicted that American 
troops would be used against anti-Communist 
Rhodesia. The U.S.S.R would undoubtedly be 
delighted to join in.

The Reds Area’! Chang lag
The most galling feature of this ongoing 

cooperation with deadly enemies is the fact 
that it IS not the Communists who are changing. 
In every way, the leadership of the United 
States is making all the concessions in order to 
make a mcigrr of our system and theirs pos­
sible. Because the Communists will remain 
Communists, however, the only way to bring 
about that merger is for us to become Red 
ourselves As incredible as it may appear, this is 
exactly what is happening — even as ws spend 
(me hundred billion dollars to protect ourselves 
from Communism.

Alert

AUSTIN-In T«xaa. wa 
have 70.000 friends, relativss, 
and fellow citisens residing in 
the State’s 1.000 nursing 
homes. Many thousands more 
of us will someday be nursing 
home residents. Others will be 
in the position of selecting a 
nursing home for someone 
else. So. all of us have a stake in 
seeing that all nursing homes 
provide the quality care that 
some do.

Last summer, I set up a 
special Nursing Home Tsalc 
Force to conduct an investi­
gation into the problems of 
nursing homes in Texas— 
problems which have become 
increasingly evident. This 
Tssk Force is operating in 
conjunction with our Eco­
nomic Crimes Unit under a 
Law Enforcennent Assistance 
Administration grant.

Our investigation is being 
co n d u c ted  w ith  these  
objectives: to insure that 
n u rs in g  homes are  in 
compliance with the Texas 
Consumer Protection Act by 
p ro v id in g  se rv ic e s  as 
advertised: to insure that 
n u rs in g  homes are  in 
compliance with laws relating 
to the health and safety of 
nursing home residents, to 
insure that there is a proper 
accountability by nursing 
homes and persons asaociated 
with them in the use of public 
-noniee; and to insure that the 
regulatory system is adequate 
to protect the interests of 
residents.

The Task Force consists of a 
coordinator, a group of 26 
special advisors, many of 
whom are senior citisens: 
consultants with special 
training, education, and skills 
in dealing with geriatrics and 
delivery of health care 
services; and four teams of 
attorneys and investigators.

These four teams include a 
field investigation team which 
makes unannounced visits to 
nursing homes to get an 
accurate picture of the care 
being provided. Another 
team, the research and 
evaluation team, is analysing 
existing taws, rules, and 
regulations to determine if 
they are adequate to produce 
quality care for residents: 
examining model laws of other 
states to determine their

applicability to Texas: and 
evaluating State agency 
effectiveness in the regulation 
of nursing homea

The public haarings team 
will be conducting hearings in 
various parts of the Stale to 
give members of the public a 
chance to express views on 
nursing home cara At the first 
such day-long hearing that 1 
chaired recently in Dallas, 
many citisens provided 
information about nursing 
home problems and sugges­
tions about nursing home care.

Our litigation team will 
prosecute all legal actions 
arising out of the investigation 
and has, in fact alrMdy taken 
a number of eaaae to court and 
obtained judgments which 
should result in better care. In 
some of theae cases, patients' 
tru s t fund monies were 
withdrawn and converted to 
the use of nursing home 
administrators. In another 
case, patient deaths went 
unreportsd, resulting in 
overpaym ents from the 
government to the nursing 
home involved, there were 
falsified records regarding 
physician visits to patients, 
and misapplication of funtfe.

Our Dallas County invae- 
tigstkms have revealed other 
problem areas also: filthy, 
malodorous nursing homes; 
homes with no activities 
programs: medical care that 
was life-sustaining at best: 
homes with no physical 
therapy program: and homes 
with no regard for patient 
privacy. In many case«, even 
in otherwise good homes, 
registered nurses, licensed 
vocational nu rses, and 
activities directors had to 
spend so much time on paper 
work that they had little time 
left to work with patients.

Responsible, dedicated  
nursing home administrators 
are just u  concerned about 
such problems as the rest of us, 
and are providing suggestions 
to our Task Force about 
possible ways to correct such 
inadequacies.

The Predatory Animal 
Committee session was one 
of the best-attended commit­
tee gatherings at the recent 
Texas Sheep and Goat Rais­
er’s Association meeting in 
Junction.

Milton Caroline, U. S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service official 
in charge of predator control 
in Texas, told committee 
members that appropriations 
from the state of Texas for 
the joint state-federal control 
program have increased by 
$100,000 , but added that 
changes in the program 
swallowed up the extra 
money and then some.

Caroline explained that 
per diem expense alknvances 
for trappers has been raised 
from $22 to $30, and the 
mileage reimbursements had 
also increased. The mileage 
rate was not accompanied by 
an increaes in the total 
mileage that personnel could 
claim, however, meaning 
that many trappers were still 
having to make up mileage 
expenses out of their own 
pockets.

Those packets received a 
little aid in the form of 
increased salaries, said Car­
oline. though the raise was 
not enough to run much 
danger of fueling the na­
tion’s inflation problem.

by various federal officials.

Terrell County Agent Ellis 
Helmers reported on the 
success of predator control 
projects by his county 4-H 
program.

“ We’ve had several of our 
boys and girls catch more 
predators than the adult 
trappers, and many ranchers 
have said that their kids are 
teaching them new things 
about the art of trapping.”
