UNUSUAL HEART OPERATION.
Philadelphia, Pa., March.—Thom­

as Emerson, a negro, who was stab­
bed in the heart Monday by Lis 
sweetheart, has l>een the subject of 
an unusual operation. His heart 
was lifted out of the laxly aud six 
stiti'hes were taken to close the big 
gash made by the^uegress’ knife. 
The organ was replaced and Etner- 
aon is recovering.

After the ns.sauU ho walked witli- 
I out assistam*«. to the hos]>ital, five 
I blocks, aud was put under the iu- 
I rtuence of ether as soon as the 
wound had been examined. On the 
o{>cratiug table the heart was expos- 
eil by a long incision which necessi­
tated the breaking of several ribs.

The surgeon inserted two fingers 
aud lifted out the heart. It was 
drawn entirely out of the trunk, yet 
it went on with its work with almost 
normal steadiness and regularity. 
The cut was a large one aud re<iuir- 
cd six stitches. The pleura wa.s op­
ened and a gathciiiig o f blood re- 
m(vve\l. After the wound had been 
dressed Emerson was extremely 
weak, but is rallying slowly and the 
surgeons believe he will recover.

Two seper- 
atc elections had to be held, one on 
the first Tuesthiy in November and 
another a week later— the first Tues-; 
day after the first Monday in Nov- 
einl>er. This year Tuesday is the 
first day of Noveml>er, consequently 
tho general election will lie held on 
Tuesday Novcml>er 8lh, it, being the 
first Tuesday after the first Monday 
in November, the time speified by 
law.

SLenimu, Texas. Mar-L 0.—Juilge 

Don. Bliss of this city, of the couu- 
«wl for Gunter and Munson, has re­
turned from .Austin, aud referring 
to nn interesting court matter said;

The account of the Gunter A M un- 
stjn suit, published in today's is.sue 
of the Dallas News is rather mis­
leading. Tin; truth is that what is 
known as the .5<ii- art j'assed hy the 
Legislature iu 1870, and which with 
<lrew from I'H-ation the public school 
lands iu cert.iin counties named in 
the act mentioned, the names of 
three counties that were not ami 
never h.ave Isen in existence, Dav­
idson, ( ’or.lovH and Hutchins. It 
was inferred by some that thew 
nume.s were jiut in by mistake for 
1);iwson or Dallam. Carson aud 
Hutchinson. The loiml Comtuisaiou- 
cr was called on for u ruling as to 
whether the laud, in a county whi«di 
it hud been supposed Lad Isien mis- 
named iu the a- t were withdrawn 
from location by the act. The mat­
ter wa. referred to tho .Attorney 
General and he ruleil that the iand« 
iu such counties were not with­
drawn from locatiou.

Gunter and .51un.son desired to 
secure certiiiu lands iu Hutchinson 
County anil applied to the Coiumis- 
sioiier aud offercil to buy them un­
der the 5i>c act, ss they h.ad the 
right to do if the lands were with­
drawn from location, aud st.xtcd to 
the Coiumissiom r that they desired 
to Imate them if they were not sub­
ject to calc. The Commissioner, on 
the construction of tho law inaile by 
the -Attorney General, refused to sell 
these lauds under the .5(V .net. hold­
ing that they were still subject to 
location. Gunter and Munson th. n 
Im-ated some oertificatts that they 
already owned on tliese lands, sur­
veying an equal qnantit.v for the 
school fund. Patents were i8:sue«l . 
to them b.\ the State and thc.v have , 
paid taxes on these lands for over 
twent.v years. Others also located 
certificates on lauds in the same 
county under the construction given 
the law by the .Attorney Geaerul’ 
The total aggregate amounts prob­
ably to 80,000 acres. Gunter and 
Munson alone located 40,000 acres, j

No questiou was raised about 
the titles totheMC lands until fire or 
six years ago. In the me.antimethe 
State has sold the school sections 
surveyed by Gunter and Munson as • 
their own aud has received nearly . 
twice as much as it would have re­
ceived from the sale of all the land , 
under the 50c act

The title to about 80,000 are re­
ally dependent on the result of the 
Miit. though Gunter and Munson 
now own only a little over 20,fHX) 
acres.
