SOMETHING DOING VERY SOON.

——

Absence of News From Port Arthur
Probably Indicates a Closer Block-
ade—Heretofore News Have Been
Con\lng Twice a Week.

—

St. Petersburg, Sept. 29.—The war
commission adjourned early without
fssuing further news from the front.

The Mukden telegram to the Berlin
Lokal Anzieger, reporting that the
Japaunese had crossed the Hun river 50
miles above the city, is believed to re-
fer to scouting parties of Japanese
whose presence there was recorded in
the Associated Press dispatches of
September 26,

The movement of the Japanese on
the Liao river, which was reported in
a dispatch from General Sakharoff
to the general staff on September 26,
is all the more siznificant, since Sian-
chan is the starting point of roads
leading to Tie pass, Mukden and Sin-
mintin,

The announcement that the Rus-
sians are fortifyinz Fakoman, 20 miles
northeast of Mukden, shows that
General Kuropatkin is preparing to
check the banking movement on Tie
pass from the west in case Sinmintin
ghould have to be evacuated.

The entire abscnce of news from

Port Arthur, it is feared, indicates a |

closer blockade there. Hitherto dis-
patches from General Stoessel have
been coming through semi-weekly.
The admiralty has not received any
details of the reported sea fight off
Aniva, at the southeastern extremity
of Sakhalin. The Vladivostok squad-
ron, it is understood, is still in the
harbor. The cannonading at Aniva
was probably a Japanese attack on
blockade runners.

A telegram reccived here from Ba-
tuum, reporting that reservists are be-
ing transported along the Caucasian
coast, brings the first intimation that
troops there are being mobolized.
There are only two army corps in the
Caucasus, and one of these has appar-
ently been erdered to the Far East.

The general staff received the fol-
lowing dispatch from General Sakhar-
off, dated yesterday:

“The enemy's vanguard, consisting
of one battalion and two squadrons of
cavalry, it has assumed the offensive,
probably for a reconnaissance, in the
district between the mandarin road
and the heights of village Tourytsa.

MUCH REJOICING IN URUGUAY.

_People Are Glad That The Revelution
| Has Been Ended.

Beunos Ayres, Sept. 28.—Convrma-
' tion has been received here of the re-
port of the conclusion of peace be-
tween the Uruguayan government and
the revolutionists under General Mu-
nos.

In explanation of the government

FRESH TROOPS ARE ARRIVING.

Meanwhile General Kurokl is Trying
to Seize and Cross the Hun River
Far East of Mukden—Thence he
Will Move Down the River.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 28.—The cause
of the extreme deliberation of the
Japanese advance on Mukdken was ex-
plained by a dispatch from General
Kuropatkin, which indicates that
Field Marshal Oyama has not yet con-
centrated his forces. Fresh troops
are constantly arriving at Bentsiaputze
while others which recently reached
Liao Yang are marching up the Taitse
river to Sianchan.

These reinforcements presumably
come from Japan. As soon as the
fourth Japanese army at Sianchan is
sufficiently strong, it is now evident
the Japanese intend to resort to their
favorite flanking tactics, move a for-
midable array against Kuroptkin's
left, and compel the evacuation of
Aintsintin, They are evidently rec-
snnoitering the ground over which the
Sianchan army will march up and
cross the river.

Meanwhile General Kuropatkin Is
trying to seize and cross the Hun riv-
er far east of Mukden. Thence he
will move down the river and co-oper-
ate with the Fourth army from Sian-
chan, while Generals Oku and Nodzu
engage Kuropatkin's attention south
of Mukden. The attacks on Da pass
and San Lungka September 20 were
the first symptoms of this vast flank-
ing movement.

Kuropatkin now reports that Japan-
ese scouts have been encountered
near the Hun river, half way to Muk-
den, trying to seize Kaoutou pass, ten
miles northeast of Bentsiaputze, in
order to clear the way to Fushun, and
that Oku's and Nodzu's outposts have
been engaged in skirmishes with Cos-
sacks near Inpu, between Bentsiaput-
ze and the railroad.

After reviewing the troops at Odes-
sa the emperor will go to Ishineff and
bid farewell to the fourteenth divis-
ion, famous for its passage of the Dan-
ube under General Dragomiroff. The
latter probably will attend the cere-
mony.

General Dragomiroff is greatly en-
feebled in health, which may render
impossible his going to the Far East
as the chief of staff of Grand Duke
Nicholas.

20,000 PEOPLE WERE THERE,

Archbishop of Canterbury at the Open
Alr Service.

Washington, Sept. 27.—The Right
Hon. and Most Rev. Thomas Randall
Davidson, the archbishop of Canter-
bury, sounded a ringing appeal for
Christian unity at the open air service
held in the Cathedral grounds at
Mount Saint Albans this afternoon.
Not since President McKinley was
present at the erection of the peace
cross on the same spot, after the war
with Spaln, have as many people
gathered at that picturesque spot.
The crowd was estimated at from
20,000 to 25,000. Mrs. Roosevelt, Mrs.
J. West Roosevelt, Miss Ethel Roose-
velt and the British ambassador, Sir
Henry Mortimer Durand, with Mrs.
Davidson, General and Mrs. Chaffee
and Mrs. Hitchcock, had seats to the
right of the platform and joined
heartily in the service.

Promptly at 3:30 o'clock the top
of the first processional cross was
sighted over the hill at the head of a
long line of men and boys, the com-
bined vested choirs of the Episcopal
churches in Washington, followed by
the Marine band also in vestments.
