Practise Is Becoming Common end
Borne Immense Yields Have Been 

•ecured on Bmall Plata.

Some hare need this method for 
crops instead of plowing and eoma tre­
mendous yields hare been obtained on 
small plats; but we hare had no 
chance of comparing the coat with the 
reenlta oa a large acreage, says a 
writer in Rraneh and Range. Dyna­
miting holes for traaa, bowerer. is be­
coming common aad the expense la 
half a stick of dynamite, one cap and 
about two feet of fuse for each trea.

A hole la bored with the soil auger 
about two feat or 30 Inches where the 
tree la to go; tha half stick of dyna­
mite la Inserted with cap and fuse at­
tached, and than the dirt le replaced 
In the hole hronnd the fuse, tamping 
with a stick aa It la filled la.

After the explosion two or thfsa 
swings of the shoral will clear the 
hole ready to sat the tree. The enb- 
soll will be found ebattered to some 
extant In the neighborhood of ^  hole, 
aad thia is supposed to be beneficial 
In allowing the roots to penetrate a 
hard-pan.

Until some one plants eome trees 
la dynamited holes and some others 
in ordinary holes nlongeida of them, it 
win be Impossible to eome to any d ^  
nite ooncluelon na to the adraataga 
if any, derired from dynamiting.

We kiww that deap plowing la the 
heat way out In dry farming; for the 
same reason dynamiting ought to be 
good. We also know from our own 
experience in the dry farm orchard 
that the root* will go through any soil 
hard-pan, prorlded It is moiat. and it 
le slwaya moist in the well oulttvated 
orchard where the trees are not too 
cloae together.

Supplying Salt Regulariy.
When the cows are salted only once 

a week they eat too much at a time, 
and it exusea looseness of the bowela. 
They will eat a little salt nearly every 
day If it le kept where they can get 
at It, especially when graas la fresh 
and abundant.

STORAGE OF SOIL MOISTURE

Several Factors Ara Citad In Bulletin 
laaued by tha Nebraska Experi­

ment Station.

The Nebraska experiment station 
haa Juat recently Issued a bulletin on 
"The Storage and Uae of Boll Mole- 
tura" This bulletin la a brief discus­
sion of work done at the North Platts 
■nbstation relative to the storage and 
use of soil molatura It treats of the 
poaslblllUes of storing wstar la the 
soil during certain periods, to be need 
latar in conjunction with tha rainfall. 
Sevaral of the factors infiuesclng the 
storage of water In the eoU are dl»- 
cussed.

Summer Ullage baa haen the most 
effueUve method of storing water, but 
evea by this method oaly from 10  to 
83 par cent of the esaaoBal ralafaU 
has been stored in the soil. A dlaeua- 
Sion of the amouat of water retalaed 
by stunmer Ullage during each of the 
past eeveral years shows that tbs 
amouat of water stored varies srith 
the amount and diatribuUon of the 
rainfall during the period covered by 
the summer Ullage. It baa been found 
that water stored in the eoll before 
seeding le a eafeguard agalnet drought, 
but it has not been found poeeible to 
store enough water la the eoil before 
seeding to mature a crop without tub- 
sequent rains.

Disking smell grsln stubble has 
proved beneficial by preventing weed 
growth, whenever there haa been euf- 
fléieat moletnre in the eoU at harvest 
time to iiroduce a crop of weeds, or 
where rains have come eiuty enough 
to start weed growth.

Plowing haa been better than disk­
ing. in that it more thoronghly kills 
aU weed growth, aad In the ease of 
heavy rnlna plowed land will absorb 
more water than dteked land, because 
It Is more thoroughly eUrred.

ArUficlal mulches of straw or hay 
have proved more effecUre than soil 
mulches la absorbing and retaining 
water from rains.

.Spring wheat, oats, barley and com 
feed to an average depth of four feet 
in thia soil. Winter wheat feeds to a 
depth of six or seven feet. Alfalfa 
and grasses use water from greater 
depths.

Weeds are the greatest agency for 
tha lose of water from the soli. Pre- 
venUng weed growth has been more 
important from the standpoint of stor­
ing water In the soil than cultivating 
the eoll to produce any kind of a 
mulch.

E MOUND OF GREEK HEROES.

ts the mound erected over the 
192 Athenians who fell in the battle of 
August 12, B. C. 190. The mound is 

:y feet high and SOO yards In clrcum- 
'Underngstb the mound Us the heroet

who died In this most decisive victory which pre­
vented Persian influence from Invading Europe.

