1  hat the .«ilo is an absolutely essen­
tial eijuipnient u(wn eiery fatm where 
livestock would be handled with great­
est success and pro!it, is no longer a 
question ot argument, but ot fact.

No man claiming to fie informed on 
livestock subjects, including growing 
and finishing of cattle and sheep, would 
have the nerve to speak otherwise than 
in the must enthusiastic manner con- 
cettiing the silo as a medium through 
which to handle feedstuffs.

Authorities identified with the 
United States government, state that 
trom forty-five to sixty per cent of the 
feedstuffs actually produced by the 
farmers of the country are lost to the 
bvestock. when handled through the 
usual field-dried method. 1  hey show 
that a certain yier cent of the nutrient 
value of the crop goes out through the 
drying process. T hen again there is 
an enormous w aste through the shat­
tering of the leaves m hauling from the 
field, through the action of the wind as 
the crop stands m the shock. The ad­
mixture of sand and dirt, the deteriorat­
ing effect of rain all detract from the 
sum total of worth possessed by the 
feed crop through the field curing.

Highest efficiency should be de­
manded of our feed crops. Each acre 
of feed should be made to produce the 
greatest degree of profit in the form 
of dairy products, beef, mutton and 
pork. Since it is stated as an unques­
tioned fact that from forty-five to sixty 
per cent of the feeding value of crops 
are lost through the old field-dned 
plan, and that the dirt and sand com­
bined with the hardness of the stalks 
tend to render the crops undesirable, 
where left standing in the open, is it 
not sensible and timely to turn to some 
more desirable method?

In face of these figures setting forth 
the losses ineKapable through handling 
in the old way of field curing, it is 
stated on the same authority, that 
through the silo fully ninety per cent of 
all feed crops produced by the farmers 
of this country are saved. This refers 
to the absolute volume of the feedstuff. 
Fodder— leaves and stalks, heads and 
seed, together w ith all of the juices con- 
tamed within the plant. It is also 
shown that viewed in the light of ton­
nages. that the feed handled through 
the silo will show three times the weight

of the dried product, and none of the 
loss of chemical elements necessary to 
the latter. It seems but simple justice 
that mention should be made of the 
lact that the feed is rendered even more 
easily digestible, through the processing 
in the silo f ’artial cooking from the 
l.e.iting and the softening of the fillers 
from temperature and incident chemical 
action

For yeŝ rs. Hainmen h a 'f  undt*rslood 
the worth of the silo as a valuable ad­
junct to their business, but it is only 
within comparatively recent months that 
exhaustive demonstrations and experi­
ments have lent unqualified endorsement 
to the silo as a most valuable and un­
equaled aid in the finishing and fatten­
ing of beef and mutton. Succulence as 
provided alone through the silo in wiî - 
ter months, has long been recognized as 
a necessity for dairy cows. It assured 
a steady, heavy flow of milk of stand­
ard quality, through even the hardest 
months of the cold season, as against 
a certain decline in its absence. Now i 
comes the added statement that the meat 
producing animal needs this tonic and 
nutrient succulence in no less degree 
than does the milk cow.

In addition to saving of from forty to 
fifty-five per cent of the absolute vol­
ume of feedstuffs produced, through 
the silo as compared to the field-dned 
prcKess. this additional fact should be 
considered. Ihat many authorities 
maintain that silage has a pound-for- 1  
pound feeding value with dry fodder, or 
grain-fodder ration. In other words; 
Not only is there an initial saving of 
from forty to fifty-five per cent of the 
actual volume of crops grown, three 
times increase in tonnages per acre, re­
tention of all original elennents of the I 
plant, added palatableness and digesti- 1  
bility, but a pound-for-pound feeding 
value as compared to field-cured condi­
tions.

If the foregoing facts are admitted, 
and authorities unquestioned stand back 
of them, then the question; \̂’hy is it 
that every farm has not its silo, as well 
as Its barn, granary, plows and harvest­
ing implements? This question is an­
swerable only on the same basis as are 
other farm propositions, such as why do 
not all farmers conserve manure from 
their barn lots and stables and return 
to the lands? Why do not all farmers 
house their farm machinery? Why do 
not all farmers improve their livestock 
breeds? X̂’by do not all farmers ter­
race their hillside fields, or drain their 
lowlands?

