When the wlnil blows with force It 
cinpliHslzcs the ciirelcssness of the 
lM*o|ile who disregard the liijumtlou 
against throwing trash in the streets, 
says the Wiisidngton Star. At nearly 
every eonier in the downtown seetlon 
the wind forms eddies in whieh are 
gathered tin* tilts of piqH-r that have 
been rarelessly tosseil aside and al­
lowed to drift. Tliese pujiers rejire- 
sent an ignoring of a poliee regula­
tion wliieli jirohihits the throwing of 
refuse in Ihe str<*ets. .\s an Indui'e- 
meiii to full ohservunee of this re- 
qillreiiieiit rei'epliioles are stlitlolieil lit 
convenient ¡iliices In which trash of 
this kind cun he pliieiil. It only re 
quires a little rare on the part of all 
to keep the streets clean. Kvery hit 
o f litter drifting iihout the streets on 
a will'!}- day or lying In the gutter-- 
waiting for the str»s*t cleaners' hnsiiiis 
and shovels represents slovenly con­
duct on the part of Washingtonians. 
A very few ptsqile o f this thoughtless 
huhlt eaii give the whole city an a«- 
jiect of neglect and lack (>f cure. The 
most perfiH't system of street eleiining 
eiiiinot e<q«e with this tendency and 
ke*'p the «-Ity hsiklng neat so long as 
trash Is disi-ardisl ugiilnst the regula­
tion and without the use of the re- 
eeptiieles. ProsPeutlons should not he 
lie<*essary to put a stop to this had 
haldt, hut apparently they are u»*«sle<l 
to n'liiind the pi*oi>le that the rule 
against throwing litter Into the streets 
Is In force and should be observe«!.

This little three-room affair eiiihi’d- 
les many features of Interest. In the 
first pla<*e, the aiqiroach from the 
street Is conducted along hroai\ lines. 
The walk leading up to the front steps 
Is eight feet wide. The front steps 
and the front door are built in propor­
tion. Width Is the keynote around 
which the architect has sin'ccwled In 
weaving a comhinatloa of hicas that 
result In a beautiful picture.

The front veranda Is too wide for 
the riMif. so that an awning supixirted 
on curved Iron hraeUets Is substituted. 
This arrangenient permits of rolling 
the awning 'Ji> and hack under the 
eaves when not r(*qulred as a protec­
tion against rain or sun. These hrnck- 
ets ore blacksmith niaile and are 
rounded outward with histks at the 
bottom to catcii the curtain pole. The 
width ."»f the awning and the length 
o f the curtain brackets are measured 
to correspi.nd, so the curtain pole 1s 
supported in such u way ns to permit 
the drip to run freely off onto the 
shrubbery. There also Is a way to 
form an cave gutter In the canvas that 
will lend the rainwater off to one cor­
ner of the building. It Is nn Ingenious 
comblnatlcn of rniii-and-sun protection 
for temporary use when ni*t*ded, to he 
rolled hack out o f the way when not 
wanted.

No bungalow Is complete without a 
large chlianey and fireplace. If the 
chimney Is built b.v using rough stones, 
as the illustration shows, It Is all the 
more artistic. Generally such stone 
can he picked up In the neighborhood, 
snd there olwa.vs Is a clever mason 
somewhere within reach whi> can 
work it Into a solid, snhstantinl chim­
ney thaS is both useful and ornamental 
forevt*i»aCl»‘rwurd.

The^fitvphice, to be satisfactor.v. Is 
llneil with firebrick In the usual wa.v, 
and the flue is large and drnfty. A 
goml draft and a good fire are nec­
essarily closely connectdl. A draft 
la useless without a fire, except for 
ventilation purposes, and a Are Is 
worse than useless without a draft. 
Home masons forget to build the 
draft Into the rhlniney, and they 
are the fellows who are remembered 
by house owners far years to com«.

City Managing at a Profeaaion.
Illinois has at least two “ city man­

agers" of the new type, and it is no vio­
lent presumption that she is interested 
in the progress of the city manager 
plan o f administration. With w-hat 
amaxement one read, some years back, 
the items from Germany telling us of 
the Teutonic way of electing mayors— 
o f advertising for them all over the 
empire and giving a trained man the 
position regardless o f residence, poli­
tics or what not! Now the idea seems 
far less startling. We are not as yet 
thinking of advertising for our mayors, 
but in conjunction with the commis­
sion form of government or modifica­
tion of that form we are slowly devel­
oping the science of city managing and 
the profession o f tho city manager.

A City Managers’ association came 
into existence a few weeks ago. The 
latest report showed about nineteen 
cities aud villages under the city man­
ager plan, and several communities 
are about to submit the same plan to 
a referendum. The University of Wis­
consin has established a course for 
would-be city managers, and it seems 
a very liberal and practical one.—Chi­
cago Tribune.
