As soon ns a road Is constructed, the 
action of truffle and the weather begin 
to destroy It, and to counterbalance 
the effects of these deteriorating Influ­
ences It Is necessary to Institute some 
system of maintenance. There are 
two common ways of maintaining a 
road. One la to make periodic repairs 
or renewals after sections of the road 
have been practically destroyed; the 
other is to employ a system of contin­
uous maintenance under which all In­
juries to the road are repalrcnl as fast 
as they occur. For earth, sand and 
gravel roads the system of continuous 
maintenance Is much preferable from 
practically every standi>olnL and that 
system alone will be discussed here.

Road Drag.
’The road drag Is a simple and Inex­

pensive device for raalntaiutng certain 
types of roads which, when wet, be­
come rutted under traffle but which 

I bei-ome firm on drying out. It is use- 
, ful also In proilucing a smooth and 

uniform surface on newly constructed 
roads of earth, earthy gravel, or any 
similar material. The accompanying 
Illustration shows a typical design for 
a roatl drag mnde of sawisl timber.

Properly used at the right time the 
drag pi-rforms four distinct functions: 
first, by moving at an angle with the 
traveled way, It tends to proiluce or 
preserve a crownwl cross section; sec­
ond, If used when the surface is com­
paratively soft. It tends to reduce Ir­
regularities In the road, by moving 
material from points which are rela­
tively high to those which are rela­
tively low : third, when used after a 
rain It accelerates the drying out of 
the road by spreading out puddles of 
water and thus exposing a greater area 
to evaporation; fourth. If the surface 
material Is in a slightly plastic state, 
dragging smears over and partially 
seals the so-called pores which natural­
ly occur In earthy material, and thus 
makes the road surface more nearly 
Impervious to water.

To obtain the best results dragging 
should be done only when the surface 
of the road Is sufficiently moist for 
the material moved by the drag to com­
pact readily after i f  Is moved, but not 
sufficiently wet for traffle following the 
drag to produce mud.

The principal factor In successfully 
operating a properly constructed road 
drug, provided the condition o f the 
road Is favorable, Is skill on the part 
of the operator. Such skill can be ob­
tained only by Intelligent experience, 
and no rules can be laid down which 
would enable an Inexperienced opera­
tor to produce first-class results.

Under ordinary circumstances the 
position o f the hitching link on the 
draw chain should be such that the 
runners will make an angle of 60 to 75 
degrees with the center line of the 
road, or. In other words, n skew angle 
of from 15 to 30 degrees. But when 
dragging Immediately over the ruts, 
or down the center o f the road after 
the sides have been dragged, it may 
be found advantageous to place the 
hitching link at the center of the chain 
and run the drag without skew. An In­
telligent operator will learn quickly to 
adjust such details as this, as well 
as to shift his weight while riding 
upon the drag In order to make It cut 
where cutting is desirable, and depos­
it material where material 1s needed.

Making Repairs.
I f  roads of such types as have been 

discussed are to be maintained prop­
erly, they must frequently receive oth­
er attention than mere dragging. The 
side ditches should be kept open and 
free from vegetation, the cross drains 
and culverts maintained In proper con­
dition, and worn places In the surface 
repaired as fast as they develop.

The material used In repairing the 
surface should be the same as that 
composing the surface and should be 
put on In such quantity and manner 
that after it Is compacted the surface 
will be uniform and continuous. Much 
time and labor can,be saved by mak­
ing repairs as soon as need(>d, because 
when a had place once develops In a 
road It generally will spread very rap­
idly until proper steps are taken to 
correct It.

Cost of Msintonanco.
There are not sufficient cost data 

available at present to warrant any 
very definite statements as to cost of 
maintenance, but when roads can be 
maintained largely by use of the drag, 
as usually Is the case with the sim­
pler types of construction, the cost 
ordinarily Is very small. Accurate 
data kept by a representatlvo of the 
office of public roads for road main­
tenance In Bennington county, Ver­
mont, during 1012 and 1913 showed 
that under favorable conditions a road 
conid be dragged at the rate o f about 
1 mile per t in t . This waa whera the 
•oad waa eamparatlvMy well afaaoad

and only one trip In each direction was 
necessary. Where more trips of the 
drag were required the rate was, of 
course, correspondingly diminished. 
In this way county teams with driv­
ers cost from SS.50 to $5 per working 
day of from 8 to 10 hours, and the 
cost per mile for dragging a road In 
one trip showed a corresismdlng varia­
tion. The number of draggings neces­
sary per year varied over a wide range 
and dependtMl on the length of time 
the road had been constructed and the 
character o f the material composing 
the road.

The average cost per mile of drag­
ging an earth road 8 miles long In 
Alexanilria county, Virginia, during 
1011 and 1012 was $1.25 for each drag­
ging, whiah included an average of 
three round trips, and the total number 
of draggings necessary to maintain the 
road In giMtd condition was 24 per year, 
making the average cost for dragging 
$30 per mile per year. This road was 
nmlntulned as an exjieriment by the 
office of public roads and rural en­
gineering.

COMFORTABLE HOGS 
MAKE LARGE GAINS

No Farm Animal Suffers as Much 
From Extremes of Heat and 

Cold— Provide Shade.
Farm animals must be comfortable 

In order that they do as well as pos­
sible. This la es|>ecially true of swine, 
since no farm animal suffers as much 
from extremes o f heat and cold as the 
hog. 5Iost men prefer to feed bogs in 
the spring and fall, for they sny the 
hogs gain more at these times on the 
same feeds than during summer and 
winter. This is perhaps in a large 
measure true only because they are 
more comfortable.

L, A. Weaver o f the University of 
Missouri college o f agriculture men- 
ttona some of the things which may be 
done to make fattening hogs comfort­
able:

1. Provide adequate shade. I f  the 
hog lot does not contain plenty o f na­
tural shade, then artificial shade 
should be supplied. Hog cots, made 
so aa to have at least one removable 
side, would be good to u.se at this 
time, or shade may be made by setting 
four ordinary fence posts so that they 
may be covered with planks or canvas.

2. Provide plenty of pure drinking 
water. This may be cheaply and sat­
isfactorily done with a barrel waterer, 
If an adequate supply cannot be had 
otherwise. Two or three pounds of wa­
ter are stored in the animal body for 
every pound of muscle added, hence 
the necessity and economy of furnish­
ing plenty of water to drink. Most 
feeders realize the Importance of sup­
plying plenty of drinking water, but It 
oftentimes Is an easy thing to neglect. 
Some think If they are feeding slop 
that enough water Is supplied. The 
water in the slop, of course, helps to 
supply the water requirement, but the 
hogs should have access to additional 
water.

3. Keep pools or wallows clean. 
Clean pools or wallows keep the hogs 
comfortable, permitting rapid and eco­
nomic gains. This does not mean, 
however, that any kind of a wallow 
Is good, for water which Is stagnant 
and filthy may keep the hogs cool, but 
the evil results from unsanitary con­
ditions may more than overbalance 
the good derived from the protection 
from heat.

4. Keep hogs free from lice, by dip­
ping, spraying or by putting bog dip in 
wallows.

5. Keep sleeping quarters free from 
dust, which Irritates bronchial tubes, 
lungs and other organs. This may be 
done by spraying with crude oil. No 
hog can thrive i f  It Is continually 
coughing and wheezing.

6. Keep bogs free from worms. Re­
cipes of some good worm remedies 
may be found In Agricultural Exten­
sion Service, Circular 17, Columbia, 
Mo.

The foregoing measures are not usu­
ally expensive, but they are essential 
for maximum gains.
