“ Publishers o f  weekly newspapers must arrange fo r  a reduc­
tion o f  15 per cent in their circulation beginning writh Septem­
ber 15, in order to meet the requirements o f  the war industries 
board. The method o f  making such reductions wrill be largely 
left to each publisher, who will work out details o f  the problem 
o f his own paper. It is generally fe lt that the follow ing meth­
ods would be effective fo r  most cases;“

received in exchange are absolutely essential to the conduct o f 
the paper. v

Every weekly newspaper publisher must ba prepared to 
swear to tha amount of paper he used during tha past 12 months 
by months, and then he must figure a monthly reduction from 
these figuree of only 15 por cont.

The Chief has been a little negligent o f late in mailing 
out subscription statements, and some o f our subscribers have 
gotten behind. W e must insist that ALL subscriptions be 
paid in advance, in order to comply with the government’s 
order.

LOOK ON ADDRESS LABEL FOR THE DATE YOUR  
SUBSCRIPTION EXPIRES

It costs money to send out statements, and we urge that 
each and every subscriber who knows his subscription to the 
Chief to be in arrears to forward us a check at once to pay 
same up and in advance. This will be a practical conservation, 
and save us much time and expense in sending out statements.

The government brges that every fam ily be a subscriber to 
the home newspapers, in order to keep up with the various lo­
cal war activities and orders o f  the food  adminstrtion, and war 
news generally. The Chief prints many columns o f war mat­
ter each week at no cost to the government.

Maaterman In the Sphere. ;

In the north, the fertile plain of the ; 
Ruleh. traverse«! hv the four trlhutary | 
streams of the Jor<lan, U capable with ¡ 
little enclneerlnc of receiving Irriga- ' 
tlon In every part. In some districts, | 
at the head of the valley where this | 
has been done, very striking remits ¡ 
have been obtained. In this district j 
“ red” rice is now cultivate«!. At the | 
further end of the plain lie« the marsh . 
and shallow lake o f El Huleh. Here 
probably a g«v>d dotil of land might be | 
recovered for cultivation by drainage, j 
This was done to some extent a few | 
years ago by deepening the bed the j  
Jordan a mile or two below the lake, 
and much marsh land was recovered. i 
To the south and we«t of the Huleh , 
are splendid com  lands, hence the 
lake's second name, rtnheiret el Khult, 
the “Lake of the Wheat."

In the Huleh valley a" a whole, rice, 
malxe. hemp, and probably cotton could 
all he profitably cultivated, while other 
parts might be planted with poplars 
for timber, and w-lfh apricot an«! p«‘ach 
orchards, ns 1« done with similar lands 
around r»nmn«< î<.

The district of rocky, volcanic hill
slope« between the Huleh and the Lake |
•f Galilee Is scarcely likely to afford 
tc«)pe for Irrigation, hut la the great 
descent o f the Jordan. feet In nine 
Biles, there exl.«ts an economical 
source of power sufficient to produce.
If properly utilized, all the electrical 
energy needed f'«r public and private 
use f.ir many mile« around.

To the north o f the Lake o f Galilee 
He the two fertile and easily lrrlgnt«HJ \ 
plains, El Rntnthah—the Jordan delta | 
—and El Ohuweir, or Gennesaret. Of 
this latter Josephus writes ; “ Extend- j 
Ing along the Lake of Gennesaret, and ; 
bearing also Its name, lies a tract of 
country admirable both for Its natural | 
properties and Its beauty. Such 1s the j  
fertility of the soil that It rejects no | 
plant, and accordingly all are here cul- j 
tlvared by the husbandmen; for so | 
genial Is the air that It suits every  ̂
variety. The walnut, which delights i 
beyond other trees In a wintry climate. | 
grows here luxuriantly, together with , 
the palm, which la nourished hy the i 
heat; and near to these are flg« and 
olives, to which a milder climate Is as- j 
signed.”

Flah Supply ef Gennesaret.
Gennesaret Is watered hy several 

streams, some of which In the deep 
valleys through which they emerge 
support gr«>ves of lemons, oriinges, and 
other trees. They also supply a num­
ber of mills. With n prop»er scheme 
the abundant water reaching this plain 
might be distributed to every part, and 
the district be thus restored to a con­
dition at least as fruitful ns that de- 
scrlb«Hl by Josepihus as existing In Ro­
man times. Jewish colonists have al­
ready In parts of th«> district gr«>ntly 
added to Its productiveness. All along 
the northern shore, where some of the 
springs feeding the lake are warm, the 
Ashing Is ape«'lally good; hut, indeed, 
the wafers o f the Huleh, of the I.,nke 
of Galilee, and of the Jordan Itself 
abound In Ash of which the larger 
varieties are all wholesome and pala­
table. The Ashing Industry has not yet 
been exploited for the beneAt of the 
public.

