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The bad part about contests,
especially one suchasthe Lions
Club’s Christmas Decoration
judging, is that all the entries
can’t be winners.

The drilling ‘Christmas
tree’’ was a fine addition to the
community’s decorations this
holiday season and certainly
didn’t go unnoticed.

There was a drawback to it,
though, We understand the rig
was taken downand moved early
this week and thus won’tbeable
to add to the lighting picture
throughout the season,

Maybe that’s just as well,
too, however, as the unofficial
reports are that the hole was
a ‘“‘dry’’ one and onceagain this
area escaped becoming an oil
producing section of the coun-
try.

With good irrigation water
like we have, why would we
want oil, anyway?

We’ll go along with that ex-
planation until a better one
comes along and admit that we
appreciate Nixon more for mak-
ing the appointment than we do
Connally for accepting it.

Next year’s farm program
will have its adyantages, most
people agree in this neighbor-
hood. Possibly one of the big-
gest changes the program,
which will allow more acres to
be in production than in recent
years, will bring about will be
an increase in cotton,

This Is expected to be es-
pecially true in ‘‘weak’’ water
areas, Cotton will probably do
better with less irrigating that
any other crop grown here,
Many farmers are predicting
an increase inthe cotton yield--
because of more acres in pro-
duction -- under the new pro-
gram.

they’re eager to quit, anyway,
one excuse is probably as good
as another,

Evidently, sugar beets don’t
pay enough extra over other
crops to make up for all the
disadvantages connected with
producing them, such as pro-
longed growing season, pro-
longed harvest season, extra
irrigation water and fertilizer
and bothersome red tape from

Looking at the modern kitch-
en of today, one wonders what
kind of sweet memories it will
hold for those who grow up in
it, Will they remember things
that will make the ‘‘kitchen at
home’’ seem more precious to
them than their own will ever
be?

The kitchen athome wasa far
cry from even my present-day
kitchen., Memories sweep back
to the one of long ago; with its
black giant of a wood stove,
the round oak table, water
bench, dish safe and othernec-
essities of the kitchen of that
day.

Colonel Wilson E, Speir, dir-
ector of the Texas Department
of Public Safety, Austin, re-

He said 52 deaths are ex-
pected in the 78 hours of Christ-
mas from 6 p,m, Thursday, De-
cember 24 to midnight Sunday,
December 27, He also esti-
mated 35 traffic deaths during
the New Year holiday from 6
p.m. Thursday, December 31
to midnight Sunday, January
e
Speir said the Department of
Public Safety will place all
available patrolmen on the high-
ways during both holiday per-
iods to enforce the law and aid
motorists, He added that many
local law enforcement agencies
will be joining in this all-out
effort to reduce the number of
holiday accidents.,

The DPS director said a spe- |\
cial ‘‘Operation Motorcide"”’
would be in effect over both
holiday periods, during which
periodic tabulations of traffic
fatalities will be made and giv-
en the widest possibledissemi-
nation in order to focus public
attention on the added dangers

Elections Panel
Urges Revisions

AUSTIN — A House interim
study committee Friday recom-
mended major revisions in Tex-
as election laws to simplify
voter registration and ease
strenuous campaign schedules
by moving ahead primary elec-
tions,

The five - member Election
Code Reform Committee, which
will make its recommendations
to the Legislature in January,
also proposed moving primary
elections to Tuesdays rather
than Saturdays to encourage
larger turnouts.

The panel, however, side-
stepped recommendalions that
voters be required to declare
party affiliation upon registra-
tion — a move designed to keep
Republicans out of the Demo-
cratic party primary.

Committee members alsode-
layed action on a recommenda-
tion by Secretary of State Mar-
tin Dies Jr. that the state and
counties bear the ever increas-
ing costs of primary elections.

Support for moving the pri-
maries has come from both
Democrats and Republicans,
who complain the present sys-
tem which requires 10 months
of campaigning is physically and
financially burdensome.

The committee said the pri-
maries should be moved from
Mav to the first Tuesday after
the first Monday in September,
bringing them to within two
months of the general election
on the first Saturday in Novem-
ber.

Primary elections are now
held on Saturdays, which the
committee said cut down on
voter turnout, with many fami-
lies preferring weekend outings
to often lengthy waits in voting
lines.

Runoff elections would be held
two or three weeks after the
primaries.

Legislators moved the pri-
maries from July to May in
1959 to allow then U, S. Sen.
Lyndon Johnson to have his re-
nomination in the bag prior to
seeking the presidential nomin-
ation at the 1960 Convention.

The vote to move the primar-
ies ahead was three to one with
state Rep. Bob Salter of Gates-

Dies also recommended the
“registration by voting’’ sys-
tem to replace the present an-
nual voter registrationrequire-
ment, saying the proposed sys-
tem is more efficient and less
susceptible to fraud.

Under the system, the voter
continues to be registered if
he votes at least every four
years. The panel also recom-
mended allowing voter regis-
tration up to 30 days before any
election.

The present deadline is Jan.
31 of each year.

The committee delayedaction
on Dies’ recommendation that
the state and counties bear the
cost of primaries pending the
outcome of a Dallas federal
court case which could find the
filing fees unconstitutional.

In a preliminary ruling the
court ordered the names of
three Dallas men on the 1970
election ballots after they con-
vinced the court they could not
seek county office because they
lacked money for the costly
filing fees.
