(Miicrete poured around It. Some .sec- | 
tlons are to have Joints running along ' 
the middle o f the road, some across It, j 
and some wUI lie built without Joints, i 

Of especial Interest Is the construe- 1 
tlou of ribbed sections. Instead o f 
placing the concrete on a nearly flat 
siibgrade, trenches will be dug in the [ 
suhgruile running purallel to the edges , 
o f the road and also across the road. 
These trenches will be filled with con­
crete, giving the slab downxvard pro­
jection o f concrete, and presumably 
strengtlienlng It. Kxperlnicsits also 
will be conducted to determine the 
strengthening effect of treating the 
eurth under the concrete.

Raymond who played singles 
went through all the preliminaries 
and into finals against Amarillo, but 
owing to an accident he lost tr them.

schools.

Those who went in cars returned 
to Miami Saturday night, and those 
who went on the train arrived home 
Sunday afternoon.
