It U reportetl from reliable »ources 
'.hat a committee i> at work attempt- 
ing to plan a reuritanization. Nothinir 
i-an be arrompliahcd however until 
the examiner* make their report, giv- 
mr a true atatement of the bank’* 
oiMlitton and the value of it* aa*et*.

It i* believetl that if a reortcaniza- 
tk>n 1* attempteil that the depoaitur* 
will be called upon to aign up to leave 
their account in the bank for a jH-riod
