Ship Will Carry 
Magnolia Fame 

To Entire World

DALLAS, April 13,— "Mag­
nolia,”  fragrant blossom of the 
southland that gave its name to 
the south's pioneer oil refinery, 
will become widely known through­
out the world since the launching 
of the “ Magnolia,”  ocean-going 
pi'troleum tanker o f the Socony- 
Vacuum Oil Company, inc. K. H. 
Brown, chairman of the hoard of 
directors of the Magnolia Petro­
leum company, Dallas, and builder 
of the first oil refinery in the 
southwest, at Corsicana, Texas, 
and Mra. Brown participated in the 
christening o f the "Magnolia”  at 
the yards of the New York Ship 
Building corporation.

I.siunching of the $2,000,000 
tanker “ Magnolia”  marks the com­
pletion of the largest ship building 
program in the American merchant 
iDarine at the present time and is 
the fifth ship launched by Socony- 
Vacuum since June of last year. 
These and other tankers in the 
fU-et call frequently at the docks 
o f Magnolia’s largest refinery at 
Beaumont, Texas, for cargoes of 
southwestern petroleum products 
destined to every portion of the 
globe.

The ship was christened by Mrs. 
J. A. Brown, wife of the chairman 
of the executive committee of 
Socony-Vacuum with which Mug- 
nt the ceremonies iiieluded Ralph 
nolia is affiliated. Other guests 
H. Kinsloe, vice president and gen­
eral manager o f the Magnolia Pe­
troleum company, Dalla.s,

The "Magnolia”  is .said to he the 
la.st word in tanker construction. 
It is bUO feet long, has a cargo ca­
pacity of 5,330,00U gallons. The 
cruft i.s equipped with the late.st 
aids to navigation, including Sper­
ry gyro compass and pilot, radio 
direction finder, short and long 
wave radio communication, Patho- 
muter, and numerous .safety de­
vices in connection with the high- 
pressure super-heated power plant 
for propelling machinery.

The construction of the tanker 
required a total o f 1,200,000 man­
hours o f productive labor at the 
shipyard. The machinery, pumps, 
boilers and auxiliaries purchased 
by the shipyard from outside con­

cerns rei|uireil more tiian 800,000 
mun-liours of productive labor, ac­
cording to .Mr. Maguire, head of 
tile marine tians|>ortutiun depart­
ment of Cos'oay-Vacuum. To build 
the steel hull required more than 
5,300 ton- of plate.s and shapes, 
and 1,OHO.000 rivets were used to 
secure steel in place.
