Parmer County employees and
elected officials were given a raise
in the 1991 proposed salary
schedules, in a split vote by the
commissioners in a recent meeting.

The salary increase will amount to
five per cent for employees and
seven per cent for elected officials,
and a dollar amount of $52,000 in
the budget.

Voting for the motion were com-
missioners Robert White and Tom
Ware, with commissioners Emest
Anthony and Raymond McGehee
opposed. County Judge Bonnie
Clayton broke the tie with a favor-
able vote.

In other matters on the agenda,
two bids were awarded to Friona
Motors for dump trucks for
Precincts 2 and 4. The bid was
$44,975 for the truck for Precinct
2, and $44,496.17 for the truck for
Precinct 4.

The other bid received on the
trucks was by a Lubbock firm that
had a used truck for sale.

Bids were also opened as per the
recent legal notice for repairing 1.5
miles of pavement running north
from FM 1731 to West Plains Feed
Yard in Precinct 1. Parmer County
and the feed yard share equally in
the cost of this project.

Successful bidder was Appian
Construction of Hereford with a
low bid of $14,474. This was
more than $5,000 below the other

bid received, from Lipham Con-
struction Co. of Aspermont.

A proposal by Friona Independent
School District to use part of their
funds from the Permanent School
monies in the amount of
$30,258.62 was approved. The
money is to be used to make im-
provements to the junior high
fieldhouse in Friona.

A motion was passed to pay
$3534 for foster children care in
Parmer County.

Approval was given for uniform
allowances for Bob Davis and
Randy Geries.

The commissioners canvassed and
approved the results of the Consti-
tutional Amendment election Au-
gust 10. A total of 215 county
voters voted in favor of Amendment
#1, with 210 against. The second
proposal was defeated locally, 256-
170.

Soil conservation work was ap-
proved, when machines were in the
area and not needed otherwise, for
Nick Collier and Mike Riethmayer.

A request for Sid Felon, Chief Ju-
venile Probation Officer, to be
permitted to be a member of Parmer
County Health group was approved,
and a request from Anne Norton,
County Treasurer, to combine the
Road and Bridge Fund with the
General Fund for bookkeeping con-
venience was approved. The R&B
Fund amounts to only 1.1 per cent
of the taxes.

Bovina's Mustangs head into their
second scrimmage contest on Friday
against the Tahoka Bulldogs at Lit-
tlefield.

The Mustangs and Texico played
to a scoreless scrimmage at Texico
last Friday.

Bovina dominated the first part of
the scrimmage, driving inside the
Texico one-yard line, but failed to
score.

"We had a fairly well-balanced at-
tack. Joe Torres and Isabell Mar-
rufo ran the ball well, and Kory
Mitchell had a key pass reception
from Hector Guevaro. We just
didn't get the ball into the end
zone," said BHS Coach Rock Stan-
ley.

During the second segment of the
scrimmage, both teams appeared
tired, and did not move the ball as
well.

Bovina amassed 210 yards total
offense, which Stanley said wasn't
bad for a first scrimmage.

New Law
Affects

Vehicles

In September, the simple matter
of registering a motor vehicle in
Texas will become a little more
complicated.

The change is a result of insurance
reform enacted by the 72nd Legisla-
ture.

Beginning September 1, the
owner of a motor vehicle must
submit current proof of financial re-
sponsibility with an application for
initial registration, renewal of regis-
tration, or transfer of registration.
This new requirement is a must, re-
gardless of whether registration is
accomplished in person or by mail.

The most common evidence of fi-
nancial responsibility is a liability
insurance card issued to the policy
holder by the insurance company.
Examples of other types of accept-
able proof include insurance poli-
cies and binders, pool coverage
documents and certificates of self-
insurance, bond, etc.

The original or a photocopy of the
evidence will satisfy the require-
ment for proof of financial respon-
sibility. All original documenta-
tion will be retumed.

Questions about proper evidence
of financial responsibility may be
directed to your automobile
insurance company, your local
County Tax Assessor-Collector, or
to the local Division of Motor Ve-
hicles Regional Office.

Why do fathers sexually abuse
their children? One out of 100
women will be sexually abused by
their fathers before they reach 18
years of age.

A 37-year-old man's story starts
out this way. The husband and
wife are dependant on each other.
Strained communication develops
between him and his wife. The
wife is hospitalized. This causes
the 11-year-old girl to step into her
mother's role.

He says, "She took care of us all.
I loved her and she loved me. I'd sit
and watch television and she would
snuggle up next to me. I began to
fondle her. Then it got to be
more." He said that he would quit
for a few months, because he knew
it was harming the girl, but it
would always start up again.

In these cases, the child victim is
set up at an early age. These chil-
dren become little adults. One
woman said, "It was as if she was a
spectator, sitting on a shelf, watch-
ing other children at play. Stolen
is their childhood."

All types of people molest their
children. The ethnic and economic
breakdowns of families conform to
the overall population. The average

"Why Their Fathers?" ':

offender is white, he is a profes-
sional or skilled blue collar worker.
While basically middle-class, they
are not involved in the community.
They lack an extended family.
They are isolated.

There is no typical offender.
Some of the characteristics that
many sexual offenders share are:

(1) A rigid and authoritarian back-
ground. The man makes every de-
cision.

(2) Heavy alcohol use. One-third
of sexual assaults involve use of al-
cohol by the offender. The offender
uses alcohol as an excuse to abuse,
the alcohol does not cause the
abuse.

(3) Someone who was abused as a
child seems more likely to abuse as
an adult.

(4) Men who batter their wives
will frequently abuse their children
as well, often sexually. They may
also sexually assault other children.

(5) Loners. Someone with diffi-
culty relating to people of the same
age.

Be aware that none of these are
certain indicators of danger to the
child. "The best protection for the

In the eight years I have worked
with these children, I have seen.
more of the chain reaction: grandfa-
ther sexually abuses his children,
these children grow up to sexually
abuse their children. The girls in
these families will grow up to
marry men who will sexually abuse
their children. It will go on if the
chain is not broken. The best way
to break the chain is to help the
child.

In both cases, the offender will
deny the abuse if caught. It comes
down to the abuser's word against
the child victim's. If the abuser
admits to the crime, he will blame
the child by saying, "The child se-
duced him."

The mother is a very dependant
woman. She was probably sexu-
ally abused as a child; her self-es-
teem is very low, and chances are
the offender is physically abusing
her. He tells her he will kill her
and the children if she tries to leave
him. She chooses not to believe
her daughter and stays with the
abuser.

The child cannot return home un-
der these circumstances. The vic-

tim is placed into the emergency
housing or foster home, /!

The social workers will do all that'
is possible to get the family to-!
gether again.  Counseling for,
parents and child, parenting classes,
and visits with the child will be ar-
ranged. If the parents accept this.
help and are willing to work on the’
problems, the family can be saved.

But this seldom occurs. Children’
can be in foster care for years.'
These children are living in limbo,
going from foster home to foster
home, social worker to social
worker, until the child reaches the
age of an adult or runs away,
whichever comes first.

In some cases, children are re-.
tumed home because judges are not
educated to the problem of sexual
abuse. These children have no
chance. They will be abusive
parents, while turning to crime and
prostitution.

There are a few children who do
make it. Their lives have changed
and they have broken the chain of
abuse. The others we continue to
love and pray for and we hope that
sometime, they will overcome the
abusive chain.
