It is mortall.v ea.<y to lake a runninjr jum p into the 
wrong conclusion, when an unevpecteil bit o f news comes 
over the hoTit'^n; aiul the report on wonten workers— ; 
submitted to President Roosevelt by John D. Kigpers, d i - . 
rector o f the Fedoial I ’ lu mployment Consu.s— deserves! 
some careful thought before any deductions are based on j 
it.

Mr. Bigpers succeeded in clenring up part o f the my­
stery about where men's missing iobs have gone. The 
women have 'em— to the extent, at least, o f 2 .7 III.000 
cases.

On the basis ■ f the I'otO ceii-us and the normal popu­
lation increase it as expected that by th'- fall o f l ‘':I7— 
when Mr. Biggei>' census w as taken— there would be 
about ll.TSO.OOO womi’n gainfully employed But when 
i\Ir. Biggers made his check-up. he found that there were 
uvtually 14.406,000 women holding : -b;.

Somewhere along the line, then. son;ething (|uite un­
foreseen happened, resulting in an uUerlv unpret edented
increase in the number of women w-irkers.

Census Bureau experts blame it -m the depro.s.sion. Or-i 

dinarly, they explain, women enter the labor market at 
the age o f 20, or thereabouts, and leave it a few years 
later— to get married, or for other rea.'ons. But in the last 
half-dozen years they haven't been leaving tbeir jobs. 
\\ hen male members of the family lose 'heir jobs or can 't 
find work, the woman wh<v has a job  hangs on to it.

Now fro mall this it would b.- easy to reach the con­
clusion that one cause o f mal* unemployment today i.s the 
pre.sence o f too many women in tb'- labor market. Already 
yoil can hear the firs* faint muttering o f .stout-hearted 
males declaring that women's place is in the hon e. Before 
long, more and more people will tell us that the unemploy­
ment problem won't be .solved until women give up their 
jobs.

Yet this would be one o f those easy conclusion.s that 
don’t stand up under analysis.

Tyler wa* 
second and Daingerfield third.

Goliad State Hi.storical Park, it 
wn* revealed in a study separate 
from the general *ur\ey had at­
tendance o f 56,400 .Attendance at 
other state parks wa*:

Balmoiheu 26,600; Fort Parker 
19,500; Lockhart lb,0l)U; Lake 
Brnwnwe >d 14,20U; Longhorn 
Cavern 9,000; Gerner 7.900, 
H'antsville 7,200; Clebjriie 6,700.

In the n.etropolitan areas where 
the Naticiml Park Service is au
