Survey Started 
On Pecos River

PECOS, Tex. —  Preliminary 
moves to a detailed survey of the 
Pecos River watershed were taken 
when two United States army en­
gineers arrived here for a rccon- 
naisanoe survey of the area.

Their work will be followed b y ; 
a proposed $400,000 survey con-| 
tingent upon a $30,000 appropria- ■ 
tion by the Texas legislature as its| 
part of the cost. New Mexico has, 
alloted a like amount for the pro­
ject intended to serve as basis for 
future interstate compact be­
tween the two states for distribu­
tion of the Pecos waters.

The engineers, Howard A. Tre- 
villyan, associate engineer, and 
Robert E. Henry, engineering 
aide, are civilian employes of the 
U. S. Engineering office at Gal­
veston.
