R. G. HILL IS 
FOUND DEAD 
AT HIS HOTEL

R. G. Hill, about (>0, an em ­
ploye of the United State* D epart­
ment o f A griculture, wa* found 
dead in hi* room a t the Connellee 
Hotel in Eastland about 12:30 
o'clock Saturday morning. Dress­
ed in night clothing the body was 
found by hotel employes lying on 
the floor by the side of the bed 
and near a stand for the tele­
phone. The telephone was on the 
floor beside the body.

Employes oi Jie  hotel told 
Justice  of the Peace E. E. Wod.s. 
who with District atto rney  Earl 
Conner, conducted an investiga­
tion, that a call had come to the 
di.sk from Hill’s room asking for 
a doctor and th a t a doctor had 
been summoned.

Dr*. K. T. Ubell and J. H. C at­
on, Justice Woods stated , were at 
the elevator waiting to go up­
stairs when he arrived a t the ho­
tel a fte r  having been summoned 
by hotel employe*.

Justice Woods said th a t his in­
vestigation disclosed no evidence 
of violence on the  body and that 
his verdict would be th a t the de­
ceased died of natural causes.

Among the dead m an’s affect* 
the coroner found several dollars 
worth of travelers ' cheque* and a 
le tte r from Silver Spring*. Mary­
land, addressed to K. G. Hill, care 
Southwestern Peanut Grower* As­
sociation. The le tter signed “'W il­
lie" wa.x addrei-sed to "D ear D ad," 
and the w riter expressed the hope 
th a t he would soon be coming 
home. "Peanuts are not so impor­
tan t now as they were a  month 
kgo when you sta rted ,” the w riter 
said. Reference* wa* made to 
"Mon” and said. ‘"It is too bad you 
can 't see your flowers; they are 
perfect.”  In closing the w riter ad­
monished “dear dad” to take care 
of him self and again expressed 
the hope th a t she would see him 
again soon.

L. P. McGarrey of F o rt W orth, 
who with Hill and o ther employe* 
of Um U. S. A gricultural dep art­
ment*, registered a t the Connellee 
hotel about ten days ago and had 
been working in the surrounding 
te rrito rv , said th a t he wa* with 
Hill a t Gorman Friday and that 
ho last saw him ju st before he 
re tired  Friday night a t  which 
im e he appeared well and feeling 
good. He said he had a t no time 
heard Hill say anything about not 
feeling well.

The Ham ner U ndertaking com­
pany, on instructions from  Hill's 
imm ediate superior* in the U. S. 
A gricultural departm ent, shipped 
the remains Saturday afternoon to 
Silver Spring.*, .Maryland.
