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Milk.And Bread
Price Increases
Allowed By OPA

OPA-approved price fnrreaaoa on 
two of the esseutiala of life, milk 
and bread, affected almuat every 
person in Eastand County this 
week.

The milk price increase, an­
nounced first, raised the price of 
milk to consumers a cent a quart 
(or sweet milk and half a rent for 
butiemiilk—or a full cent for the 
Utter where It is bouftht by the 
tinitle quart.

The rent a pound increase in 
the price of bread was announced 
VCedne.<day, and was designed to 
compensate bakers for higher 
flour prices created by wheel 
price increases set up to stimulate 
tke flow of grain for hungry peo­
ple abroad.

The milk price increase was one 
of the now-familiar merry-go- 
rounds caused by supply and de­
mand pressures. Krist came an in­
crease in the price of dairy feeds, 
(su.>ed by the same grain situation 
that caused the bread price in­
crease. Hut after the feed prices 
went up. dairymen were dosing 
money on every gallon of milk 
and pound of butterfat, so a 4C 
cent! a hundred pounds Increase 
had to be granted them on the 
price of the milk they produce, or 
they would have been going out 
of business wholesale. And the one 
cent a quart price the consumer 
haa to pay extra to get his milk 
juit about pays for the price in­
crease given the farm producers 
of milk.

The only person who stood to 
gain an>ihing was the milk pro­
ducer who grows his own feed.

Another milk price Increase is 
scheduled to come July 1 when a 
wartime milk subsidy goes off, but 
(he incrwise at- that time will be 
two cents a quart, to compensate 
milk producers for the loss of the 
IS cents per 100 ponds subsidy 
(her are receiving now.

A whopping increase in the price 
of butter also was reportedly In 
the offing, which should be dis- 
coaraglng only to the minority who 
hate found any butter to buy.
