“ People have been complaining 
about the taste of the water,’’ I 
said Tanner, "and they’re right.! 
Our filtration plant just wasn’t ' 
built to handle that much water, 
and can’t take all the lake sedi­
ment out when it does handle It 
that fast.”

Tanner said the chemically 
treated water is perfectly safe to 
use, but gives the impression it 
is not. because of the slight odor 
and taste.

“ Pt-ople who let water run on 
their lawns until it runs down the 
street, who have leaky faucets or 
water connections, or who other­
wise waste water are contributing 
greatly to the excessive water use,’’ 
Tanne^’ said.

Eastland is not in any danger 
of a water shortage this summer, 
he said, and the system ran pump 
all that is needed, but the filtration 
plant is the bottleneck to the pro- 
diicion of clear, sparkling water 
when use exceeds the caiacity of 
the plant.

City officials in times past 
have discussed cutting down the 
15.000-galloix minimum allowed 
water users but so far have taken 
no action to do so. Tanner has 
pointed out that if every water 
user in Eastland used the mini­
mum. the systgps ptH supply
the water. iU juM bpr dl|l|| have 
set the minidral^ >'sage
base of 7,.
