number on a stub which is torn 
o ff after comparison with the 
registration number and before 
the ballot is put in the box.

Many states now use some 
form of numbering system on 
their ballots, with either a single 
or double detachable stub. In the 
latter case, one stub may be re­
tained by the voter. The proposed 
law for Texas would use the sin­
gle 8‘ ub.

In either case, the stubs are 
detached completely before the 
ballot is placed in the box. Miss, 
ouri, however, used a non-detach- 
able stub, but after the numbers 
have been compared, a .seal is 
placed over the number before 
the ballot is placed in the box. The 
.seal is put on in such a way that 
any ^tempt to remove it would be 
so difficult as to attract the at­
tention of those W'atching the 
counting. If necessary, individ­
ual votes may be checked in leg­
al proceedings by removing the 
seal.

The fundamental principle in 
maintaining secret ballots and 
honest elections lies in selection 
of qualified election judges for 
the polls, experts say. If they are 
not only honest, but have a good 
knowledge of election laws and 
methods of frsud, all will go well 
in any election.

islature brings up the question 
of just how secret is the ballot 
in Texas.

Under the Australian (paper) 
ballot system in use throughout 
the United States, secrecy of the 
ballot in any atate depends upon 
the hone.sty and qualifications of 
the election judges. Most judges 
are honest, but a well-organized 
crooked political machine can see 
to it that some judges are ap­
pointed from its “ approved”  list. 
It is the responsibility o f these 
crooked judges to see that bal­
lots of voters whose loyalty to the 
machine is questionable are mark­
ed in some way, so that in a 
counting a check can be made to 
see if the baliot was voted “ right” .

The pre.sent law in Texas 
makes identification simple for 
such a judge, or anyone else in­
terested in the counting. As the 
voter enters the poll and has his 
name checked on the precinct reg­
istration list, a number is placed 
b ' the name and on the ballot. 
If anyone is interested in learning

The theory behind this numb* 
erinir system is that It would 
enable judges in contested elec­
tions to know just who voted and 
how. Kxperience has proved, how­
ever, that most election contests 
srise over the total amount rath- 
er than because of individual ba|f 
Iota. This is one o f the arguments 
presented by the League in favor 
of its proposed change in the 
Texas law.

The idea o f number ballots 
dates back to the introduction of 
a method o f stuffing the ballot 
box, known as the “ Tasmanian 
Dodge.” In other times, although 
the laws required *hat ballots be 
carefully guarded, a machine 
worker might obtain one and 
bring it to his boss. The boss 
would then round up his bought 
voters in a precinct, give the bal­
lot, properly marked, to the first 
of thena, and send him in to vote. 
Actually, the voter would pick up 
a ballot from the judges, enter a 
booth and pretend to mark It. 

Instead, he would stuff the un- 
I marked ballot in a pocket, leave 

the booth and put the marked bal­
lot in the box. The ballot given 
him at the poll then be given to 
the boss to mark for the next 
man, and so on.

The numbering system was 
designed to prevent this type of 
stuffing by having the judge 
c o m p a r e d  the voter’s ■ num­
ber given when he received the 
ballot— with the number on the 
ballot deposited in the box. If the 
numbers agreed, it most likely 
was the same ballot, not one 
which had been marked for the 
vote.'.
