Tension continued to grow until
Jan. 7, 1856, inauguration day.
With an escort of seven companies
of militia, Barstow paraded to the
senate chamber, where he took
the oath of office. Newspapers of
the day reported that aboue 2,000
Barstow support-
ers watched the parade from Capi-
tol square,

Meanwhile, Bashford quietly
tcok the oath from Chief Justice
Fdward Whiton in the suprem
court room. He strode into the
governor's office and asked pos-
from Barstow. Barstow
laughed.

Bashford then brought suit in
| the supreme court to oust Barstow
but the latter argued that the ju-
dicial and executive branches of
the government are equal and one
could not assume jurisdiction over
the other. The Georgia contro-
versy, 91 years later, echoes the
same argument,

The Wisconsin court assumed
jurisdiction, investigated the vote,
found fraud in two key counties
and on March 24, declared Bash-
| ford the winner by 405 votes.

In the meantime, other compli-
cations had set in, Barstow re-
| signed in favor of MacArthur, who
barricaded himself in the execu-
tive office and proposed “to hold
the fort at all hazards.”

The court dismissed his claim
|te the governorship, but Muc-
Arthur maintained his vigil in
thesoffice.

Tempers began to run high and
historians of the period began to
drill for a “desperaté encounter”
the day after the court’s decision
against MacArthur.
