Ferry said there was no future 
in second-rate frosen foods and 
"the steady and orderly progress 
of the industry ran only be as­
sured by strict adherence to one 
euidiiiff principle--quality at its 
best."

Commercial food freeiing is a 
relatively young Industry but the 
proceie dates back to early history.

In 1626. Francis Bacon caught 
a fau l cold while seeking to pre- 
!crve a goose by stuffing it with 
snow. Berry said. A little later, 
Famuel Pepys noted in his famous 
dairy that thrifty burghars in 
Konigsberg, Garmany, wart frees- 
ing fowl in the lata fall to assure 
themselves of a supply of fresh 
meat through th# winter.

"The idea of frecaing fruits,”  he 
•aid. “ appears to date from 1904. 
when the United States Bureau of 
Plant Industry froze strawberries 
and other fruits, which proved 
suitable for pies and pastries. It 
i* recorded that early as 1905 one 
firm froze 14 carloads of huckle­
berries. Real development of fruit 
freezing, however, was delayed un­
til the early 192U’e, and vegetable 
fsoering made its debut as late as 
1929.”

Freexing preserves food through 
preventing microbial growth and 
the food must be kept at a tern-1 
perature not higher than 15 de-. 
grees fahrenhelt. |

■A food at this temperature.' 
Berry .»aid. will not spoil, but it 
ha.s been found advisable to use 
temperatures below zero in order 
to preserve more fully the color 
and flavor. Under the best condi­
tions frozen peas have been known 
to retain all their bright green 
color for a." long as eight years.

Powerful e n z y m e s  must be 
reckoned with in veitetables which 
cannot be handled hy freezing 
alone. Berry said vegetables must 
fir.st be given a steam bath before 
they are frozen, varying from one 
niiiiUte for peas to eight minutes 
for corn on the cob. I

Freezing processes are l i t t l e ;  
nv're than an improvement on 
nature which has been known tO; 
preserve mammoths in the ice of I 
northern Siberia for thousands of| 
years. !

Posed on January estimates, 
farmers indicated they will plant 
only 142,00(1 acres of potatoes this 
year, compared to 153,000 acre." 
in 1946. In 1915, the state had 
172,000 acres of potatoes planted.

Survey experts blamed the de- 
c.easod acreage on present sur­
pluses, which have demoralised 
the potato maiket. The same 
agency reported 7,940,00 bushels 
of merchantable potatoes in stor­
age on Jan. 1. That is 43 per cent 
more than for a year ago, but six 
per cent less than the unusually

high storage stock on the samt 
date in 1945.* Farmers reporta4 
that 6,043,000 bushels will remain
on farms for use as food, seed and 
livestock feed.

Inegalar rhythm attracts the 
eve along a wandering route by 
the tise of line, fqjm, pattern, light 
or color. It is more subtle and dif­
ficult to attain than regular rhy­
thm. It unties all the articles in 
each group of furniture and also 
connects each group with the ad­
joining groups.

Q. I am a former officer of the 
Naval reseiwe, was called to active 
duty and served during World War 
II. In 1946 I was found by a Medi­
cal Survey Board to be fit only 
for limited duty. I was finally dis­
charged without paj.

A. If you incurred a disability

A. A veteran’s compensation 
or pension is not subject to Fed­
eral income tax. Therefore, if 
you are the family breadwinner 
you may claim exemption for 
him.

A. Y'es. Total disability in­
come benefits authorized by rp- 
cent legislation can be added to 
any plan o f National Sen-ice 
Life Insurance upon application, 
with proof o f good health and 
payment o f an extra premium. 

Q. Can a disabled veteran tak­
ing a course under Public Law 16 
continue his training for more 
than four years?

A. Training in excess o f four 
years may he approved when 
the veteran’s disability is such 
that no course of training which 
does not exceed four years will 
restore him to employability, or 
circumstances beyond the con­
trol o f the veteran neces.sitate 
the extension beyond the pre­
scribed four year period.

Q. Can an amputee veteran 
I select the type of artificial limb 

he wants and the firm he wants 
to buy it from?

A. Yes, the veteran wHI be 
permitted to select the artificial 
limb o f his choice, but it must 
be purchased from an approved 
prosthetic appliance manufac­
turer under contract with V.A.

After analyzing reports from 
several hundred sportsmen, the 
seiwice computed that the average 
deer hunter spends $270 a year 
for rmmunition, boat rental, 
guides attd pack stock, club dues, 
food, lodging, clothes and liquor. 
In addition he travels 2,236 miles, 
which at five cents a mile would 
total $112. He invests $504 in 
guns, camping equipment and 
fishing tackle, representing a 
yearly cost of $72, considering 

^hat equipment lasts an average 
of seven years.

The average hunter spends 14 
days a year on his big game 
hunts, 4** days hur'ing phea.sants 
and quail, 3 3-4 days luinting 
gee.Ne and ducks and more than 
10 days fishing.

He loses on the average $119 
in wages for time taken off to 
hunt and fish.
