The telephone company pays 
wages in any community that com- ■ 
pare favorably with those paid by 
other firms for work of equal skill 
and training. For example, in Fast- 
land starting rate.- for operators 
with no f'xpeiienee is $26.00, a 
week and after seven years they 
reaoh a top of $.74.00 a week.

The union has demanded that 
the starting rate be raised to 
$41.00 a week for operators with 
no experience, and that after 
only four years pav should reach 
a top rate of $."il.00 a week. That 
is an increase of $15.00 to $17.00 
a week or about fifty per cent.

The telephone rompany, in an

in which we operate. The union 
has not yet accepted this offer, 
though it was ifiade several days

shop, check-off, jurisdiction of 
work, and the like, are not proper 
subjects of arbitration. The uni­
on still has not accepted our broad 
er offer.

Total demands of the union 
would eoft the rompany an esti 
mated $6f>,ni)0,0li0.0() a year, or 
more than three times as much as 
the net income last year. This is 
equivalent of about $3.00 p e r  
month per telephone customer.

We feel that this strike cannot 
be justified. Telephone people are 
well paid, with the highest wage- 
in telephone history, which com­
pare favorably with wages paid 
people of similar skill in other in 
dustries. The strike is particularly 
not justified in the face of our of­
fer to have the wage question sub­
mitted to fair and impartial arbi­
tration.

We appreciate the public’s co­
operation and we regret exceed­
ingly the ineonveiiienre and hard­
ship which the strike is causing 
telephone users.”

^ ’HEN news reached England 
”  of the Battle of S-iratoga in 

the American Revolutionary War 
with the defeat and surrender of 
General Burgoyne, someone re­
marked to the econom <t, Adam 
Smith, ‘'The nation is doomed," 
and the eminent author of "The 
Wealth of Nations" replied, 
' There is a great deal of doom 
in a nation."

The remark is amply illustrat­
ed in the history of nations, but 
perhaps nowhere more po.ntedly 
than In tht history of Israel. 
When one considers all that hap­
pened between the Journeyipgs 
fiom the bondage In Egypt and 
the difi^i^on of the Jews from 

.their ^^^^n ian  homeland the 
*m arv l^|B it there should Jiavc 

s lieen ^ v V a l  at all.
Even now, some centuries aft­

er It seemed that the natkuial 
history of the Jews in Palestine 
had forever closed, we see great 
numbers of Jews hoping to re­
establish a Jewish national slate 
in their homeland.

PALESTINE seemed doomed 
almost in the very beginning 

when the armies of Israel 'wen^ 
down to defeat with Saul, who 
had begun his rule so auspicious­
ly, a suicide on the field of bat­
tle But David, a man of tlie 
sward rather than the harp, soon 
made his prowess felt, consoli­
dating and greatly eblahiinf the 
kingdom.

Then came the reign of Solo­
mon, a long period ot pegee dnd 
apparent prosperity-.-g sort ot 
golden age of Israel, but an age 
in which u)l was nut gold that

glittered. For the oppressions of 
the people under the show ot 
glory soon led to rebellion and 
disruption.

Peter says in his Second Epis> 
tie that “holy men of God spake 
as they were moved by the 
Holy Ghost." They were moved 
to write with the candor of real­
ism and truth, for the remark­
able quality of these records of 
ancient Israel is the way in 
which nothing is withheld. The 
sins of David, especially the sin 
of adultery and the murder of 
the man whom he had wronged, 
are set down beside his great 
qualities of heroism, tenderness, 
and generosity.

Your columnist visited Hot 
Springs recently and it wa- a 
most enjoyable experience.

One .spot wa.s 
bla.sted out of solid rock to make 
room for a filling -tation and near­
by i.s a bus stop which is only a 
few pure* from a ledge of rock 
under which one can take refuge 
from rain.
