“1$ie death benefit payments in 
this state test year were made un­
der 28,730 policies, compared with 
20,466 policies in the previous 
year and 20,084 policies in 1045' 
the Institute reported. “Uf the ag­
gregate 1047 payments in t h e  
state, $20,274.UUU was under 10,- 
717 ordinary policies; $6,038,000 
was under 2,907 group life insur­
ance policies; and $3,770,000 was 
under 16,115 industrial insurance 
policies. These payments helped 
keep families together, provide 
educational funds, pay off mort­
gages, provide retirement income 
or stebilite business organiutions 
in all parts of the state."

The national total death bene­
fits paid last year was $1,339,300.- 
000 which compares it with $1,
280.362.000 in 1946 and $1,279,
667.000 in 1945.

The 1047 national benefits were 
paid under 1.270i3.T, policies 
compared with 1,250,844 policies 
in 1946 and 1,318,3:14 policies in 
1945. Of the aggregate payments 
nationally last year, $9.55.786,000 
was under 351.535 ordinary poll-j 
ciea; $202,640,000 was under 102,- 
280 industrial policies.

“The death benefits nationallj 
were the greatest on record," the 
Institute continued. "This was in 
spite of the lowest death ratr a- 
mong polity holders ever experi­
enced. The greatly increased vol 
ume of life insurance owned ac­
counted for the greater benefit 
payments. Death benefit payments 
last year were 33 per cent greater 
than In pre-war 1941, and the to­
tal amount of life insurance 
force was 53 per cent greater.’
