State To Complete Highway 80 Section

Contract Given
For Topping Road
Wesi 0f Cisco

a step toward pening a
segment of the new U. S. Highway
80 between Cisco and Abilene was

begun this week when the Texas
Highway Commission awarded a
contract for topping a section of
the highway in Callahan County
beginning at the Eastland County
line

The section will connect with
a section already built from Cisco
o the Callahan County line, but
now unused except for local traf
fic because it connects with no
highway

The entire route of the high-
way from Cisco to a point near
Putnam is to be changed when the
new Callahan County segment is
completed

The job will eliminate one of
the worst sections of U. S. 80 on
the coast-to-coast route. The pre-

liminary construction work has in-

volved the moving of an immense
amount of dirt the hilly and
rough country

It was believed the new high-
way section will be ready for trav-
el before summer ends

Highway officials have said in
the past that the next section of
U. S. 80 to be rebuilt in this sec-
tion of Texas will be from Cisco
east to the new Strawn Hill sec-
tion past Ranger, but no recent
indications have been given of
when the job is contemplated

County officials have been wor-
rying about the project for some
while, since the county will be
expected to furnish the right-of
way, and rightof'way acquisition

is expected to prove quite expen-
sive because of the amount of im-
proved property along the route

In another part of the county,
a section of the Carbon-Rising
Star farm to market road was
designated in Austin as an offic-
jal farm to market road, to be
improved when funds are avail-
able, it was announced

The section designated is from
Okra north for about 3.5 miles

It is hoped eventually to get all
of the Carbon-Rising Star road
hard-surfaced under the farm-to
market program. This would give
a closer road from Rising Star to
