He a.sked her 
if she had told police th a t "she 
was as much to  blame a.s Hatt 
m an”.

"1 don’t rem em ber what 1 did 
say, hut on looking bark on it I 
can see that I may have thought I 
was to blam e,”  .she replied. "I wa.s 
feeling very foolish to  have gone 
out with him in the first place, and 
1 may have thought it was my 
fau lt for being so gullible."

So he m ust buy or ren t another 
ferm . This haa been a bad th ing

Now we like t"> live on the 
farm . .So since Dxddy hough* our 
farm  in thia county we have help­
ed him build up the soil.

When 
we moved here our land produc­
ed no more peanuts to the ai-re 
than  our neighbors, but stripping 
ia giving us more peanuts to the 
acre each year. W hile the neigh- 
bosa land which was tanted snliil 
to peanuts had blown away until 
their peanuts a re  hardly worth 
gathering.

O ur chickens, cow, and sows a l­
so enjoy the  w inter cover crop.- 
of rye and legumes planted on 
ou r peanut fields each fall. These 
cover crops provide green food 
fo r them  al Iw inter and a nice soil 
building cover crop to tu rn  u n ­
der in the  spring. If  we count the 
worth to  us and our land in food 
money and soil building the cow, 
sow and hen are  o f more real 
value to us than  the peanuts which 
we consider our m oney crop.”

The -ow is very im portant, be- 
cau.-e -he raises about three  litte r- 
of pigs a year, in rrea-ing  the herd 
very fast The best of the pig 
crop can be kept to increase th*- 
herd while the extras can be sold | 
on the  m arket. The sow also fu rn ­
ishes m eat, lard  and soap. She can 
be fed tha  waste vegetables, milk 
and faad. Tha sow ia not eholcy 
what ahe eats. There could not 
be anything b a t the sow that 
would make the fa rm er more 
money aa fast a t  aha does.

The hen is small but 'h e  sc ra t­
ches and does her dutv until a f ­
te r  dark , and up before daylight, 
cackling again. She is alw ay- on 
the job  laying egg- fo r the fa rm ­
er. Some of the egg- are eaten 
while o thers are  sold or hatched 
The chirks <an be kept to  in­
crease the flock while the others 
can be eaten or sold on the m ar­
ket.
