The field was attracting more 
and more outside operators, and 
it wraa reported that leasing in 
the general area o f the field is 
brisk, with good prices paid for 
leases, and some royalty changing 
owners.

Thursday, surface pipe had been 
Piet in the Briggs Owen No. 7 well, 
and the rig was skidded from No. 
5 to No. 7, with drilling to begin 
at once, a spMkesman for Bank­
line Oil Compsany said.

The No. 5 well was to be given 
a Hydrafrac treatment Friday, and 
a production test is scheduled for 
Saturday.

It was reported that no definite 
estimate had been made on p>ro- 
duction on the Crotsman & Savage 
No 1 Perdue in the Briggs Owen 
Field, but opieraUws believe it will 
be one of the best wells in the 
field

The Perdue well extended the 
field further northwest.

Over 200 Inspect 
Soil Saving Work

Lunch at noon was served by 
courtesy o f the Gorman Business 
Men's Club and chambers of com­
merce at Elastland, Ranger and 
Cisco. K ilgore’s Creamery o f East- 
land and the Texas Cocai^ola Bot­
tling Co. also cooperated in the 
lunch.

In addition to the usual soil con­
servation practices viewed by the 
group, they saw a new summer 
legume called guar, and a large 
23,000-p>ound brush cutter follow­
ing a bulldozer which was knock­
ing and pushing down the brush.

! Eastland schools to date have 
i 784 students enrolled, including

However, he said the problem 
is being met by shifting children 
from school to school, and by 
shifting teaching personnel if nec­
essary.

Mrs. Eugene Green Wednesday 
was elected to teach fifth grade 
work in the West Ward school.

Womack said that pxarants inter­
ested in starting pre-school age 
children in first grade work 
should contact him at once.

A  plan was reported afoot under 
which parents o f such pre-school 
age children would pay a certain 
amount of tuition, the money to be 
Used for part of a teacher's sal- 
The schools would meet the rest 
of the salary cost, and would put 
the youngsters into regular first 
grade classes, which then would 
have plenty of room.

Womack said the ages of pre­
school age children who wish to 
attend school should be filed with 
him at Telephone 142.

42 Are Enrolled 
In Negro School

Forty-two Negro .students have 
enrolled in the Eastland Douglas 
School, a record number because 
of this year’s arrangement where­
by Cisco and Ranger colored high 
school students attend the East- 
land school.

County School Supt. Carl Ell-
liott, who engineered the arrange­
ment, spoke to the students Wed­
nesday and told them how im­
portant it is for them to attend 
school daily if the arrangement is 
to be continued. Having two 
teachers for the school may be
continued only if attendance is 
high, because o f the daily average 
attendance requirements of the 
Gilmer-Aikin Bill, he said.

Of the 42 students in the school. 
17 are in high school.

There are 11 Negro students
coming from Cisco each day and 
six from Ranger.

Both Elliott and Eastland Sup­
erintendent o f Schools W. G. Wom­
ack said that they believed the 
two-teacher school will enable the 
colored students to get a much 
better education.

Rainfall during a series of light 
to heavy showers Saturday, Sunday 
and Monday totalled 1.05 inches, 
Eastland Weatherman J. A. Beard 
said Tuesday.
