Unconscious Lad
Sole Survivor Of
Family; Five Killed

|

Unconscious and unaware “that
all five members of his immediate
family were dead in a tragic car-
truck smashup, 6-year-old David
Jack Stephenson lay in the Gra-
ham Hospital in Cisco Thursday.

Watching over the unconscious
lad nearly a week after the crash
just east of Cisco were nurses and
relatives, feeling a deep compas-
sion for the boy whose torn body
was the remaining evidence of the
awful scene on Highway 80.

It was close to midnight Thurs-
day night of last week when Jack
Stephenson, 30, his wife, Clara Hu-
ber Stephenson and their four
sons were leaving Cisco for their
home near Staff after attending a
rodeo at Baird and visiting rela-
tives in Cisco.

Just outside Cisco where High-
way 80 is under construction, the
oil field worker apparently be-
came confused, and drove head
on into a big truck-trailer driven
by Leon Hayes of Dallas.

Hayes was injured only slightly,
but Stephenson, his wife and two
of their sons, Archie Dale, 5, and
Donald Lee, 3, died at the spot, in
their horribly smashed car or on
or beside the highway. Another
son, Kenneth Joe, 11 months old,
died later in the Cisco hospital.

Stephenson was employed by the
Gilchrist Drilling Company of Abi-
lene.

A throng attended joint funeral
services for the five victims, held
Sunday at the Merriman Baptist
Church near Ranger. Officiating
was Rev. Harold Williams, pastor
of the church. Burial was in the
Merriman Cemetery.

The crash was one of the worst
in the history of the county.

Individual hail stones as large‘
as three and a quarter inches in|
diameter were measured, and a lot
of smaller stones fell. However,
as hail storms go, the fall was com- |
paratively light in most places. |

Damage included breaking of al
plate glass window at the East-|

house of Poe Floral, and countless;
smaller punctures and breaks in!
roofs, car windshields and other
objects.

The hail, accompanied by a rain
that measured only .22 of an inch
in Eastland but ran up to a half
inch at a gauge at the Consolidated
plant just south of town, came in
comparative calm, and that helped
hold down damage. Before the
hail started, the wind had blown
strongly and gustily.

The storm in the county was
part of a series of such disturb-
ances that left hundreds of thous-
ands of dollars in damages across
North and West Central Texas.

Rainfall at Gorman and in the
southern part of the county was
reported considerably heavier than
in the Eastland neighborhood.

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Lake Eastland Spillway Planned; Water Level Drops

§15,000 To $20,000
Cost Estimated For
Enlarging Lake

Water in Lake Eastland is 53
inches below the spillway level
and is receding at the rate of over
an inch a week despite the light
showers of recent weeks, City
Manager I. C. Heck said Thurs-
day

Heck said the City Commission
pes to raise the spillway level
about three feet during the city’s
next fiscal year, which will begin
Oct. 1

“We just haven’t got the money
to do it now,” he said

It has been estimated by engin-
eers that raising the spillway level
three feet would about double the
capacity of the lake, since it would
extend the shorelines considerably.

Heck said a rough estimate of
the project’'s cost is $15.000 to
$20.000. Probably, he said, the
project will require widening the
main or south spillway as a safety
factor

The spillway can be raised three
feet and still leave the railway
tracks at the west end of the laké
about three and a half feet above
the spillway level, Heck said he
had been told by engineers.
