The largemouth  bass  has
other names. He ix sometimes,
and in some places, called Mi-
cropterus  salmoides, large-
mouth, black bass, green bass
and Cswego bass: And actually
he is a# member of the sunfish
family, so he really isn't a
bass at all
But for an angler who has
spent  any  time  attempt-
ing to capture one that is
not of primary importance.

Of infinitely more concern
is what he eats, where he
lives, and how he plays.

For instance, it is a known
fact, according to the fishing
men at Mercury outhoards, that
a largemouth bass will bite on
anything that moves. He de-
lights in feeding on worms, min-
nows, (rogs, insect larvae, cray-
fish. mice., voung birds and
slightly smaller bass.

Laboratory experiments have
shown that the largemouth is
able to distinguish colors quite
readily and that colors will
stimulate a bass to strike. Red
is the preferred color and is
easily and readily distinguished
from evervthing else, with the
exception of violet. Red, white,
silver and black are listed in
the order of their attractive-
ness, in casting and spinning
baits, but any color will work
as long as it is in the water
and moving.

Thix is no secret to those
who troll, often or occaslon-
ally. They hang the lure
over the transom, throttle
their Mercury motor down
to a purr and present the
lure to more fish in less
time than in any other way.

stated. One such hearing, which
had been set for Wednesday,
June 27, was cancelled when the
farmer in question promised to
take care of his situationbefore
he irrigates again,

But the District has not dis-
missed any of the injunctions,
until reasonable proof has been
established that the situation
has been corrected.

McFarland admitted that his
office was ‘‘picking on Parmer
County.’”” He cited the water
decline in this area as the rea-
son.

He said thatmost farmers see
the sense in a program of water
conservation, He quoted one
man who had farmed in Lubbock
County as saying ‘“When you're
accustomed to setting 20 to 30
tubes per set and itgoes down to
six or eight in a few years,
this matter of conservationhits
home,”’

Another county farmer made
the statement ‘‘I've known for
years that this (water waste)
wasn't right, and just wondered
how long it would hold out."”

McFarland says that when he
shows farmers a map and points
out the water table decline in
his area, it usually makes an
impression. He said the
farmers in Parmer County had
also been very cooperative in
taking care of open wells,

ago, That case was settled by
the judge and lawyers without
calling the court to order.

In all cases, the High Plains
Underground Water Conserva-
tion District-issues a warning
to a farmer when it considers
that ‘‘flagrant waste’’ is being
committed.

If the

farmers fails to

do something about the situa-

tion, then a subpoena is issued.

In the subpoena, the High
Plains Water ConservationDis-
trict Number One charges that
the defendent (s) --

‘‘Is (are) producing water
from underground water strata
and within boundaries of Plain-
tiff’s district, and is willfully
causing, suffering and permit-
ting underground water pro-
duced for irrigation and agri-
cultural purposes to escape into
highways, roads, road ditches
and upon lands of persons other
than the owner of such well,
and {s thus committing waste,
as defined by Article 788-3c
and particularly the Amend-
ment thereto of the S4th Legis-
lature of the State of Texas,

(The amendment, passed by
the state legislature in 1955,
defines waste as ‘‘Willfully
causing, suffering or permitting
underground water produced for
irrigation or agricultural pur-
poses to escape into any river,
creek, or other natural water
course, depression or lake,
reservoir, drain, or into any
sewer, street, highway, road,

road ditch or upon land of any
other person than the owner of
such well or upon public
land.)

The subpoena further states
that acts of the defendant arein
violation of Rules 1 and 2 of
the High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District,
which have beenduly passed and
published.

The suit also states ‘‘That

ASC Begins Land
Measurement In
County This Week

hired and trained 27 men to
measure cotton and feed grain
diverted acreage in Parmer
County, The ‘‘reporters’’ will
visit every farmer in the cour =
oy. .
‘“‘It is very important that
the farm operator go withthese
men and show them his opera-
tons and be with them during
the measurements., It's very
important dollar-wise to the
farmers that these measure-
ments be correct,’”” Mills
stated,

‘"We spread the wings outa
little wider than ordinary, so
a4S not to create an eyesore,
but still do the job,"* says Hart-
zog.

Fleahopper populations should begin W Increase at a more
rapld rate from now on. Cofton growers should check their
flelds closely as fruiting begins to prevent the loss of the
early forms or ‘bottom crop.'* This s especlally important
where cotton is a little late, Flea-hopper control, when needed
is also Important from the standpoint of taking advantage of
the higher prices and better quality of cotton during the early
fall,

Cotton flelds shouldn’t be sprayed If there is not enough
harmful insects and enough damage to warrant treatment,
but if cotton is being damaged it will certainly pay to apply
an insecticide, Cotton gins, farmers, or anyone who should
need an insect gulde can come by our office and getone,

Someone once stated ‘‘Grass
is nature’s forgiveness for
man’s misuse of land.' This
in no way means there i{s one
grass that is a cure-all for
every type of soll, Grass is a
crop and should be managed as
such, Each particular soil is
better, adapted to certain
grasses,

However, this may be changed
to some extent by the use of fer-
tilizers and Irrigation, The
most productive grasses, with
proper management, including
fertilization, irrigation, and the
most important grazing loads,
will provide a farmer with a net
income favorably comparable
with his other so-called ‘‘cash-
crops,"”

Grass will notonly prove very
favorable from the net income
per acre, butwill provide ample
soil protection from wind and
water erosfon, It also will
greatly add to the fertility of the
soil through the additon of
needed organic matter, Organic
matter in the soil Is the most
important factor in making it
productive, The addition of fer-

* tilizers will have a temporary

effect on crops, but for a long
term {mprovement, organic
matter Is essential,

Many farmers are using

perennial grasses intheir con-
servation cropping system,
Crasses such as Switch grass,
Sideoats Grama, Midland Ber-
muda grass, Sand Bluestem, and
Western Wheat grass are some
of the ones that have been
seeded, or sodded, as the case
may be, Other plantings are
planned for later seeding as in
the case of the cool season
species,

There are a number of farms
on which steep land has been
placed under cultivation, This
land should be returned to a
permanent type grass for the
most beneficial and permanent
good to the ldnd as well as the
farmer,

The establishment of these
grasses will require time and
effort but for lasting productive
use of the land, there is nothing
better,

Farmers establishing or
planning to establish some of
these grasses Include Joe
Frank, A, L, Hartzog, Delbert
Garner, Gilbert Wenner, Billy
John Thorn, Dean McCallum,
Jack  McCracken, Leonard
Grissom, John Gammon, and
Harold Wilson, Many more
could be {ncluded in this group,
but these indicate the interest
which {s being shown.

The Great Plains Conserva-
tion Program offers a cost-
share payment on the establish-
ment of these grasses, as well
as the Agricultural Stabilization
and Conservation Service Of-
fice, Further information may
be acquired by contacting the
Soil Conservation Service Of-
fice in Friona, or the A.,S.C.S.
