Delinquents Say

(This is another in a series of
articles regarding Juvenile Delin-
quency. This article regards laws
that govern juveniles.)

Who, by law, is a juvenile delin- |
quent?

The Civil Statutes of the State
of Texas say the term ‘‘delinquent
means any female person
over the age of ten years and un-
der 18, and any male over the age
of 10 and under the age of 17/
who commits a felony; misdemean-
or; where punishment for such of-
hibitually commits misdemeanor’
fense may be confinement in jail;
where punishment for such offense
is by fine only; habitually violates
ordinance of a political subdivi-
sion of the state; habitually vieo-
lates compulsory school attendance
law; habitually injures or endan-
gers morals or health of himself
and others; and one who habitually |
| associates with vicious and immor-
al persons.
