A first-hand look at the participation of women in politics 
in Texas is provided by this unique volume. The book consists 
of 3 parts! Part One is a collection of narratives written by 
and about women in every level of government; the women discuss 
how and why they became politically involved, share their 
thoughts on the role of women, offer an important speech or 
published interview, or simply offer biographical sketches.
Part Two contains results and analysis of the Texas Women's 
Voter Education Project, which examines trends in women 
voters' attitudes and political participation. Part Three 
consists of valuable resource materials which should be of 
use to all voters as well as schools and libraries. Names 
and addresses of current women legislators, women's organiza­
tions in the state, and political organizations are included, 
as well as a general bibliography on women in politics in the 
U.S. and a brief suffrage bibliography.

Texas Women in Politics, a pioneering attempt to acquaint 
the public with how women have become involved in politics 
in the state, is published by a non-profit organization. 
Receipts from book sales will be used to support other pro­
jects of voter information and to sponsor other similar 
publications of public value.

The Conference program will include 
workshops on the medical, law en­
forcement, legal and counseling 
aspects of sexual assault, child 
molestation, incest, wifebeating, 
and treatment of offenders.

Media Challenge
Question: How do we begin to 
change the image of women in the 
media? What should we do when we 
see or hear something offensive 
toward women?
Answer: (1) Be aware. Read the
newspaper with a critical eye. 
Listen carefully to all aspects of 
radio and T.V. programming.
(2) Immediately pick up the phone 
and make a complaint to the station 
(radio or T.V.) or to the company 
(newspaper or advertising). Be 
sure to document the name of the 
person with whom you talk, the 
date, and the time.,(Later we can 
visit the station and check to see 
if your complaint was included in 
their files.)
(3) Follow up with a letter (ad­
dressed to the President, Manager 
or Director) outlining clearly the 
nature of the complaint, when and 
where it was seen or heard, and 
the person with whom you spoke.
If possible, suggest alternatives 
for the offensive material.

(4) Do not be discouraged if you 
receive no response. You have done 
your part and the station/company 
has taken note of the complaint even 
if they fail to acknowledge it.
(If you do receive a response, send 
a copy of the response to Shirley 
Wright, Media Task Force.)
(This same procedure should be fol­
lowed when we respond to positive 
media coverage!! Let's let them 
know when they do something good!!)
