SMALL BIT OF
TEXAS HISTORY

Something About the Man Who Es­
tablished the Name Maver­

ick Given Cattle.

C. B. Sea'borough Stricken.
Rev. A. H. Norris reports C. 

B. Scarborough stricken with 
paralysis this morning at his 
home on his Clear Fork planta­
tion at Truby.

The attack followed a drive 
over his place and came without 
warning. His condition was re­
garded as critical when Mr. Nor­
ris left at 10:30 a. m.

Over in the northwest part of 
South Carolina, near the line 
which separates Anderson and 
Picket t counties and about five 
miles from Pendleton, there is an 
old graveyard or burying ground. 
It comprises about fourteen acres 
of land, all of which are thickly 
wooded. There are five marble 
monuments, one of which is of 
considerable size. The inscript­
ion on one of the monuments is 
as follows;

“ In mermn'y of Samuel Maverick, 
Born in the City of Charles-ton, 

Dec. 30, 1772.
Died April ,‘iO, 1852'.

Age«l 79 years and 4 months.”

In(|uiry of those who live in the 
neighborhood elided the follow­
ing facts:

Samuel Augustus Maverick, 
the eldest st*n of Mrs. Flizabeth 
(Anderson) Maverick, went to 
Texas and was the first man to 
make cattle raising a business on 
the grassy plains. He made a 
great success of this business, 
and when others went into it he 
insisted that others should brand 
their cattle in order to distin­
guish them fn»m his, which were 
unbranded. Because of this all 
unbranded steers were known as 
“ Mavericks.” Kven to this day 
unbranded steers are known as 
“ Mavericks,” although it has 
been a long time since there 
was anybody to lay claim to them 
as the original cattleman did. 
Maverick now means a steer that 
escaped branding and that is a 
subject of indentification and 
claim by whom can establish 
ownership.

The fieople whose deaths are 
recorded on these tombstones 
were neighbors of John C. Cal­
houn, whose plantation was not 
more than five miles away.

The ground is used for burials 
still, but now mostly by negroes. 
There has been no objection 
made to this, and it seems to be 
understood that it is a free bury­
ing ground for any who wish to 
use it, white or black. The four­
teen acres make ample room for 
l)oth races, and there is no en­
croaching on the older graves in 
any of this usage.

Offloiil Corruption.
.n behalf of the law-abiding 

citizens of Colorado, The Clipper 
wants Mr. Faucett to name those 
county officials who promised 
him immunity from punishment 
for violating the local option law.

APPORTIONMENT
FOR SCHOOLS

Five Dollars Per Capita Is Amount 
Apportioned for Next Year. 

Same as Last Year.

Austin, Tex., Aug. 1.—This 
being the day fixed by law for 
the apjiortionment of the avail­
able school fund, the State 
Board of Kducation met and fix­
ed it at $5 per capita for the next 
scholastic session. It was made 
on a basis of 764,751 children 
enumerated as being within the 
scholastic age, on an estimated 
income of $.3,882,250. The ap- 
ortionment will require but $3,3^ ,  
75.5, some $60,000 less than the 
probable revenues.

The l)oard last year fixed the 
appiirtionment first at$4.80; then 
$4.ito and finally $5 for the cur­
rent year, which will end on the 
last day of this month.

As compared to the last or cur­
rent apportionment, that for next 
year is $26,255 greater, with an 
increase of 5,251 children enti­
tled to the school fund. The per 
capita apportionment is the same 
$5.

The only other time the per 
capita apportionment exceeded 
$.5 was in 1886, when it was $5.20, 
with 452,798 sch«x)l children. It 
was $5 in 1885, 1893 and 1902.

Hence, there can be no justifica­
tion of the use and abuse of this 
restraining power.

Kvery paper, almost, that you 
pick up is urging the people to 
stay with and patronize home 
and home people in preference to 
foreign concerns; but in the face 
of this we find that the very ones 
who w'ould be the beneficiaries 
under this policy are the first to 
break over. It is all very well to 
stand up for home, out there 
should be a head and foot mark.

In 
looking over the Colorado Clipper 
we find a mild roast of the Texas 
and Pacific Tslephone company.

The Clipper has 
offered to duplicate the work and 
prices and was entitled to the 
work. The newspapers must 
fight this practice to the bitter 
end, for it is sapping at the very 
vitals of newspaper prosperity.

The New Drug Law.
The substance of the law is 

that any person within this 
State cannot sell or cause to be 
sold or give away or cause to be 
given away, any morphine, opi­
um, cocaine, chloral or any of the 
derivatives thereof, unless upon 
written prescription oi a doctor 
permitted under the law to prac­
tice in Texas. The person so 
giving or selling .shall be fined 
not less than $25 nor more than

S250, and in addition may be im­
prisoned in the county jail not 
exceeding six months, or by such 
fine without imprisonment. All 
prescriptions must be filed and 
such file must be subject to pub­
lic ins|)eclion, and failure to file 
and keep subject t<» inspection 
shall subject person to a fine of 
not less than SIO nor more than 
Slot). Any physician or other 
persi»n who shall give any pre­
scription to any perst>n known b» 
be a habitual user of any said 
drugs, except in case of actual 
sickness, shall be fined not less 
than S25 nor more than $250, and 
and in addition may be imprison­
ed not exceeding six months, or 
by such fine without the im­
prisonment. This dt)es not in­
clude pn>prietary medicines sold 
by druggists or others, which 
may contain any of the above 
name<l drugs or their derivatives, 
unless comiv»unded and sold for 
evasion. The law also pn»vides 
that no druggist or other person 
is allowed to re-fill any pre­
scription for any of the drugs 
above named.

It is 
with tlie young man himself to 
determine what his future life is 
to be by the character he devel- 
opes in his youth. The man who 
has reached thirty years of age 
without more than a well-settled 
character of integrity and habits 
bids fair to make a success.

The most successful way to de­
velop insect pests on a farm is to 
continue to plant the same crops 
on the same ground year after 
year. I'̂ ach different crop has 
its special destructive parasites, 
and these pests, if supplied with 
their favorite host crop will in­
crease until the host crop is over­
whelmed, and then the farmer 
curses his luck. Rotation will 
do more to abate insect pests than 
sprays or the introduction of par­
asitic enemies.

Don’t sU)p the cultivators be­
cause the weeds and grass have 
be(*n exterminated in the cotton 
fields. Not knowing how dry it 
may be before the cotton and 
corn is matured. It has been 
demonstrated that “ laying by” 
time comes too early, and that 
this event ought to be postponed 
two or three weeks beyond the 
time usually adopted. Late cul­
tivation is often the best for the
crops.

One of the most valuable ma­
chines used on a farm is a good 
pair of horses or mules. These 
are the machines that make oth­
er machines go, and they should 
be taken care of for they are too 
valuable to be worn out with hard 
or rapid work, or permitted to 
rust from exposure, or to look 
for the oil and fuel contained in 
good oats and hay.

The boll weevil has developed 
recently in many sections of the 
State. The following description 
of the pest will enable any one to 
identify it: Color brown or
blackish. When in natural po­
sition, tlie beak hangs down like 
an elephant’s snout. When dead 
or when feigning death, the wee­
vil’s general appearance sug­
gests a baby elephant. Many 
weevils have beaks and. in size 
and color resemble the boll wee­
vil, but one marked feature of 
the l>oll weevil can be relied upon 
to identify any specimen— note 
the hooked enlargement of the 
upper joint of the first pair of 
legs in the grown weevil. This 
can be easily seen with the nak­
ed eye and other weevils do not 
have it.
