On Sunday May 10, ‘“Mother’s
Day’’ Rev.H.E.Bullock preached
to a full house from II Kings
4:26, Quite a number of old
people were present. By way of
remarks the preacher eaid i
part:

“0Old age ie too often looked
upon ae a lonesome, dismal and
unhappy period in the life of the
individual. Oh, perhapse not so
wueh by the aged themselves as
by us younger folke. We are in-
clined to look toward age with
some degree of fear and despair.
It should not be so. With the
life that has been lived according
to God’s plan in keeping with his
word and in harmony with his
will, age is more desirable than
youth with all its energy, ite en-
thusiasm and ite its bouyancy.
Asgripe fruit is sweeter than green
fruit, so is age eweeter than youth
provided youth was grafted into
Christ. As harvest time is bright-
er than eeed time, so is age
brighter than youth, provided
youth was a seed time for good.
As the completion of & work is
more glorious than the beginning
of it, so is age more glorious than
youth’ that is, if the foundation
of the work of God were laid in
youth.
