London, Nov. 12.- The Ameri-
can steamer Columbian was tor-

:;.n;xloed. A Lloyd's dispatch late
Saturday afternoon said shel
sank.

The Lloyd dispatch apparently
was confirmed in later dispatch-
es from Madrid, which said that
the crew, half of whom are
Americans, had been landed on
the Spanish coast, together with
the crews of the Norwegian
steamers Fordul and Bulto, and
the British Steamer Seatonia,
which also were torpedoed, per-
haps by the same U boat which
attacked the Columbian. The
combined crews numbered 1631
men.

PINK BOLL WORM
IN NORTH MEXIGO

The pink boll worm, the most
destructive of all cotton pests,
which has caused millions of dol-
lars loss to cotton growers in
Egypt, India and other ecotton
producing countries, has for the
first time been discovered on the
North American continent. The
presence and probable establish-
ment of the important cotton-
growing Laguna district of
State of Cohuila, within
miles of the Texas-Mexico border
has been determined by special-
ists in the U, 8. Department of
Agriculture. Amendments to
quarantine regulations have bee
promulgated by the Secretary of
Agriculture seeking to prevent
the worm from entering the
United States and every possible
step will be taken by the depart-
ment to make the prohibitions
effective and to safeguard the
interests of the cotton producers
of the United States in other
ways.

The pink boll worm is a com-
paratively new cotton pest,
spreading from India to Egypt
ahont eight years ago. It has
already spread to practically all
cotton prddueing countries in the
world except the United States.
Recognizing the possibility of
introducing the pest into this
country in cotton seed, seed cot-
ton and cotton seed hulls, the
United States has prohibited for
several years the importation of
these products from all cotton

iproducing territories except Six
States of northern Mexico.

For
the same reason cotton lint from
such countries has been admitted
into the United States only at
certain northern ports and after
fumigation. The new amend-
ments to quarantine regula-
tions, effective November 4, ex-
tend the prohibition against im-
porting seeds, seed cotton, and
hulls to the previously excepted
Mexican territory, with the ex-
