on putings for next fall deliv-
ery and the most of the jobbers
put these on the market and ae-
cepted bookings for their entire
advanca holdings in less than
one week’s time.

Of course most of these
goods were sold to people who
would buy not less than a case
and some much more, and con-
sequently the many thousands
of small merchants are just to
do the best they can.

The writer has been advised
that there are quite a lot of
meirchants who have enough of
these goods on hand to run an-
other winter,yet they are book-
ing these goods, thinking they
might need them or they might
be worth more.

And the majority of these
men think they are patriotic,
yet they take advantage af the

war conditions, take these
goods off the market, out of
their legitimate channels of

trade, hoard them away in the
hope of a few paltry dollars ad-
ditional prefit.

These goods are necessities
and the question is: "

“Is the government going to
stand for a state of affairs like
this? or is it going to see that
this class of merchandise has a
fair chance of a proper distribu
tion? If so now is a good time
for the government to order all
future contracts, sales or pur-
chases cancelled for the dura-
tion of the war andt the greater
part of the temptation will be
removed.
