Orleans, Mass., July 21.—An
enemy submarine attacked a
tow off the eastmost point of
Cape Cod today, sank three bar
ges, set a fourth and their tug
on fire and dropped four shells
on the mainland. The action last
ed an hour and was unchalleng-
ed except for two hydroplanes
from the Chatham aviation sta-
tion, which circled over the U-
boat, causing her to submerge
for only a moment, to reappear
and resume firing.

Almost simultane-
ously the French and Americans
moved forward the southern
part of their line, extending
north and west from Chateau-
Thierry, until a correction of the
entire line from Soissons and
southward of that point had
been effected—an even advance
of something more than seven
miles.

The armies of the Crown
Prince were retreating tonight
while the allied forces of Gene-
ral Foch harassed their rear and
continued their smashing drive
along the German right flank.
It is expected that if the Ger-
mans succeed in extricating
themselves it will be only at the
cost of large numbers of men
and of material and supplies.

Germany has already paid a
terrible price in the fighting
that is going on between Sois-
sons and Chateau-Thierry. The
advancing allied forces have
passed great piles of dead and
many wounded. These sufferers
are cared for expeditiously and
well and the allied forces are
displaying a fine spirit of coop-
eration.

Among the prisoners captur-
ed were a German Colonel and
his staff. They had taken refuge
in a quarry and refused to obey
a summons to come out. After
efforts to induce them to sur-
render appeared to be wasted,
hand grenades were dropped
down a chimney leading into the
guarry. Those unhurt, including
the Colonel, quickly emerged.

In the long lines of prisoners
along the roads there are many
expressing bewilderment. But

here and there some of them

smile when they happily re-
spond to the query, “Going to
Paris?”

Until late today there was
little effort to bring pressure to

Several were wounded
but only one seriously. This
happened to be John Botovich,
an Austrian, of the crew of the
tug. His right arm near the
shoulder was torn away by a
fragment of shell. The minor in-
juries of the other were from
shell splinters.

Theé barges Were in tow of the
tug Perth Amboy, owned by the
Lehigh Valley Railroad, and
were bound from Gloucester for
New York. One was loaded with
stone, but the others were light,
being on their return trip after
bringing coal to New England.

The attack was without warn-
ing and only the poor marks-
man ship of the German gun-
ners permitted the escape of the
Clr'ews.

The one-sided fight took
place three miles south of the
Orleans coast guard station,
which is located midway be-
tween Chantham, at the elbow,
and Highland Light, at the ex-
treme tip of the cape. The fir-
ing was heard for miles and
brought, thousands to the beach
from which the flashes of the
guns and the outline of the
U-boat were plainly visible. Pos-
sible danger to the onlookers
was not thought of until a shell
whirred over their heads and
splashed in'a pond a mile inland.
Three other shells buried them-
selves in the sands of the beach.

| Ginners are to keep a correct
| record showing the name and ad
\dress of each party for whom
|they gin cotton, the amount of
cotton ginned in each case and
the actual charge made for such
service. They must be in posi-
|tion at all times to furnish de-
|tailed information to the United
|States Food Administration.

| It is necessary that ginners
|perform this service in such a
'way that the seed cotton shall

|be cleaned and the lint removed

from the seed in an efficient
manner. Such foreign substanc-
les as are removed from the seed
§cnttnn shall not be returned to
shall be
kept in a clean condition. Gin-
ners are not permitted to mix
any foreign material with cot-
ton seed during the time that it
is under their control or in their
possession.

The charge for ginning shall
be the same whether or not the
cotton or the cotton seed is pur-
chased by the ginner.

Ginners are to gin as rapidly
as possible, consistent with good
work, all dry seed cotton tender-
ed them, and upon demand they
are to return to the owner the
cotton and seed ginned by them.
If cotton seed is purchased by
the ginner he must be guided by
our rule No. 5 and circular Nod40

Ginners are to keep a careful
record, showing the name and
address of each party from
whom they purchase cotton seed
together with the quantity and
price paid for same.

In issuing these instructions
we realize that there may be
counties in which prices made
effective may be too high or too
low, but it will be impossible to
arrive at a fixed price that will
be fairly applicable to every
country, therefore, we have de-
cided to fix the prices as above
given, and in these counties
where it can be shown that the
prices are not fairly applicable
to the business a hearing will be
given to determine a fair price
for that particular country.
