occupants misery and fright. |
It wasalso quite a hard job of|
aetting away from the great|
ship as the waves would draw |
the little life boat back toward
the big one. But after two long
hours drifting about in the
water in this small life boat
Askew and his pals were picked
up by a British destroyer, and
landed at London, Derry Island,
where they were cared for and
treated fine by the splendid
Irish citizens.

Mr. Askew is loud in his praise
of his Captain, D. D. Hall, who
was among the last to leave the
sinking boat. He states that
there was lost out of his com-
pany alone, 47 men and 210
American soldiers all told, be-

went down as the result of the
torpedoing and sinking of this
ship. And while Mr. Askew,
like most of the boys he saw
“real” service, is prone to say
much of the terrible calamities
connected with the great strug-
gle, we are sure our readers are
aware of the fact that such was
a trying time in the life of any
one who happened to be among
the number.
