10 VOTE ON BONDS
SEWERAGE SYSTEM

Merkel is far behind towns of
its size and many of those much
smaller in the provisions made
for sewage disposal at its school
buolding. Even the smaller
country schools, many of them,
have septic tanks or some other
sanitary toilet system. The toli-
et facilities at the Merkel school
are entirely inadequate unsani-
tary, and really dangerous to
the health of the seven-hundred
children. The Taylor County
led Cross nurse who inspected
our system sondemned them as
unsafe, the County Health Of-
ficer, Dr. Hollis, and the State
Sanitary Engineer at Austin all
join in condemning the system
used in Merkel. The health of
the Merkel children is in jeo-
pardy.

Some provision must be made
before another vear. To build
new toilets of the same kind as
are now on the school ground
would be a waste of money, for
sooner or later they would be
condemned by the health author
ities and have to be torn down.
In the face of these facts, and
upon taie recommendation of the
Texas State Health Department
at Austin, Texas, the board has
ordered an election for April 2
to determine whether or not
there shall be issued bonds to
the amount of twenty-five hun-
dred dollars to install in the
school building a sanitary sep-
tic tank toilet system. The
bonds will be ten-vear bonds,
and will mean the expenditure of
only $375 a vear more than is
now spent. In fact the board
hopes to buy these bonds with
the funds acerued in the sinking
fund of bonds of former issue,
and thus reduce this to $250 per
vear.,

The question to be decided by
the tax-paying voters on this
date is whether or not for the
small sum of $250 per year it is
going to let the present system
which must be replaced, be re-
placed with the same kind of un-
sanitary toilets, or put into the

building a system that is safe,
sanitary and permanent; one
that is recoommended by the

State Department of Health for
towns not having a city sewer
system

The Board of Trustees at a
meeting on March 2nd ordered
an election for April 2nd to let
the voters decide this question,
It is us to the people who have
children in school to decide.
whether they want the present
system rebuilt on the old unsan
itary plan or in their place a sys
tem that will safeguard the heal
th of the children, that will pass
the inspection of health authori-
ties, and will tend toward better
moral conditions among their
children.

The State Department of Ed-
ucation, the Taylor County Red
Cross, the Health Departments
of Texas, Taylor County, and
Merkel are behind this proposi-
tion, and the board has ordered
the election. Tt is up to the vot-
ers to say “ves” or “no” on the
2nd of April.

LAWLESSNESS

By Rev. Ira L. Parrack

Delivered by Ira L. Parrack to
the Merkel Baptist church, Feb-
ruary 20, in response to the re-
quest of Governor Pat M. Neff,
through the press to all minis-
ters and editors,

Seripture lesson, “At what in-
stant 1 shall speak concerning
a nation and concerning a king-
dom, to pluck up, and pull down,
and to destroy it. If that nation
against whom I have pronounc-
ed, turn from their evil I will re-
pent of the evil 1 thought to do
unto them. And at what instant
I shall speak concerning a na-
tion, and concerning a kingdom,
to build and to plant it. If it do
evil in my sight, that it obey not
my voice, then 1 will repent of
the good, where-with 1 =aid I
would benefit them.” Jeremiah
18:7-10.

Text: “Righteousness exalt-
eth a nation, but sin is a re-
proach to any people.” Proverbs
14:43.

You will notice that the words

of the text and scripture lesson
are applied to nations and not
to individuals. It is not always
true that the individual ex-
alted in the present because of
his righteousness nor is it al-
ways true that the sins of a sin-
ful individual reproach him in
the immediate present. There
is a judgement set for the in-
dividual bevond the grave where
he will answer for the deeds
done in the body whether they
be good or bad. But not so with
nations, they must answep now
for their sins and be rewarded
now for their righteousness, be-
cause bevond the grave no earth
ly kingdom will servive., God
may some times let a man live
out his natural life time in sin
unrebuked because he knows the
man will be brought into judge-
ment for all his evil ways, but
fe deals more swiftly with a na-
tion.
FACTS SEEN IN HISTORY—
Whenever in the history of the
world a nation has been righte-
ous and law abiding, it has pros
pered and became stronger in
power and influence; but on the
other hard when any nation, no
matter how strong and powerful
turned aside from the path for
rectitude and began to wallow
in the mire of self influence and
lawlessness, they have suffered
reverse and dwindled to a mere
shadow of their former glory, or
have boen wiped off the face of
the earth.

Greece is a striking example
of this fact. As long as the
Greeks had a better civilization
than the surrounding countries
she grew in power; but when
Greece turmed from their high
ideals and relapsed into pleasure
loving idle self-indulgence and
sinful dissipation, her power be-
gan to decline, and all that is
left today of that proud nation
that once ruled the world, is a
pitifully weak nation subject to
the whims of other nations.
lome that conquered the world
because she had the best laws of
any nation of her day, failed as
goon as she began to disregard
her own laws. It was no foreign
enemy that defeated Rome it
was her own sins. When she
gave herself over to sinful lust-
ful living she became her own
executioner., Spain is another
example, though she once ruled
a large part of the new world to-
day she is hardly master of her
own shores . Germany in our
own day has paid the price of
selfish lust. Israel was perhaps
the most striking example of
this fact. So plain is the fact
that her sins caused her down-
fall. that no man will question
it. Some do try to rule Israel
out as an example because they
gay God in a special sponsm*eq
Israel.

It is true that in many ways
we are told by the inspired his-
torian God helped Israel, but if

revelation. How like the history
of Israel is the history of every
great nation. As long as they
have been true to high ideals
that enabled them to sarve the
world they have enjoyed pros-
perity, but soon as they have be-
come slaves to selfish living they
have met disaster.

In the face of all this can any
American fail to read the signs
of the time in our own fair
land. America that has 'been
blessed of God as no other na-
tion, unless it was Israel, is now
forgetting God and His ways
are becoming irksome to her,
Oh! the tragedy about to take
place in this goodly land unless
men behold and turn before it
is too late,