The battle had hardly begun when the Per­
sians, In Immensely superior force, doubtless ten 
to one, pulled themselves together and by sheer 
mass broke through the Greek center. But this 
had been calculated upon beforehand. Mlltiadea 
employed strategy, making his line weak at the 
center, and allowed the Persians to break it 
Then with hts heavy masses at the ends be 
ground the Persian wings to pieces and fell upon 
the Persian center. The most stubborn fighting, 
apart from the battle at ships, was probably at 
this spot, half a mile from the shore. Six thou­
sand four hundred Persian bodies lay on this 
plain and along the shore, while 192 men of 
Marathon lay wrapped in ^ ory  on this bloody 
field.

THE MASSACRE AT CAWNPORE.
A beautiful memorial was erected at Cawnpore, 

India, In memory of the women and children mur­
dered by Nana Sahib in 1857. Perhaps the sad­
dest, most pathetic Incident In the entire history 
of the world is marked by this brooding angel. 
In the terrible Indian mutiny, half a century ago, 
too women and children who had escaped slaugh­
ter at the massacre of Cawnpore, were brought 
back by Nana Sahib, and were hacked to pieces 
here by professional butchers. The bodies were 
thrown Into a well beneath that stone upon which 
the angel now stands. Her arms are folded, de­
noting resignation; she bolds In her hands the 
martyr's palms. Around the well curb is In­
scribed, “Sacred to the perpetual memory of the 
great company of Christian people, chiefly women 
and children, who near this spot were massacred 
by the followers of the rebel Nana, and cast, the 
living with the dead. Into the well below, on the 
15th day of July, 1867.’’

THE LION OF CHAERONEA.
One of the Illustrations shows the Lion of 

Chaeronea, which guards the graves of patriots 
who fell on Mt. Pamassus, Greece. 338 B. C.

A few years ago one traveled pest this spot 
and saw only massive pieces of marble, evi­
dently parts of a lion. The head lay with Its 
muzzie upward; other fragments lay scattered 
about. There was never any doubt among Intel­
ligent Greeks that these were remains of a Mon 
set up over the Thebans who fell In the battle on 
or near this spot, when the Thebans and Athe­
nians made a last heroic struEgle for the liberty

of Greece, 338 B. C. All who honor a lost cause 
will bring their offering« to thi* sacred spot 
The heroes who fought here did not propose to 
submit until they had done their utmost to save 
Greece from Macedonian Philip. The battle was 
fiercely contested, especially by the Thebans, 
who formed the right wing thrown out Into the 
plain, resting on the Kephlsos and faring west, 
while the Athenians at the other end of the line 
rested on the hills, one of which appears Just be­
hind the Hon. The Macqflonians were command­
ed by the veteran Antipater with the youthful 
Alexander by his side.

When after a stubborn fight, the Thebans were 
beaten, the Athenians were Isolated and rolled 
up a loss of over a thousand slain. Demosthenes, 
the soul of the enterprise, fought In the ranks. 
In the enclosure where the Hon now stands, 251 
skeletons were found and carried to the Athenian 
museum. The Hon Is a funeral monument not 
only to the Theban dead, but to dead Greece. 
Greece remained a power by Ite art and litera­
ture, hut the Macedonian and then the Roman 
were Its ruler«.

WHERE JOAN OF ARC WAS BURNED.
A slab In the sidewalk of the Place du Vieux 

Marche, Rouen, France, marks the spot where 
Joan of Arc was burned at the stake.

For a century and a half after the conquest 
(1066) this northern district belonged to Eng­
land, by virtue of the sovereign’s Inheritance 
from William of Normandy. Rouen here was an 
Efnglish town. Then the French captured and 
held It until 1119. when It fell once more Into 
French hands. While the Inspired peasant girl 
Jeanne d’Arc, was leading the French armies 
against the English, this was a stronghold of her 
enemies, and every victory she won made tbelr 
hatred blacker. According to the old chronicles, 
she had premonitions that her mission for 
France was accomplished when she raised the 
siege of Orleans and secured the coronation of 
Charles 'VII at Rbeims; but the king would not 
let her go back to private life.

In 1130 at Compiegne, she was taken prisoner 
by the Burgundian allies of the English, and by 
them sold to those against whom she had de­
fended her country. It was In an old castle half 
a mile away behind us (the building Itself Is not 
now In existence), that the was tried for heresy 
and condemned to death as a witch; on the spot 
where the slab Is set In tbs pavement (1131) she 
was burned at the stake.

THE LION OF WATERLOO.
The battle of Waterloo was one of the most 

Important military engagements of all history. 
It was fought on June 18. 1815, between the allied 
forces of Great BriUln, the Netherlands and Prus­
sia, under General Wellington, and the army of 
France nnder Napoleon. This battle was the 
culmination of the campaign following the escape 
of Napoleon from his exile at Elba. Napoleon 
was defeated; he left the field In the center of 
a square “ with a somber but calm countenance, 
hla far-seeing glance probing futurity, and seeing 
that more than a battle had been lost that day.”

On the 21st of June, three days after hts de­
feat, Napoleon reached Paris, and ths following 
day presented his abdication.