Each succeeding year places in­
creased demands upon the products of

the farms. Men engaged in the great 
'field of production are demanding more 
returns from that which they produce, 
pound for pound, hormerly. it was be­
lieved when there was a uniformly low 
price for raw products and manufac­
tured articles, that fifteen cents j>er 
pound for butter and from eight and 
one-third to ten cents per dozen for eggs 
was a profitable return from these com­
modities. But conditions are changing, 
and farmers are finding that the old 
scale of prices do not represent a fair

closely allied problem: That of get­
ting the greatest tonnages of most de­
sirable crops from his lands. I ime and 
past experiences have demonstrated the 
fallacy of a strictly one-crop system of 
farming, regardless of the actual cash 
value of that crop. C otton has dem­
onstrated the truth of this assertion in 
the south, as corn has made it clear in 
the north, and w heat has exemplified its 
correctness in the middle west. In their 
extremity, farmers of these various sec­
tions have cast about for a solution of

exchange for his produce, nor does the 
old standard of production meet his 
changed conditions. W here formerly 
the haphazard style of now-and-then 
making an extra pound of butter, or 
gathering an occasional dozen of eggs, 
or orKe-in-awhile selling a hog. or some 
times marketing a beef animal met his 
requirements, there is an ever increasing 
demand for a regular and dependable 
income from his tilled acres through the 
medium of his livestock. 1  his change 
brings him face to face with another and

their problem, and realized that rotation 
and diversification offered gracious 
“ first-aid." Then came the dairy cow, 
the hog and the hen, with their offer to 
take and transform the low-priced prod­
ucts of the farm into revenues, steady 
and sure. The beef animal and the 
sheep also arose out of the troubled 
dream-f>eriod of the perplexed farmer 
and he incorpiorated them into his re­
juvenated and improved farm scheme.

Thus confronted with multiplied 
i rays of rising hopie for profitable farm­

ing. the farmer cast about tor means 
through which he might increase the 
feeding power of his crops, and out ot 
that cjuest came the silo unmatched as 
an ecjuipment through which to handle 
the gram-forage plants of the country.

I laving become convinced of the 
worth <jl the silo as a medium through 
which to handle the feed crojts from 
his farm, the farmer wrll naturally ask: 
VHiat is the best and most available 
silo for my farm my locality? I his 
question IS correctly answerable only in 
the light of a number of allied or re­
lated facts. \^'hal is the paying ability 
of the individual? Is the farm located 
in humid or dry-farming territory? If 
the farmer is under the necessity of 
making each one of his dollars perform 
the maximum of service, it is then in­
cumbent on him to secure that type of 
silo which, while meeting his require­
ments. is not exorbitantly priced. If he 
IS in the humid belt, where the water 
table is Bear the surface, he will find 
one of the good wooden stave silos well 
adapted to his needs. If, on the other 
hand, he is living where there is an 
absence of humidity, where the water 
table IS deep beneath the surface, the 
underground silo is undoubtedly his 
sanest choice. I hen, too, if his fi­
nances are ample, and he is building 
only with the idea of permanency as his 
dominant desire, the reinforced mono­
lithic concrete, or the all-steel silo, will 
be choseiv for installation, regardless of 
humidity or the lack of it.

In all considerations of the silo, the 
first determination to reach should be 
that it is vitally necessary to the great­
est success in diversified farming of 
this entire country. This is based upon 
the presupposition that livestock will be 
handled to some extent on every such 
farm, as no farming operation is com­
plete without its inclusion. Having 
reached this determination, the next 
consideration, of course, is the type 
and capacity of the silo to be installed. 
I he type will be determined by the lo­

cation of the farm and the funds avail­
able for the installation. The capacity 
of the silo will be determined, of course, 
by the number of animals to be fed and 
the length of time that such feeding 
shall continue. But in this connection 
w'hile considering capacity, we should 
not overlook the fact that the silo fur­
nishes the most excellent medium for 
the storage of feed during years of am­
ple production, to be carried over to 
those seasons wherein crops may be de­
cidedly short.

Time does not suffice now for a de­
scription of silo construction, nor a

fuller setting forth of sp-cial ad 
bility. but these are given in silo, 
tins issued not alone by the expen 
stations of the agriiultural depart 
of the national and state governnv 
the agricultural colleges of the v»i 
st.ates, but likewise by th.e agricul, 
depaMments of rail.oads and 
gieat interests of the country. 
connection I would simply urge 
every farmer install a silo, that hr- 
lect the type best ad ipted to his fm,; 
cial condition and likewise to the cgL 
difions of the country in which his 
is located, and then, that it be of 
dimensions to meet his every re«nt>', 
ment. '

Finally: Let every farm be a
versified farm, let that diversity incluj 
livestock, let the equipment of tia, 
farm emlvody a silo, if success is lou 
the worthy goal towards which 
farmer is headed.