Debouching upon the lake from 
both east and west are several valleys 
which In their lower reaches contain 
streams that can he utilized for Irriga­
tion, and la their higher parts In many 
Instances contain rapidly descending 
torrents, even In some places water­
falls. suitable for supplying mechanl- 
rsl power. The greatest of these la 
the Tannnk valley, up which the Haifa 
railway ascends toward Damascus. 
This Is the Helromnx of the Greeks, 
and here shortly before the valley 
opens Into the main Jordan valley 
t^ r e  Is a group of hot sulphurous 
springs, amid which lie the ruins of 
the bstha and theater of the Greek set­
tlement at Amntha a health resort for 
the great city, Gadara, whose shund- 
not mins crown the mountains Im-

nicllately t.' the south. These sulphur i 
^̂ prlng*. a« well us those south t>f 
Tlberia«. al*«» ilevelope«! In H«»ninn 
times, and of the ancient rHllIrrhoe 
springs, vislttsl b.v the dying Herisl the 
«ires« to hope of i"i«'e In the Wady ' 
Zerka Maan. are all undoubteilly valu­
able assets to the lanil and should be 
prop«*rly developiMl. They have, even • 
under the primitive conditions obtain- ' 
Ing today, proved of beneAt to rheu­
matic affectl«>ns, and are visited hy the 
natlv«>f at cert.aln seasons. The water 
of some of these springs reaches a tem­
perature— lndep«'nilent of the season— 
of 14.1 degrees Fahrenheit, but all 
gradations of h«*at down to the merely 
pleasantly warm occur.

Immediately south o f the Lake of 
Galll«‘e Is a fairly level plain—once 
the bottom of the great lake which 
then Ailed this valley—which Is a gisvl 
corn land, while nearer the Jordan 
some of the lower ground can b«‘ easily . 
Irrigated. How far the whole »k> miles ■ 
of the Jordan valley between the two 
lakes Is capable o f complete Irrigation 
Is a question for experts, but I gather 
fr«im the views of one expert fr«ira 
India who vl«lted Palestine when I . 
was there, that water can he distribut­
ed over the greater part. It will need, 
however, a hlg scheme, which must 
deal with the valley a« a whole. Cer­
tain spots are naturally well provided 
with springs and streams, and have In 
the past been very well watered, | 
notably the district around R«>lsan and 
the Vale of Jezreel to Its west, the , 
Wady Fnrn. running from Nablus to | 
the Jordan, the eastern side of the Jor­
dan around the Wady Zerka (the Jab- 
bok). and the Jericho district, watered , 
at present In a very Incomplete way, j 
from Ain es .^ultnn (Elisha's fountain) 
and Ain Duk.

Water Supply In Reman Timet.
In the Roman era the Jericho plain ' 

was also watered from the Wady Kelt , 
by a series of aquedtiets. the ruins of 
which exist trslay. and the whole neigh- 
borho«jd roust for miles around have I 
been a mass of gardens, orehards, com- ! 
Acids, and [>nlm gmves. In Crusading , 
times sugar was cultivate«! here, and j  
some mins are now known as Tnwa- ■ 
hin ea Sukkar, the sugar mills. Even | 
toflay there are extensive frolt gar- i 
dent of oranges, lemons, bananas, and j  
dates, and a great deal of wheat and | 
barley Is grown on Irrigated land In ; 
this nelghborhoixl. In the various 
parts of the Jordan valley may be suc­
cessfully grown, besides wheat, harley. 
and maize, dates, bananas, grapes, Ags. 
oranges. lem«'>na. apricots, vegetables, 
and In all probability rice, cotton, and ! 
sugar. j

As the northern shore o f the Dead 
sea Is approached the soil becomes In- | 
creaslngly Impregnated with salt, and ' 
only supports tamarisks, reeds, and | 
other salt-IovIng plants. The sen Is It- 1 
self a vast storehouse of salt, pnrtlcu- I 
Inrly at Jehel rsdum. where there Is  ̂
a solid mass of crystallized salt rising , 
100 feet to IV) feet above the Dead ■ 
sea, of unknown width, and running 
for seven miles along the shore. j

In conslde.ring the («ossibtlltles of de­
velopment In the Jordan valley, there ' 
are drawbarks which must not be for- : 
giitten. The whole valley Is Intensely j 
nialarlnus—In the lower, hotter parts ' 
all the year round—and hlackwoter , 
fever and oriental sore (the variety ' 
here known as the Jericho boll) are j 
ls)th common. Even apart from this 
the heat In many parts Is excessive 
for more than half the year. Both 
Tiberias and Jericho are delightful— 
though somewhat enervating—ns win­
ter resorts, but In both the heat Is too 
great to allow- of white men tindertak- 
Ing heavy physical exertion there for 
the six or eight hot months, and It Is 
quite unAt for the rearing of European 
children. The only people who seem 
to stand long residence In the lower 
Jordan valley are negr«>es or half 
negroes (many of the Bedouins here 
have a negro admixture), and prob­
ably It will be necessary to Import 
negro labor from Africa If any great 
develf)pment la to occur here. Those 
engaged In supervising and developing 
the land over almost the whole of the 
Jordan valley should live In m»sqult«>- 
proof huts, and thHr families should 
live on higher ground, I.OOO feet or 
more up In the mountains. It should 
be quite possible to mn an electric 
tramway—with power generated from 
the Jordan—from the Halfa-ftaroascua 
railway atatlon at Es H«-makh, at the 
southern end o f the l,ake of Galilee, 
down to the Dead aea.

Do not 
cover this end in further winding, but i 
the other eml may be covere«! It 1» ' 
best to wind six or eight times’ In ons ' 
direction before turning to wind Id ’ 
an«)ther direction. When the skein Is 
completely wound tuck the last end 
well Into the ball. Pull out the tube 
bringing with It the long loose end for 
knitting. If many balls are wound at 
once or If u hall Is not to he used Iro- 
ine«llntely It Is a good id.-a to allow 
the tube to remain In the ball Ull 
ready for use.