In 
which they had undergone hardships 
whlcli were likely to be unavoidable, 
with a  small amount of caitital, he 
continues tlie story hy stating that 
In tlie fall after a fair summer's work 
on his 100 acres croiiped, he cleaned 
up nearly ail his debts, liaving now 
four good liorses. a complete set of 
farm  niacliln.*ry Including two wagons 
and a "Sw ell"  top buggy and rlevi n 
head of catlli*. He coiiiiiiues "How­
ever, I wa.1 not satisfied. 1 had been 
reading of the splendid homesteads 
that were to be had in Montana. 
W heat was cheap and 1 thought It 
would get cheaper, so I began to think 
th a t  hom isti ailing as a moneyniaking 
prop-mitlon was better than farming.

I did not stop to consider that wheat 
was not the only thing, as a matter 
of fai t I had sold isirk for 11 cents  a 
pound. Eggs and butter had kept us 
in groceries and more, we had now 
four milch cows, two heifers coming in 
and more growing up. We had a cream 
separator,  and some liogs. We had a 
quarter  section of land that could 
raise  an abundance of stuall grain, 
roots and grass for feed, but I could 
not see  ail that;  1 liad the 'moving' 
fever, and decided to sell.

1 set  the [irice on the land nt $3 Of'O 
cash. I could nut find anyone with 
that much money, however, so I came 
down until I finally sold for $1.4c0.
' W e had an auction and sold the per­
sonal property. On the sale  we got 
Just about inough cash to pay the auc­
tioneer ;  tl'.c rest was all notes.

T he  horses brought about two thirds 
what tliey were wurtli. T he  imple­
ments sold for hardly cne-third of 
what they liad cost. T he  cattle  
brought a good price.

Must Make Another Start.
W e now liave a liomcstead In Mon­

tana, hut V.. find that a f ter  moving 
lu re and getting sc'tl.*d, what money 
we had did not go far W e have three 
liorses, about all the  Implements we 
neeil. and a  l itt le  better  buildings 
than we h.vd on our former place. W e 
have no cattle ,  though we hud to build 
much fence to keep ranch stock out 
of our fields. We have about $500 
worth of honest debts.

True, wo have a half  section in 
place of a quarter, but that Is no good 
to us. as long ns we have not the 
capital with which to work It.

In summarizing It all up I see where 
t made niy mistake. It will take fully 
five years to get Into as good clreuin- 
sta.ices  as we were before we made 

j the change. I t  Is five years lost.
My advice to anyone contemplat­

ing a change of location Is to think 
twice before you act. and if your pres­
ent c ircum stances are not too bad. 
‘stay by your bush till you pick it  
clean.’ ”— Advertisement.

Then cam e the Mreboal, tugs and row-- 
boats, and I believe that all together 
one hundred or more were taken from 
the water W e grabbed the nearest 
Mrst and put them ashore. At one 
time I bad four women In the boat 
with me. Others I aided by simply 
lifting them from the water to the 
landing."

WOMEN P U L L E D  AWAY.
Jo e  I,annon. who was at the soda 

fountain on the lower deck, said: 
"W hen the ship Mrst started to turn 
over everybody took It as u Joke. The 
dance Moor on the lower deck was 
crowded with men and wonieii, most­
ly the latter. Then when the boat 
listed over so far that the people be­
gan to slide across the Moor the iiaiilc 
began. 'Women and children Mrst?' 
.Not on your life! I saw- men tear 
w-omen and girls from where they 
were clinging to rails above the water 
In order to get positions of temporary 
safety. T h ere  was nothing like chiv­
alry. The stronger dragged down the 
weaker Into the water and usurped 
their places, and usually the stronger 
were men and the weaker w-ere girls 
and woineii. Oh, If the men had only 
been as brave as the woiiipii, the loss 
of life would have been much less! 1 
remember one girl—she was only 
about s ix teen— wliom I imlled through 
the porthole. As she reached safety 
she fainted dead away. In another 
case I was lifting a w-oman out of the 
water. She was heavy and I could 
hardly raise her. A man grabbed my 
foot. I shoiiti'd to him that all three 
of IIS would bo In the water and lost 
If he did not let go, but he hung on. 
Finally I raised my foot and k ic k e i  at 
him. The shoe slipped off my foot 
and lie disappeared. I pot my own 
footing again and hauled the woman 
out.”
